COUNTY BOARD MEETING ROOM
DAKOTA COUNTY COURTHOUSE

Chairman Huggenberger called their regular scheduled meeting to order at 1:30
p.m. PRESENT WERE: Commissioners Huggenberger, Rohde, Bobier, Hartnett,
Hirschbach, and Nanci Walsh, stenographer. Commissioner Huggenberger opened
nominations for Chairman. Commissioner Hartnett nominated Commissioner
Huggenberger to be the 1991 Chairman.  The nomination was seconded by
Commissioner Rohde. ROLL CALL VOTE; Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea,
Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Abstained Commissioner Hirschbach moved, seconded by
Commissioner Hartnett, that nominations cease and that the secretary cast a
unanimous ballot for Commissioner Huggenberger to be 1991 Chairman. ROLL CALL
VOTE; Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Abstained, Bobier-
Yea Chairman Huggenberger opened nominations for Vice Chair. Commissioner
Hirschbach nominated Commissioner Hartnett for Vice Chairperson.  Commissioner
Bobier seconded the nomination. ROLL CALL VOTE; Hartnett-Abstained, Rohde-Yea,
Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea Commissioner Rohde moved that
nominations cease and that the secretary cast a unanimous ballot for
Commissioner Hartnett to be the 1991 Vice Chair, who shall act as chair in the
absence of the chairman.  Commissioner Hirschbach seconded the motion. ROLL CALL
VOTE; Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-
Abstained Roger Peters appeared before the board on behalf of the residents of
Tompkins, Island Homes, and North Shore.  Mr. Peters presented a petition to the
board with 159 signatures on it.  The residents feel that the road(s) in this
area are an insult and should be fixed.  Besides the road condition, the
residents feel that there should be lights on the road and also drainage is a
problem.  Discussion was had. Chairman Huggenberger asked if there were any
further comments.  One comment was that there are some terrible potholes on
North Shore Drive (a.k.a. the Morgan Road). Chairman Huggenberger stated that
the problem has been discussed but a solution hasn't been found.  The main
concern of the Commissioners was that the drainage isn't adequate and if the
road were fixed it wouldn't hold up because of the drainage problem. Mr. Peters
suggested using reconstituted asphalt.  Mr. Hovey said the problem was finding
reconstituted asphalt.  There was more discussion on the road and what could be
done.  It was decided that Mr. Peters and other residents should contact the
Commissioners in February when they are working on the 1 to 6 year plan for
roads. Commissioner Hirschbach moved, seconded by Commissioner Rohde, to approve
the minutes of the December 17, 1990 meeting as typed in the official record.
ROLL CALL VOTE; Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea,
Rohde-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Jim Sherlock appeared before the board
regarding the use of the county Road Department radio and Jackson tower for the
Emerson Fire Department pager system. Darrell Motela, a factory representative
from Motorola, said that there would be no expense to the county.  Emerson Fire
Department will have to file for a license to use the same frequency as the road
department.  Discussion was had. Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by
Commissioner Bobier, to allow the Emerson Fire Department to use the road
department radio frequency and Jackson tower for their pager system. ROLL CALL
VOTE; Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea
UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Bruce Hovey spoke to the board regarding the placement
of utilities in the county right of way for the trailer court on West 9th Street
Road.  Commissioners Hirschbach and Rohde had met with Barney Glass the
developer of the trailer court and tentatively talked about the county
consenting to the the utilities in the right of way in exchange for the
developer paying a 50/50 portion of the cost to put a hard surface on the road
to handle the increased traffic load.  It was suggested that the County Attorney



draw up an agreement for the board to consider at the next board meeting. John
McNeil of the South Sioux City Chamber of Commerce brought a list of candidates
for members of the Visitors' Committee.  On the list were:  Mike Serr, General
Manager of the Marina Inn;  Al Bengston, Chairman of So. Sioux City Parks and
Recreation Department;  Martin Ferris, owner of the Park Plaza Motel;  Bruce
Wright, Manager of the Econo Lodge;  Tom Serbick, owner of the South Ridge
Motel;  William Bass, owner of Bass Advertising;  Dick Pruehs, owner of the
Travelodge;  Chris Saltzman, Manager of the Flamingo Inn;  Rick Brandes, owner
of the Dairy Queen. Mr. McNeil especially recommended Rick Brandes, Al Bengston,
and William Bass. Commissioner Bobier nominated Mike Serr, 4 year term, Al
Bengston, 4 year term, William Bass, 4 year term, Dick Pruehs, 2 year term,  and
Rick Brandes, 2 year term, to be initial members of the Visitors' Committee.
Commissioner Rohde seconded the nomination. ROLL CALL VOTE; Hirschbach-Yea,
Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED
Mr. McNeil also presented some sample contracts for the board to look over
regarding the administration of the Visitors' Fund. Madelyn Thorsland, Deputy
County Assessor, presented to the board a list of tax corrections.  Discussion
was had. Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett, to approve
the tax corrections as presented. ROLL CALL VOTE; Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea,
Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED
Commissioner Hirschbach moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett, to convene as
Board of Equalization. ROLL CALL VOTE; Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea,
Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett- Yea UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED at 2:55 p.m. Madelyn
Thorsland, Deputy County Assessor presented to the board an application from
Region IV for tax exempt status on a 1987 Plymouth van VIN 2P4FH41G7H178149.
Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett, to approve the
application of Region IV. ROLL CALL VOTE; Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea,
Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Commissioner
Hartnett moved, seconded by Commissioner Hirschbach, to reconvene as Board of
Commissioners. ROLL CALL VOTE; Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-
Yea, Huggenberger-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED at 3:00 p.m. Stan Trampe
appeared before the board with Betty O'Neill, County Assessor, and Madelyn
Thorsland with an updated time line for completion of the reappraisal.  Much
discussion was had on when to implement the reappraisal. Kurt Hohenstein, County
Attorney, stated that he felt it should be put into effect April 1, 1991.  He
also said he would do anything he could to help the Assessor's office to meet
this deadline.  The board agreed that the changes should be done by April 1,
1991. Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by Commissioner Rohde, to designate
the following banks as depositories for Dakota County with the maximum deposit
being governed by securities pledged by each institution:  American State Bank,
Dakota County State Bank, Nebraska State Bank, and Siouxland National Bank. ROLL
CALL VOTE; Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea
UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Commissioner Hirschbach moved, seconded by Commissioner
Hartnett, to hold commissioner's meetings at 1:30 p.m. on Mondays as necessary
to pay payroll claims and accounts payable claims.  Be it further resolved that
on claims day (third Monday) the board shall convene at 10:00 a.m. to review
claims.  And finally be it resolved that the chair designate other meeting dates
as necessary to conduct county business one month in advance of the month in
which the meetings are changed. ROLL CALL VOTE; Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea,
Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED
Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier, to retain the present
courthouse hours opening at 8:00 a.m. and closing at 4:30 p.m. ROLL CALL VOTE;
Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett- Yea UNANIMOUS
MOTION CARRIED Commissioner Hirschbach moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier,
to continue to observe holidays and offer benefits as outlined in the Employee
Handbook, as negotiated by the county board and officials.  Be it further
resolved that employees remember the late Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. on January



21st and be reminded of his accomplishments and achievements for Civil Rights.
ROLL CALL VOTE; Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea,
Rohde-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by
Commissioner Bobier, to continue with the Burial Policy adopted September 19,
1989. ROLL CALL VOTE; Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea,
Huggenberger-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded by
Commissioner Bobier, to appoint the South Sioux City Star as the legal newspaper
of the county for the calendar year 1991. ROLL CALL VOTE; Hirschbach-Yea,
Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED
Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett, to establish the
first Wednesday in October as County Government Day.

          (5)  Verify and record the actual elevation (in relation to mean seal
level) of the lowest floor (including basement) of all new or substantially
improved structures. (6)  Verify and record the actual elevation (in relation to
mean seal level) to which the new or substantially improved structures have been
flood-proofed. (7)  When flood-proofing is utilized for a particular structure,
the Dakota County Zoning Administrator shall be presented certification from a
registered professional engineer or architect. 3.3.  APPLICATION FOR PERMIT A.
To obtain a permit the applicant shall first file an application in writing on a
form furnished by the County Zoning Administrator for that purpose.  All fees
shall be paid prior to processing the application.  Every such application shall
3.31.  Identify and describe the work to be covered by the permit. 3.32.
Describe the land on which the proposed work is to be done by lot, block tract
and house and street address, or similar description that will readily identify
and definitely locate the proposed building or work. 3.33.  Indicate the use by
occupancy for which the proposed work is intended. 3.34.  Be accompanied by
plans and specifications for proposed construction. 3.35.  Be signed by the
permittee or his authorized agent who may be required to submit evidence to
indicate such authority.

ZONING DISTRICTS The mapped flood plain areas within the jurisdiction of this
regulation are hereby divided into the two following districts:  A Floodway
Overlay District (designated by the letters FW) and a Floodway Fringe Overlay
District (designated by the letters FF) as identified in the official Flood
Plain Study.  Within these districts all uses not meeting the standard of the
regulation and those standards of the underlying zone shall be prohibited.
These zones shall be consistent with the numbered and unnumbered A zones as
identified on the official FIRM when identified in the Flood Insurance Study
provided by the Federal Emergency Management Administration.

SECTION 5.0.  STANDARDS FOR THE FLOODWAY OVERLAY DISTRICT AND THE FLOODWAY
FRINGE OVERLAY DISTRICT 5.1.  No permit for development shall be granted for new
construction, substantial improvement and other improvements including the
placement of manufacture homes within identified flood plain unless the
conditions of this Section are satisfied. 5.2.  All areas identified as
unnumbered A Zones by the Federal Insurance Administration are subject to
inundation of the 100-year flood; however, the water surface elevation was not
provided.  The unnumbered A Zones shall be subject to all development provisions
of this regulation.  If Flood Insurance Study data is not available, the
community shall utilize any base flood elevation data currently available within
its area of jurisdiction. 5.3.  New construction, subdivision proposals,
substantial improvement, prefabricated buildings, placement of manufactured and
other developments shall require; 5.31.  Design or anchorage to prevent
flotation, collapse or lateral movement of the structure resulting from
hydrodynamic and hydrostatic loads including the effects of buoyancy. 5.32.  New
or replacement water supply systems and/or sanitary sewage systems be designed
to minimize or eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the systems and
discharges from the systems into flood waters, and onsite waste disposal systems
be located so as to avoid impairment or contamination. 5.33.  Construction with
materials resistant to flood damage, utilizing methods and practices that
minimize flood damages, and with electrical, heating, ventilation, plumbing, and
air conditioning equipment and other service facilities that are designed and/or
located so as to prevent water from entering or accumulating within the
components during conditions of flooding. 5.34.  All utility and sanitary
facilities be elevated or flood proofed one foot above the regulatory flood
elevation. 5.35  That until a floodway has been designated, no development
including landfill, may be permitted within the identified flood plain unless
the applicant for the land use has demonstrated that the proposed use, when
combined with all other existing and reasonably anticipated uses, will not
increase the water surface elevation of the 100-year flood more than one (1)
foot on the average cross-section of the reach in which the development or
landfill is located as shown in the official flood plain study incorporated by
reference; Section 1.23 (1) of this regulation.

      5.36.  Storage and Material Equipment (1)  The storage or processing of
materials that are in time of flooding buoyant, flammable, explosive, or could
be injurious to human, animal or plant life is prohibited. (2)  Storage of other
material or equipment may be allowed if not subject to major damage by floods
and firmly anchored to prevent flotation or if readily removable from the area
within the time available after flood warning. 5.37.  Subdivision proposals and
other proposed new development, including manufactured home parks or
subdivision, be required to assure that; (a) all such proposals are consistent
with the need to minimize flood damage, (b) all public utilities and facilities,
such as; sewer, gas, electrical, and water systems are located, elevated and
constructed to minimize or eliminate flood damage, (c) adequate drainage is
provided so as to reduce exposure to flood hazards, and (d) proposals for
development (including proposals for manufacture homed parks and subdivisions)
of five (5) acres or fifty (50) lots, whichever is lesser, include within such
proposals the regulatory flood elevation. SECTION 6.0.  FLOODWAY FRINGE OVERLAY
DISTRICT 6.1.  PERMITTED USES. Any use permitted in Section 7.0 shall be
permitted in the Floodway Fringe Overlay District.  No use shall be permitted in
the district unless the standards of Section 5.0 are met. 6.2.  STANDARDS FOR



THE FLOODWAY FRINGE OVERLAY DISTRICT 6.21.  Require a new construction or
substantial improvements of residential structures to have the lowest floor,
including basement elevated one foot above the regulatory flood elevation. 6.22.
Require new construction or substantial improvement of nonresidential structures
to have the lowest floor, including basement, elevated one foot above the
regulatory flood elevation or, together with attendant utility and sanitary
facilities to be flood proofed up to that level. 6.23.  Require for all new
construction and substantial improvements that fully enclosed areas below the
lowest floor that are subject to flooding shall be designed to automatically
equalize hydrostatic flood forces on exterior walls by allowing for the entry
and exit of floodwaters.  Designs for meeting this requirement must either be
certified by a registered professional engineer or architect or meet or exceed
the following minimum criteria; A minimum of two openings having a total net
area of not less one square inch for every square foot of enclosed area subject
to flooding shall be provided.  The bottom of all openings shall be no higher
than one foot above grade.  Openings may be equipped with screens, louvers,
valves, or other coverings or devices provided that they permit the automatic
entry and exit of floodwaters.

Chairman Huggenberger called their regular scheduled meeting to order at 10:00
a. m. PRESENT WERE: Commissioners Huggenberger, Rohde, Bobier, Hartnett,
Hirschbach, and Nanci Walsh, stenographer. Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded by
Commissioner Hartnett, to approve the minutes of the January 8, 1991 meeting as
typed in the official record. ROLL CALL VOTE; Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea,
Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED John McNeil
introduced Randy Curtis of the Airport Authority to the board.  Mr. Curtis gave
the board an update on the Airport Authority.  The Authority was created in July
1990 and presently has a five member board with potential to expand.  Four of
the members of the board are from Sioux City and the fifth is from Sgt. Bluff.
Marvin Cline, president of the board, would like to have regional support for
the Authority and regional representation of the board. Commissioner Hirschbach
mentioned that the board had explored becoming a member of the Airport Authority
last year but felt that two items should be considered first.  The first was
that Woodbury County contribute to the Authority and the second was that the
possibility of Martin Airfield being incorporated into the Authority. Mr. Curtis
said that Woodbury County would be contributing some funds this year but would
not have membership on the board at the present time.  He also told the board
that the Authority was trying to get Union County, South Dakota to join and also
Dakota Dunes. There was general discussion concerning the underground tanks at
the airport, what kind of liability the county would have if they joined the
authority, the possibility of a study of Martin Airfield, how much of a
contribution would be required, and the county budget.  The board thought that
it would be a good idea to talk it over with the City of South Sioux City. John
McNeil presented to the board an Economic Development report.  He summarized the
past years work and the plans for the next year.  He asked for an unofficial



financial committment for the next budget year.  Discussion was had.  The board
gave their unofficial support. Arnie Mellick, County Road Foreman, apeared
before the  board with a year-to-date budget report.  Arnie also went over the
status of projects on the 1-6 year plan. Be it noted that the Board of
Commissioners, recognizing the fact that the United States is at war with Iraq,
highly commend the men and women from Dakota County who are unselfishly and
bravely serving in the armed services. The board recessed for lunch at 12:00
noon. The Board reconvened from lunch at 1:30 p.m. Don and Rocky Albertson
appeared before the board to request that a minimum maintenance road, leading to
their business, be converted to a regular road.  Mr. Rocky Albertson stated that
when it is raining the road is impassable.  The commissioners were concerned
that gravelling the road wasn't mentioned when the area was rezoned to
accommodate their business.  Approximately fifty cars travel the road each
weekend. Arnie told the board that it would need to be gravelled twice during
the course of this spring/summer.  And then more gravel would be needed over the
next couple of years. Chairman Huggenberger suggested that Don and Rocky meet
with the board's Road Committee.  The road committee could then make a
recommendation to the board on how to resolve the issue. Bruce Hovey told the
board that the 9th Street project was still on hold. Klemmett Dean appeared
before the board with information regarding the removal of the fuel tank.
Removal cost would be $765. The commissioners requested that Klem come back to
the board with an estimate of the cost of putting in a new tank and bring the
findings back to the board at their next meeting. Linda Wilson appeared before
the board with a L.E.P.C. form to be completed by the Civil Defense Director.
There was general discussion about the need for a Civil Defense Director and
cost/pay for such a position.  This discussion was tabled for the present time.
Frank LaMere, of the Nebraska Intertribal Development Corporation, and John
Blackhawk of the Winnebago Tribal Council, spoke to the board. Mr. Blackhawk
mentioned two concerns tribal members have regarding law enforcement.  The first
concern is that during the past few years there has been a selective stopping
and processing of cars that have 55 County license plates.  Council members have
also had complaints that Dakota County has especially high bonds and harsh fines
for those who reside on reservations. The second concern is that the detention
facility they now operate is a problem.  They are now considering building a new
facility on the Winnebago Reservation.  They were interested in what Dakota
County is planning in regards to a new facility.

Commissioner Hirschbach stated that while the board was glad to be made aware of
these type of problems, they are not the ones capable of solving them.  These
problems should be taken up with the County Attorney and the County Sherrif.
Clifford Wolfe, Jr. and Nate Parker of the Omaha Tribal Council were also
present. Mr. Parker spoke of complaints that Dakota County officers were picking
on the Indians.  He also had had complaints of too many people from the
reservations being incarcerated.  Another complaint was that State Patrol
undercover drug agents were purposely setting up Indian people. Mr. Parker
stated that he didn't know if the complaints were legitimate, but felt that the
quantity of complaints warranted his looking into the matter.  He wanted to
assure himself that his people's rights were not being violated. Mr. LaMere
mentioned the fact that there are many jurisdictions involved and the lines of
communication should be kept open. Nate Parker wanted to make sure there were no
hard feelings between the people on the reservations and the members of the
County Attorney's Office. Mr. Luebe, of the County Attorney's Office, stated
that the attorneys did not set bonds.  Bonds are set by the judges and pretty
much follow a previously established bond schedule unless there is something
unusual. Chairman Huggenberger suggested that those present should set up a
meeting with the County Sherrif and the County Attorney to resolve any problems.
Chariman Huggenberger appointed Commissioner Jack Bobier to serve on the Area



Agency for Aged Governing Board. Betty O'Neill, County Assessor, presented a tax
correction deducting $464.31 because of a home exemption. Commissioner Rohde
moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier, to approve the tax list correction as
presented. ROLL CALL VOTE; Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea,
Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Betty asked the board if
they could remeber when Stan Trampe was supposed to get a new computer for the
Assessor's office.  The board responded that they thought it was to be a soon as
possible. Commissioner Hirschbach moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett, to
convene as a Board of Equalization. ROLL CALL VOTE; Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea,
Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Betty
O'Neill, County Assessor, presented MV Tax Exemption Applications from the
following groups:  Goldenrod Hills Community Action Council (1986- Dodge van,
1989 - Dodge Ram Wagon),  Sister Nora Rochford of St. Michaels (1986 Plymouth
Horizon),Region IV Services (1991 Ford Van). Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded
by Commissioner Rohde, to approve the application from the Assembly of God
Church for MV Tax Exemption. ROLL CALL VOTE; Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea,
Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett- Yea UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Commissioner
Hirschbach moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett, to approve the application
for MV Tax Exemption from Sister Nora of St. Micheals.

Mayor Larson's opening comment was that South
Sioux City was happy to host the meeting.  He especially welcomed Dakota City as
special guest. Commissioner James Huggenberger, Chairman of the Dakota County
Board of Commissioners, introduced the other members of the board to the group.
Chairman Huggenberger commented on the reappraisal by the county and the
completion date of the project.  He briefly spoke of comments he has heard from
taxpayers and that was taxpayers don't mind paying their fair share.  One of the
priorities of the board and the goal of the reappraisal is to equalize. Chairman
Huggenberger also mentioned the topic of a new jail and then spoke about the
E911 surcharge.  He noted that the county board had, in their meeting January
21, 1991, authorized a surcharge of 50› per line for the entire county. The
implementation of E911 will require that a new mapping system be devised.
Members of a committee responsible for that have been appointed. Chairman
Huggenberger concluded by addressing that there is interest in joining Sioux
City's Airport Authority.  Joining Sioux City's Airport Authority was contingent
upon several factors which must be considered. Dr. Phil Slavens spoke on behalf
of the South Sioux City School District. April Nettley presented information on
Drug and Alcohol.  Surveys were conducted with students from the South Sioux
City School District. Commissioner Hirschbach was asked to address the hiring of
William's Consultant Services.  She informed the delegation that the County had
approved contracting with Williams to study and work with the county in
determining what action would be appropriate for the construction of a new jail.
South Sioux City, upon learning the County had hired Williams, took action of
their own and that was they would approve hiring Williams and would pay 50% of
the cost. Randy Geeting of the City of South Sioux City addressed the growth
pattern of the city and highlighted these patterns on a map of the city. Bob
Jackson spoke on behalf of Van Phillips who was absent.  He offered comments on
the progression of the remodeling of South Sioux City Schools. Commissioner
Hartnett spoke, at the request of Leonard Gill, on the topic of recycling.  The
county is establishing a county wide committee in an effort to get a head start
on recycling.  The committee will be made up of two members from South Sioux
City, two from Dakota County, and one from each city or village in the county.
John McNeill of the South Sioux City Chamber of Commerce addressed economic
development and how South Sioux City has grown over the past 4-6 years.  He also
said it is necessary to continue economic development efforts to bring new
business to the area. Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by Commissioner
Hirschbach, to adjourn at 8:50 p.m.

A discussion was had concerning the cost of the equipment and there
are no guarantees that enough people could be put on the system to justify
purchasing the system.  Mr. Wagner said he could report back in 30 days with a
feasibility report if the board was interested.

One was that
he felt bonds were set so high and he thought that South Sioux City could use a
little more discretion in jailing prisoners.  It was learned that an individual
spent 3 days in jail for shoplifting a pack of cigarettes.  Mr. Wagner said that
South Sioux can recog people and that might help.  He added that there is not
any one thing that will resolve the overcrowded jail.  It was discussed that the
board should meet with all law enforcement agencies and the judges.

Mr. Hohenstein
added that the problem with putting it on then is that the statutes do not
authorize the board to lower over valued property. A discussion was had whether
the legislature intended this when they passed the law. In the discussion, it
was questioned whether the values would be accurate if we were to put them on
this year.  It was brought up that there was some disparity between parcels in
the same class. A couple of board members indicated that they would prefer to
wait and add it on next year. Mr. Hohenstein said the problem with that is that
you are going to have an outdated appraisal as the valuations will be last years
values.  Discussion was had that sales ratios could be applied to bring the
values in line with 1992 values.

The board reconvened at 4:30 p.m. and met
with Kurt Hohenstein, Martin Hohenstein, James Wagner, Randall Walsh, Judge
Smith, Judge Otte, Scot Ford and Lt. Hinzie with the Nebraska Highway Patrol.
Present in the audience were Marcia Mahon and Virginia Piper. Chairman
Huggenberger thanked everyone for coming.  He explained the reason for the
meeting was the limited budget and increasing cost of the jail budget.  He then
asked Commissioner Hirschbach to speak on the increased cost over the last five
years. Commissioner Hirschbach compared the 1986-87 budget of 657,628 and in 90-
91 it is 1,247,335.  In these figures Ms. Hirschbach used the following budgets:
Sheriff, County Attorney, County Court, Clerk of the District Court, District
Judge, Jail, Clerk of the District Court Child Support, and a couple of other
line items from other budgets. Commissioner Hirschbach added that the Legal
Services budget has grown 252% and the jail budget has grown 270% over the last
five years.  She projected the expenditures for legal services for the rest of
this year to be $31,000. and the jail to spent another $87,000. Ms. Hirschbach
noted that we already dipped into Inheritance Tax for gravel.  We do not like
doing that because we are reserving that for remodeling etc. of the courthouse.
County Attorney, Kurt Hohenstein spoke on behalf of the law enforcement
community and said there are some temporary fixes to the problems that may take
some of the strain off the county funds, but that long-term solutions are
desperately needed soon.  "Everyone in this room recognizes the problems we have
with the budget.  We have obligations that we can't just wish away.  Enforcement
of the laws is the responsibility of the law enforcement community.  Enforcement
is not the problem.  The problems develop after the enforcement," Hohenstein
said. Hohenstein offered six temporary solutions to the budget quandary from the
jail/law enforcement point of view.

Solution Number One:   Show Moral Support Hohenstein said the first things the
county commissioners have to do is put their support behind the law enforcement
officers of the county.  He said the continual talk of the problems at the jail,
the high cost of law enforcement, the crime rate and other problems has had a
negative effect on the average officer in the field.   "Remarks made in this
room have had a uniformly demoralizing effect on law enforcement.  The
commissioners need to make a strong statement in support of law enforcement,"
Hohenstein said. Solution Number Two:  Recognizance Bonds Kurt Hohenstein's
second suggestion was furthering the use of recognizance bonds.  Recognizance
bonds allow an arrested person to be released from jail without paying a bond
price.  The arrested person is released by their own promise to appear in court
and not skip out on the trial. Hohenstein said the recognizance bonds can
eliminate some of the jail overcrowding, but cautioned the board that
recognizance bonds have plenty of problems associated with them--namely, some of
the people who promise to show up for their trials don't show up for their



trials. "We've established release on recognizance for non-violent misdemeanors
after that person's danger to the public has been minimized," said Hohenstein,
referring mostly to drunk drivers who are contained to a cell until they sober
up and are then being released on their own recognizance.  Hohenstein said the
recognizance bonds can also be used for people arrested for simple assault.
Solution Number Three:  House Arrest Mr. Hohenstein's third suggestion was a
house arrest program.  The commissioners were approached with the house arrest
(electronic monitoring) suggestion by Dakota County Sheriff James Wagner two
weeks ago.  Since the suggestion was originally brought before the board, Sarpy
County has agreed to supply Dakota County with 20 electronic monitoring units.
Dan Williamson, the jail consultant hired for the initial plans for the new
joint city-county jail, is a member of the Sarpy County law enforcement
community and was able to help the Dakota County Sheriff's Department secure the
monitoring units at no cost to the County. "Sarpy has a grant to distribute the
devices.  They'll give us up to 20 devices that we can use for house arrest--
that's almost carte blanche," Hohenstein said. Hohenstein said the house arrest
program could be used instead of holding people in jail who can't come up with
the money to make the bond to get out. He said the devices can also be used for
prisoners who have been sentenced--forcing them to stay in their own homes
instead of being incarcerated in the county jail. Sheriff Wagner admitted that
even the house arrest/electronic monitoring has some problems. "There are some
restrictions on how we could use this.  I have 46 inmates in the jail today.
Their names are on a list right here in front of me.  I don't see one name on
this list that doesn't have a prior conviction," Wagner said, backing up his
statement that the system couldn't be used on prisoners with violent histories.
Wagner did say the house arrest program would save a lot of money on the
prisoners that would meet the guidelines. "The cost of jailing a person is $50.
a day.  In the house arrest program the cost is more like $5. or $6. a day,"
Wagner said. Solution Number Four:  Alternative Sentencing Hohenstein's fourth
suggestion involved the sentences judges give criminals.  He suggested that
judges in the Dakota County Court and the District Court take into consideration
the jail problems and the budget problems by not increasing the problem.
Hohenstein said judges need to look at other sentencing, besides jail
incarceration, for offices like driving under the influence, driving under
suspension and failure to appear in court. "I'm proposing alternative
sentencing.  We have 15 people in the jail at this time who are serving jail
time for DUI, DUS, or failure to appear," Hohenstein said.  "Judges have to
consider this as an opportunity to use some other kinds of sentences such as
fines and community service." Hohenstein said even this solution is flawed.
Getting these people out of jail won't solve the problem.  There are new felons
coming in every day," he said. Solution Number Five:  Court Reforms Mr.
Hohenstein's fifth suggestion is getting court cases through the system faster.
By law court cases have to be decided and judgment passed within six months.
Hohenstein said he couldn't see any reason, considering the problems, that these
cases couldn't be solved within three months.   "We constantly see case after
case after case that doesn't get done.  That's six months of someone sitting
around in jail," Hohenstein said.   Hohenstein said pushing cases through faster
is one part of the solution, cutting back on fees paid to court-appointed
defense attorneys is the other half of the solution.  "In 1990 we had $160,000.
worth of attorney fees.  My entire budget for my entire department is $180,000,"
Hohenstein said about the Dakota County Attorney's office.  "I only have three
attorneys and three secretaries.  That costs us $140,000. a year--that's
$20,000. less than what you've paid out for court appointed attorneys."
Hohenstein said the county could devise a payment system for court appointed
attorneys.  The payment system would set up a price for how much it should cost
to defend a client on a misdemeanor charge and how much it would cost to defend
a client on a felony charge.  Hohenstein said some cases are simpler than others



and therefore shouldn't cost as much.  "We need compensation that's fair and
adequate," he said.

Solution Number Six:  Finding Foster Homes The last solution Hohenstein offered
dealt with the situation of juvenile offenders.  Hohenstein said there is a real
problem of where to put juveniles, even those who have committed no crime.
Hohenstein said juveniles, even those who have committed no larger crime than
running away from their troubled homes, are being held in the Wayne Juvenile
Detention Center for lack of foster homes in Dakota County -- an allegation the
Nebraska Department of Social Services has denied. "There is an immediate need
for additional foster care placements -- we needed it yesterday," Hohenstein
said.  "Wayne has been utilized on occasion, despite what denials you may
receive from the Department of Social Services.  We have no place--so what do we
do?  We commit them temporarily to Wayne until we find a place and that is not
acceptable." Wayne County Sheriff LeRoy Janssen, director of the juvenile
detention facility, has said the exact same thing in the past.  See the story
"Wayne Sheriff Says Uncharged Teens Being Kept In Detention" which ran in the
Feb. 7, 1991 edition of the South Sioux City Star. Hohenstein said these
situations come about when juveniles are brought before county and district
judges who decide the child should not go back to his or her home.  Hohenstein
said the lack of foster homes has meant these children are going to the Juvenile
Detention Center until foster homes for them can be found. "The County
Attorney's Office, in cooperation with the Nebraska Department of Social
Services, is promoting and actively recruiting additional foster homes in Dakota
County and that is something that has never been done by a County Attorney's
Office in Nebraska," Hohenstein said.  "If we have additional foster homes we
won't have to commit youths to Wayne. Judge Smith said "I don't know why I'm
here.  I understand the problem with the jail.  I've sent communique after
communique about the statistics for the county and they're appalling." Smith
said Dakota County is in an unusual position for a county of this size.  For a
county whose largest town scarcely tops the 10,000 population mark.  Smith said
the county has problems so extensive as to rate a close third behind the much
more urban Douglas and Lancaster counties which have the major population
centers of Omaha and Lincoln to contend with.  "Since 1986-87 the criminal and
juvenile caseload here has more than tripled.  We can't go to the criminal and
say:  'Please don't commit so many crimes because we have a problem with our
budget," Smith said.  "What I can tell you is that you have too much crime
taking place." Smith said he understands the problems the jail has had and
understands why prisoners are being released on their own recognizance and said
the practice is necessary. Smith, however, noted that he's seeing a different
king of criminal in his court room now that the jail situation has gotten out of
hand.  "The first minute you started letting everyone out of jail, they know
they have to come back sometime to be charged.  They come into me with these big
smiles on their faces and ask me for a court appointed attorney," Smith said.
"They got out of jail free and they get a free lawyer and they know it.  Despite
what has been said, it is not always up to the discretion of the judges -- it
just isn't." Smith said in his judgeship he has a caseload that ranks second in
the state and the problems he has to deal with in his court room are getting
worse. "We have the second highest juvenile caseload in all of Nebraska.  We get
the people from Social Services in asking for more court appointed attorneys for
all these juveniles and we have to give them to them," Smith said. Smith said
letting prisoners out of jail isn't going to take the monkey off the court's
back.   "We desperately need some kind of juvenile facility.  By federal and
state law we can't hold these kids for longer than six hours in the jail here
and that's ridiculous.   Smith also said new jails, new equipment, new
approaches aren't necessarily going to solve the problem either.   "I don't know
of anything more I can do.  I've been the biggest supporter of house arrest in



the county.  We are just going to have to face up to the fact that the crime
rate in Dakota County is appalling and I guess we're just going to have to pay
for it." Judge Robert Otte, Judge of the District Court, said the amazing crime
figures can be verified in his court room, too.  He said his caseload is also
well above other counties in the state.  "The situation is the same in District
Court.  We rank third in the state.  We have more felony cases than Sarpy County
and they're a lot larger than we are," Otte said.  "It seems we are a county of
limited resources but an almost unlimited criminal supply.  Judge Otte said his
court is jammed up as much as Smith's and that he is getting sucked down into
the litigation quagmire a little more every day.  "There were 352 criminal cases
filed last year.  That's one case a day, every day for a year including days we
don't work and holidays," Otte said.  "I'm falling behind on civil cases because
I don't have time.  There are too many criminal cases." Otte said so many crimes
are taking a back seat in the court room while Otte deals with the constant
stream of drug-related cases that come to his bench.   "This is really effecting
a lot of the work we do and I don't see any lessening. Most of the cases we are
dealing with are assaults and drug cases," Otte said.  "We get drug case after
drug case after drug case."   Otte said he has dealt with many drug cases and
doesn't want to see the drug dealers going back out on the street because there
isn't room in the jail.   "I don't think they should be on the street because
these are the ones selling it.  Everyone in that group (the drug culture) is
pretty familiar with the drug investigator now.  They know him by his first name
and they still sell drugs to him,"  Otte said in amazement. Judge Smith said he
also has a problem thinking about all the criminals walking around the streets
that the law enforcement officials haven't had time to track down yet.   "We
have almost 1,000 people, some serious criminals, who are just walking around
free because the Sheriff doesn't have time to pursue them," Smith said. "It's
like we're saying:  'Go about on your merry way forever and ever.' So much crime
and we have no time to pay attention to it." Both Smith and Otte mentioned that
they are seeing a lot of faces that come before their bench time and again.
They said repeat offenders are common. Dakota County Attorney Kurt Hohenstein
agreed with the judges, saying repeat offenders keep coming back over and over
again and that the lack of treatment facilities in the county mean that trend
will go on for a long time to come. Mr. Wagner and Mr. Ford commented how much
law enforcement was cooperating.  There is more cooperation between the
different law enforcement officials than has been in Dakota County for a good
number of years. Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett, to
adjourn. ROLL CALL VOTE: Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-

The purpose of this letter is to apprise you of pending action by the County
Board that will have a direct impact upon the revenues of your subdivision. As
you are no doubt aware, the State Board of Equalization and Assessment met on
Friday, April 12, 1991, and complied with a Nebraska Supreme Court decision to
remove from the tax rolls millions of dollars in personal property owned by
pipeline, telecommunications and airline companies.  The refunds would be for
the 1989 tax year. The reduced values for the affected property were certified
by the Tax Commissioner to the County Assessor.  The Assessor, in turn, has
determined and certified to this Board the amount of the refunds that are due as
a result of the reductions in value.  Because some of the affected property may
be located within your jurisdiction, a proportional amount of the total refund
due will be paid from the funds being held for you by the County Treasurer.
Under the provisions of Neb. Rev. Stat. 77-1736.04 Board must now certify those
refunds to the County Treasurer for payment.  The refunds will be paid by the
Treasurer's office from the funds it has on hand for each political subdivision
unless the amount of such funds is insufficient to pay the refund or unless your
political subdivision certifies to the Treasurer that payment of the refunds at
this time would seriously interfere with your ability to perform your
governmental functions. To assist you in determining how you wish to proceed in
this matter we have enclosed herewith two documents.  The first is a copy of the
governing statute, Neb. Rev. Stat. 77-1736.04 (1989 Supp.).  The second document
is a copy of the Resolution the Board will consider in the very near future.
Attached to the Resolution as Exhibit 2 is the certification the Board has
received from the Assessor.  That certification shows exactly how much money the
Treasurer will refund to each company from funds held for your subdivision. It
is imperative that you determine as soon as possible the total amount of the
refund due from your subdivision, and whether payment of that amount at this
time will seriously interfere with your governmental functions.  If so, your
governing body must certify that fact to the Treasurer within thirty (30) days
in order to avoid immediate payment of the refund. In determining whether to
make such a certification you should consider the following factors: (1)  While
neither this Board nor the Treasurer will look beyond the fact of any
certification it receives to determine whether there is a good faith basis for
the representation that immediate payment of the refund would seriously
interfere with governmental functions, that does not mean that the affected
companies cannot or will not challenge such representations in court. (2)  If
you do make a certification to the Treasurer your action in making a



certification to the Treasurer should be taken formally, in an open public
meeting, and for your own protection, should be preceded by as much supporting
evidence as possible being made part of the record. (3)  Subparagraph (1) of
Section 77-1736.04 provides that refunds shall be made within two years after
the final judgment giving rise to them.  Subparagraph (1) also provides that
refunds shall be paid, "as soon as practicable," and Subparagraph (2) provides
that absent a certification to the Treasurer, the refunds shall be paid
immediately.  Obviously, the two-year provision contained in Subparagraph (1)
was intended to ameliorate the impact of large tax refunds by allowing taxing
subdivisions to build such refunds into their budgets for future years in those
cases in which immediate payment of the refunds would interfere with
governmental operations. (4)  Even if it is necessary for your subdivision to
defer payment of the refund, it is not necessary that the payment be deferred
for the entire period allowed by the statute.  You are legally authorized, (and
arguably obligated), to direct the Treasurer to make the refund payment as soon
as there are sufficient funds on hand to do so without interfering with your
governmental functions.  Practical considerations would also support payment of
the refunds in a timely manner, inasmuch as one of the possible consequences of
the cases giving rise to these refunds is total elimination of the tax on
personal property for future years, thus reducing the sources of revenue
available to make the refund payments. The Dakota County Board took action
today, April 29, 1991.  Thirty (30) days from today, the Treasurer will make
refund payments from the funds of all taxing subdivisions which have not made a
certification pursuant to Section 77-1736.04.  This letter is intended to
provide you with as much advance notice as possible so that you will have
sufficient time to take whatever action, if any, is necessary to deal with the
situation.  If you have questions regarding this matter we would encourage you
to contact your attorney and/or the County Attorney's Office as soon as
possible. It is estimated that the financial impact to be _____________ to your
political subdivision.

consideration to be paid for law enforcement services and recertification of
officers.

That
paragraph (10) of the Law Enforcement Contract, be amended to read as follows:
"The City shall pay Dakota County for such law enforcement service at a rate of
$4,275.00 per month for the Deputies assigned exclusively in the City. Payment
shall be due and payable from the City to the County on the 15th day of each
calendar month, commencing June, 1991." 2.   That paragraph (15) be extended to
include the following: "In the event that the Deputy which has been assigned as
the Deputy for the City of Dakota City terminates his/her employment is
terminated by the Dakota County Sheriff's Office, and that Deputy is replaced,
the City shall be responsible for reimbursing the County $4,500.00 as costs of
said certification.  However, there shall be no obligation to reimburse the
County for said costs where a newly hired Deputy has been certified and is a
certified law enforcement officer.  Furthermore, in the event said Deputy
position, designated as a Deputy for Dakota City, becomes vacant by reason of
the county transferring the deputy to another county position, thereby requiring
certification of a different Deputy for designation as the city officer, Dakota
City shall not reimburse Dakota County for the costs of certification."

The terms of this agreement shall be effective January 1,
1991 and shall terminate on December 31, 1991 but may be renewed for an
additional year by the agreement of both parties; either party may terminate
agreement upon 30 days written notice; 3.   Dakota County shall pay for said
storage in the sum of $200 per month commencing January 1, 1991 and each month
thereafter through the claim and warrant procedure for the providing for the
long term storage of up to 10 (ten) vehicles being held as evidence by the
authority of Dakota County; 4.

Commissioner Hartnett
moved, seconded by Commissioner Rohde, to approve the following AGREEMENT with
the South Sioux City Chamber of Commerce. CONTRACT AND AGREEMENT BETWEEN DAKOTA
COUNTY NEBRASKA AND THE SOUTH SIOUX CITY CHAMBER OF COMMERCE

     THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this __ day of June, 1991, by and
between the South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce, a Nebraska not-for-profit
corporation and the County of Dakota, Nebraska, hereinafter referred to as
"County". WHEREAS, the 86th Legislature of the State of Nebraska enacted
Legislative Bill 499, known as the Nebraska Visitors' Development Act; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to the authority granted by said Act, the Board of
Commissioners of Dakota County, Nebraska, adopted a Resolution, establishing a
County Visitors' Promotion Fund and a Visitors' Committee, and imposing a sales
tax on lodging in Dakota County, Nebraska; and WHEREAS, the Board of
Commissioners of Dakota County, Nebraska, pursuant to the authority granted by
Section 81-1257, R.R.S., is desirous of contracting with one or more qualified
persons, firms, associations or corporations to carry out the provisions of said
Act; and WHEREAS, the South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce is a qualified
corporation which is desirous of contracting with the County to carry out the
purpose of the Nebraska Visitors' Development Act. NOW, THEREFORE, in
consideration of the mutual convenants herein contained it is agreed as follows
by the parties hereto: (1) The South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce shall
be responsible for carrying out the purpose of the Nebraska Visitors'
Development Act. (2) In order to effectively fulfill said responsibility, the
South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce shall provide adequate staff for
purposes of carrying out the provisions of this Agreement. (3) The South Sioux
City Area Chamber of Commerce shall generally promote, encourage, and attract
visitors to come to Dakota County, and to use the travel and tourism facilities
therein. In carrying out this function the South Sioux City Area Chamber of
Commerce shall provide promotional services which may include, but are not
limited to the following: (a) Production and distribution of brochures promoting
attractions, tours, restaurants, and entertainment, hotels and motels and
convention services available in Dakota County, Nebraska; (b) Market research;
(c) Media advertising; (d) Booth display, and audio visual materials; (e)
Promotion material, registration materials, hospitality suites, entertainment
and other reasonable expenses necessarily incurred in connection with attendance
at state, regional and national conventions; (f) Registration, badges, housing
bureau and other related services in connection with conventions held in Dakota
County, Nebraska; (g) Operation of a tourist information center including
provisions for staff, equipment and supplies. (4) For services rendered by the
South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce the County shall pay to the South
Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce as reimbursement a sum not to exceed the



total amount of revenue generated by the Dakota County lodging tax. The specific
amount of such payment shall be determined on the basis of a detailed budget
which shall be annually submitted to and reviewed by the Dakota County Visitors'
Committee and finally approved by the Dakota County Board of Commissioners. Said
budget shall make provision for the payment of all expenses of the South Sioux
City Area Chamber of Commerce in carrying out the program proposed by the
Chamber of Commerce for the ensuing year to comply with the purposes of this
Agreement, such expenses to include, but not be limited to, general operational
expenses, staff salaries, office expenses, travel expenses, advertising and
other outside professional assistance, and expenses incurred in providing the
promotional services required to be provided pursuant to Paragraph 3 of this
Agreement. The budget for the first year of this Agreement shall be submitted by
July 1, 1991, and thereafter an annual budget shall be submitted thirty days
prior to each anniversary date of the Agreement. Notwithstanding the requirement
of submitting an annual budget, it is understood and agreed, because of the
uncertainty of the amount that shall be raised each year by the lodging tax,
that, if deemed necessary and appropriate, the Chamber of Commerce may submit
one or more revised budgets during each year for approval by the County Board
reflecting the anticipated increase or decrease in funds available. It is
further understood and agreed by the parties hereto as follows: (a) That the
South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce is hired and engaged as an independent
contractor and is not an officer, agent or employee of Dakota County. (b) That
the members of the staff of the South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce shall
not be considered employees of Dakota County, Nebraska. (c) That the County of
Dakota, Nebraska, shall not be responsible for directly providing staff
salaries, fringe benefits, or reimbursement of any expenses; (d) That all
payments made to the South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce shall be made
exclusively from the County Visitors' Promotion Fund; (e) That all equipment and
supplies purchased by the South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce with funds
provided pursuant to this Agreement shall be the property of the County; (f)
That all funds provided to the South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce
pursuant to this Agreement shall be used exclusively for the purposes set forth
herein. (5) Payment for expenses incurred by the South Sioux City Area Chamber
of Commerce in carrying out the purposes of this Agreement, pursuant to the
annual budget figure approved, shall be made on a monthly basis by Dakota County
through the submission of claims to the County to be approved by the Dakota
County Board of Commissioners. Such payments to be made exclusively from the
Dakota County Visitors' Promotion Fund. It is understood and agreed that the
amount of such payments, out of necessity must be conditioned by the amount of
revenue received by the Dakota County Treasurer for deposit in the County
Visitors' Promotion Fund reflecting collections from the lodging tax imposed.
The balance of any monthly claim not paid in full because of insufficient funds
is to be paid as funds become available. (6) The South Sioux City Area Chamber
of Commerce shall submit to the Dakota County Board of Commissioners an annual
written report detailing the services rendered to the County, and the expenses
made in connection therewith, within thirty days following the anniversary date
of this Agreement. It is understood and agreed that the South Sioux City Area
Chamber of Commerce will provide staff who will be accessible to the Dakota
County Visitors' Committee, and that the South Sioux City Area Chamber of
Commerce will meet periodically with the Dakota County Visitors' Committee for
the purpose of reviewing existing and proposed projects to carry out the
purposes of this Agreement. (7) The South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce
shall keep a separate record of receipts and accountings for the use and
expenditure of all funds expended in carrying out the purposes of this
Agreement, and agrees that the Dakota County Treasurer, or a designated
representative thereof, shall, upon reasonable notice, have the right to inspect
such records and accounts. (8) The South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce, in



carrying out the provisions of this Agreement, shall not discriminate against
any employee, applicant for employment, contractor, prospective contractor, or
any other person, firm, association or corporation because of race, color,
religion, sex or natural origin. (9) This Agreement shall become effective upon
execution by the parties as of the 1st day of July, 1991, and shall remain in
full force and effect for a period of one year from said date. It shall
automatically be extended for each succeeding year unless cancelled by either
party at least ninety days prior to the anniversary date of its execution, or
until termination of the Nebraska Visitors' Development Act. Either party may
terminate this Agreement at any time by giving to the other party written notice
of its intention to terminate at least ninety days prior to the proposed date of
termination, provided, however, that in the event of termination the County
shall pay to the South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce any sums necessary to
meet outstanding contractural commitments incurred by the South Sioux City Area
Chamber of Commerce pursuant to this Agreement. All such contractual commitments
which extend beyond the term of the contract must be approved by the County.
(10) The South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce hereby agrees to hold Dakota
County, Nebraska, harmless, to the fullest extent allowed by law, from and
against any losses, claims, damages and expenses, including attorney's fees,
arising out of or resulting from any act of the South Sioux City Area Chamber of
Commerce or its agents or employees in performing this Agreement. The indemnity
hereinabove set forth shall not apply to any matter for which reimbursement is
permitted by this Agreement and such funds are available in Visitors' Promotion
Fund. Said South Sioux City Area Chamber of Commerce further agrees to carry
liability insurance insuring itself in the event it should become liable by
reason of any act or acts of its individual employees in performance of this
Agreement.

    In an effort to contain the cost of court-appointed defense services, the
Dakota County Board is considering two options:  (1)  To contract with several
experienced local attorneys to provide most of the necessary legal services in
criminal or juvenile cases, or (2)  To establish the office of public defender.

    At its regular meeting June 25, 1991, the Board voted to pursue the first
option at this time and authorized the following offer be made known to all
members of the Eighth Judicial District Bar Association.  The county proposes to
hire five attorneys at an annual contract of $20,000 each.  Each attorney will
agree to furnish approximately one-fifth of the legal services for indigent and
juvenile offenders.  In addition to providing legal services, each attorney
would be expected to utilize his own staff and office to provide said services.
It is the intent of the board that the cases be assigned on a uniform basis,
depending on the type of case, to insure that no one attorney receives a
disproportionate amount of the work.

    Mental health hearings, services on Class I and IA felonies, appeals to the
Supreme Court of Nebraska shall not be included in this proposal.   Also not
included are deposition costs, mileage, long distance telephone charges and
local calls charged to said attorney or firm, expert witnesses or any other
court-authorized expenses necessary for the proper defense of the indigent
defendants.  The services to be rendered will be for a period of slightly less
than one year, beginning in July or August, 1991, and ending June 30, 1992.
Each attorney would be compensated at the rate of approximately $1,666.67 per
month.  Compensation for the first year would be prorated depending on beginning
of service.  The agreement would terminate June 30, 1992, subject to renewal and



each party has the right to terminate with a 30-day notice. The county has
prepared a proposed contract which is available at the Office of the Dakota
County Clerk, Dakota City, NE 68731.  The Board would ask any attorney who is
interested to send an application and resume to the Dakota County Board, Dakota
County Courthouse, Dakota City, NE  68731, by 4:30 p.m. Friday, July 12, 1991.
The Board believes this proposal which will provide fairness, consistency and
economy in the provision of indigent defense services.  The Board reserves the
right to reject any and all applications and may elect to pursue the second
option of establishing a public defender's office depending on the response to
this proposal.

Sta-bilt furnished a 5% bid bond and they were the
only bidder.  The total bid was $64,355 for the county's portion of the bid and

     WHEREAS, the County and City desire to enter into an agreement relative to
the cost for the planning, design and construction of any joint facilities; and

     WHEREAS, a joint board organized pursuant to the Interlocal Cooperation Act
should be formed for administering any joint action with representatives from
both public agencies.

     NOW THEREFORE, it is agreed by and between the County and City as follows:

     (1) That all costs for the planning and design of a joint dispatch center
and/ or a joint law enforcement center as allocated to those projects shall be
shared equally by the County and City. Any costs so allocated which exceed the
amount of $2,000.00 shall require additional approval by the governing bodies of
the County and City.

     (2) That the County shall assume all costs allocated to the planning,
design and construction of a jail or criminal detention facility.

     (3) That the governing bodies of the County and City shall each approve any
contracts with an architect/engineer for the design and construction of a joint
dispatch center and/or joint law enforcement center.



     (4) That any and all contracts for construction of any joint facilities
shall require approval of the governing bodies of the County and City.

     (5) That all state and local requirements of the County and City relative
to employment of an architect/engineer, bidding, and financing of any joint
facility or facilities shall be fully completed.

     (6) That the parties contemplate entering into an agreement for joint
action pursuant to the provisions of the Interlocal Cooperation Act to
administer any joint facilities owned or operated by the County and City. Each
governing body shall take appropriate action by ordinance or resolution to
approve any such agreement which shall be in full compliance with the provisions
of Section 13-801 to 13-807, R.R.S., Nebraska, 1943, as amended. Provision in
the agreement for joint action shall be made for a joint board responsible for
administration of the joint undertaking and both public agencies shall have
representation on the joint board.

 Chairman Huggenberger reconvened their meeting at 7:07 p.m., Wednesday, July
10, 1991. Present were Commissioners Bobier, Hirschbach, Hartnett, Rohde,
Huggenberger and Ted Piepho Secretary. Commissioner Huggenberger turned the
meeting over to Bill McClarty, Chairman of the Dakota County Core Committee.
Bill McClarty called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m. Present were: Absent
were:  All present

Commissioner Hartnett stated that the architectural committee met Tuesday, July
2, 1991 at the Marina Inn and interviewed 3 firms from Omaha selected from a
total of 7 firms.  After all of the firms were finished with their presentations
they critiqued them and then they decided to vote.  The firm that was selected
was Krhounek and Povondra Architects.  Commissioner Hartnett opened up
discussion for the people who were involved in the interviewing process.
Commissioner Hirschbach arrived at 7:15 p.m.  Dan Williamson, a consultant for
this project, discussed the details of the interviewing process.  Doug Luebe,



Corp Committee, stated that there may be a conflict with Bruce Hovey.
Commissioner Hartnett stated that as a board they are still strongly
recommending an implementation of alternatives to incarceration.  Kurt
Hohenstein has a committee formed right now that is working on that.  Al
Povondra showed slides which he and Roger Krhounek were involved with.  Mr.
Povondra and Mr. Krhounek explained the different phases and a time chart.  They
explained that there will be a 60 day bond issue campaign to get the information
across to the public and then they will go into design phases for another 90
days, working drawings and engineering will be another 6 months.  Bidding will
occur about a year from now which will take a month and construction will take
another 18 months or more.  This is just a rough idea of a schedule.  It would
cost $5.5 million for a combined facility for the project budget.  The county
will get income back from the interest of the bonds.  It would be about $5.7
million to have a separate law enforcement building and the county will get back
some interest income.  They discussed some possible financing alternatives.
They discussed lease purchase projects for jails.  They also discussed some
other alternatives:  the convential and the design bill.  Some bond issue
activities were discussed to get the information out to the public.  Al
Provondra explained that it will be a 30 year situation with the jail and he
used a pie chart to illustrate this.  Of the total cost of the facility over 30
years 78% goes to salaries and 92% are operational costs, 8% over 30 years is
for construction, furnishing equipment and fees.  Of that fees are about 1/2%
and construction costs are about 6%.  Staffing efficiency design has a major
impact on tax payer's money.  Siouxland Engineers is helping with their local
expertise.  Vince Kramper asked what the advantage of a lease purchase would be.
The only advantage is the option of not having an election.  If the bond issue
failed the firm will still be with us for three elections at no extra cost.
Alan Curtis, a member of the Corp Committee, asked about the fee package.  The
standard fee each year is 7%, if it is a combined building.  If there was two
buildings the jail portion would remain at 7%, the law enforcement center would
go to 8% of the construction project.  The question was asked if the buildings
were separated would there be two bond issues.  They said that decision would be
for the city and the county to decide.  Dan Williamson stated that they should
explain the upfront portion up through the bond issue.  Al Povondra and Roger
Krhounek stated that they indicated the fees when they explained the phases of
the project.  Phase 1 was about the drawings, concepts, and estimates they
suggest a fee of $10,000.  For the bond issue portion it is $2,500 for going to
public meetings, preparing drawings, information for expenses, driving back and
forth, and the percentage of the construction costs.  If the bond issue passed
the $10,000 fee for phase 1 they would credit 1/2 of that back to the board so
it would be $5,000 for phase 1.  The question was asked about who's
responsibility it is to find out what money was available as far as federal or
state.  They said they believe the group will interview fiscal agents.  They
said they will be responsible for researching what is available and present the
pros and cons and the current situation on state and federal levels.  The
statement was made that there was not a significant difference between having
the one facility versus the two facilities and wondered if it would save money
if there was the one facility because of engineering.  Their fee is based on a
reasonable amount of time pursuing both alternatives, if we would want to carry
out a lengthy analysis over a long period of time their fee will be adjusted
upward, as far as crediting back plans in the up run process they are prepared
to go a certain distance pursuing the options in the two different ways.  The
statement was made about what would happen if we took two bond elections that
would be a different situation than was invisioned.  We have invisioned that
somewhere in the process of phase 1 of making that decision and then coming up
with the bond issue or however they want to do it with a scheme of having one or
two buildings.  Mr. Povondra and Mr. Krhounek stated that the engineering fee



would be a problem if they would get into hard engineering and design of the
buildings and their fee does not reflect going into two separate tangents beyond
the bond issue.  Commissioner Bobier asked Mr. Hedquist how much is the 1/2 cent
sales tax going to raise over a three year period.  Mr. Hedquist said there are
two different kinds of sales tax, the half that is used on this will be used for
the law enforcement center and the streets, the estimate that we had was about
$600,000 to $650,000 would be available for that portion of the project.
Commissioner Bobier asked Mr. Hedquist if the tax was coming in at about how he
estimated it and Mr. Hedquist said that it was.  Commissioner Hartnett asked if
that was the total.  Mr. Hedquist stated that it is estimated to bring about
$900,000, it is estimated that $600,000 would be for the law enforcement and
$300,000 for the streets.  Commissioner Hirschbach asked if the site in Dakota
City would be big enough for a jail facility.  Al Povondra and Roger Krhounek
said they have not been too involved with that but they had a sketch to
illustrate that possibly 45,000 gross square feet in a combined facility or just
above 1 acre for the building itself and maybe double that for some breathing
room and vehicular access to the building for bringing inmates in and out.  The
question is how much parking do we need and how much parking are we overlapping
and eliminating at the courthouse, what type of expansion capabilities do we
want for the facility and they have no idea where they are at with those types
of issues.  If we wanted to have a lot of parking and expansion capabilities we
would be pushing a 2 acre minimum or closer to 5 acres so it would be somewhere
in between those two mostly for the jail and with a combined law enforcement
center we are talking about a lot more parking and that may be pushing it beyond
even that.  Commissioner Bobier asked how many acres do we  have west of the
courthouse.  There may be around 3 total acres if we close the street.  Dan
Williamson asked if that area would be adequate.  The architects showed a
drawing of the project to answer the question.  Dan Williamson asked if it would
be possible if we would ever want to add on to the existing courthouse.  The
architects stated that it would depend on the connection to determine where this
would happen.  Dan Williamson asked if there would be more than enough land
there to do whatever would be decided upon.  (The architects stated that they
really cannot answer that question until they know whether the law enforcement
is going to be there and how much parking they would require and the parking is
a big issue.  Dan Williamson said that there is land but we need an idea of
size.  The architects stated that they think the jail only has a really good
chance with adequate expansion and future courthouse expansion and adequate
expansion for the county jail, when we add the law enforcement center it is
going to be really difficult but they don't know for sure.  Vince Kramper stated
that where the courtrooms are it was designed to take on another story and he
wondered if anything had been considered in regard to that.  The architects said
not to their knowledge, they really have not been that involved in the project.
Dan Williamson stated that as a long range plan the added story could be
possible but he does not know what those costs would be because he is not an
architect.  The architects said it is possible when you have an existing
structure.  Commissioner Hirschbach stated that the consultant earlier ruled
that out for jail expansion.  Dan Williamson stated that if you are going to add
on to existing jail structure and add on another floor, just as an example you
want to add some jail space at the top of the courthouse it is not really the
capital costs that is going to kill you it is the staffing that is going to wipe
you out.  Staffing is the number one consideration in this whole jail issue.
Mr. Williamson stated that anything you are purposing can be done but from a
staffing point of view it is not going to be economical and we probably will not
be able to open it up, because we could not afford the staffing, it will
probably be a linear design and that creates problems.  Commissioner Bobier
asked Mr. Hedquist if there was any way the City of South Sioux City could spend
their taxpayer money in conjunction with the jail in Dakota City.  Mr. Hedquist



said no.  Commissioner Bobier said that Mr. Povondra said to build the law
enforcement center separately would be around $990,000 for project budget, if
the city put in $600,000 then would you expect the county to put in close to
$400,000.  Mr. Hedquist stated that the $600,000 includes equipment for that
facility, the shares are proportioned to what the county has and what the city
has.  The savings in terms of equipment, shared space, shared information center
and computers and that he wants to work with the county it would be proportioned
out.  Mr. Hedquist stated that the taxpayers save a lot of money by having a
joint facility there.  The comment was made about the percentage of operational
costs and how we are taking pennies in the difference.  Dan Williamson we don't
know because he has the square footage program and the architect has to get
those and look at them.  The square footage that he came up with had to do with
rules and regulations plus percentages on mechanical areas but that is what the
architect is for.  The architect refines the program.  If Dan knows the square
footage, it gives the architect someplace to start.  As far as the operational
costs he can get the actual operational budget down to something that he thinks
is reasonable.  The issue he has to work on to finish that operational budget is
the staffing and you can't do that until you have a design to look at and work
through.  That is one of the few things that we have left to do as far as an
actual operational cost unless something unforeseen sneaks in.  Commissioner
Huggenberger asked how much would it distort the proposal if the combined
facility were to go into an existing building that had to be renovated.  The
architects stated that the law enforcement portion of that is not difficult to
do, however, putting a jail into a renovated building is very difficult.  If you
take an older building or even a newer building and convert it to a jail
facility, you have to up grade that building and you have to completely change
the mechanics, electricity and all the plumbing that goes into each cell.  Then
you have to rip up the floor slab and have a smoke evacuation system.  This is
required by the State Fire Marshall for jails.  By the time you change
everything you might as well building a new building because you are not really
saving anything.  The most important thing is the plan layout.  Commissioner
Hirschbach asked Dan Williamson if it would be more of a problem if you put the
sheriff's office and the South Sioux City Police Department at a separate
location than if you separate the jail from the courthouse, courts, probation
and social services.  Dan Williamson stated that he has had a lot of time to
look at the county and the city.  If you took everything, jail, law enforcement
and communications and moved it out to blank acres and put everything there you
could do that but some of the things that are going to get you is staffing and
moving prisoners back and forth.  If you separate the facilities you are going
to have to have 3 deputies for transportation.  If you split the complex by
putting the jail where the courthouse is and move the law enforcement to another
location you are able to reduce the manpower by two people and have only 1
deputy to do transport.  The whole idea is to move the prisoners in the least
amount of time and the least amount of distance.  There are some duplicated
costs for separating the projects.  If you put it all together, the cost of the
project may be a little bit less but your operational costs and staffing costs
in 30 years is going to be more if you put everything into one complex at one
site.  Commissioner Hirschbach asked if would it not be substantially more if
you count all the agencies involved in moving social services.  Dan Williamson
stated that there are a lot of people that use the jail, the courts, the county
attorney, public defenders, social services, probation, and parole.  A lot of
those people use the jail, but not all of those people go to the law enforcement
centers.  The jail is a function that has to operate 24 hours a day 7 days a
week.  The law enforcement structure, except for communications, probably is not
going to have an open door 24 hours a day 7 days a week, unless the chiefs
decide they want a receptionist there 24 hours a day 7 days a week.  There are
options there but those are some of the things you have to consider, but



building a new jail next to the courthouse and attaching onto the existing
courthouse and building your law enforcement center somewhere else is still
probably in the long run over a 30 year life cycle is still the cheapest way to
go because he is looking at staffing for the jail more than anything else.
Commissioner Hirschbach asked if the city police station can only be located
within city limits.  Dan Williamson stated that it has to be within city limits,
you could get another structure renovated within city limits or if you build
something outside city limits the city would at least have to have the mechanism
to annex to that site.  Lance Hedquist stated that they can look at sites with
people that are involved in South Sioux City that are accessible to the populous
we have to consider the people that go to that facility and is the most
convenient and advantageous spot for them to go to so if the decision is to put
the law enforcement in Dakota City then we would go find the sites.
Commissioner Bobier left at 8:52 p.m.  Dan Williamson stated that jails age 4
times faster than any other structure in existence.  Mr. Williamson stated that
he checked his numbers and the figure he came out with in the projection and
what we are proposing from roughly 84 beds expandable up to 124 to 126 were
figures that would be valued up to 20 years providing the county has good pre
trial programs and alternatives in place if you don't do that then we are going
to have to put in a peaking factor and we don't need to do that because the
County Attorney is working on that there are a lot of options out there and that
number will be good unless a lot of things change which he don't suspect they
will he thinks it will be a valid number.  Mr. Williamson stated that his
population projection at a peaking factor 84 to 86 beds expandable to 124 to
126, it is about a 50% expansion, this is based on a population growth from
about 1/2% to 1.8% population increase per year on up. Alan Curtis moved,
seconded by Doug Luebe to accept this motion. Lance Hedquist moved, seconded by
Cindy to adjourn until Wednesday, July 17, 1991 at 7:00 p.m. at the Courthouse.

The meeting was called to order at 7:07 PM. Motion to approve Minutes of the
June 26th meeting as written made by Cindi LaMere, seconded by Lance Hedquist.
All in favor: Yea



Bill turned the meeting over to Jackie as Chairperson of the Architect Selection
Sub-Committee.

On Tuesday, July 2, the Architect Committee met at the Marina Inn to conduct
interviews with three of the firms chosen from seven submissions. Besides the
Chairperson, members present were Jim Wagner, Lance Hedquist, Dan Willi amson,
Van Phillips, and Scot Ford. Also present was Doug Luebe. The three firms to be
interviewed were Richard Nelson Associates, Krhounek and Povondra and Dana
Larson Roubal Associates, all of Omaha. Interviews lasted approximately two
hours. All the presentations were well done and opened a lot of areas for
discussion. After all the presentations, the Committee convened and critiqued
the good and bad points of each presentation. They then proceeded to vote, using
a ranking system of 1-2-3 on each topic. Nelson Associates was eliminated on the
first vote. The second vote was conducted the same way with total points being
16-14; in order to be fair a vote was called for between the two architect
firms. On this vote Krhounek and Povondra was chosen 4-2.

Jackie opened the meeting to anyone in the interview process who wished to
comment.

Dan Williamson stated that from the outset the Committee did things a little
differently than some jurisdictions have done. They sent out information to
various firms and basically asked "Tell us who you are. What can you do?" Once
the proposals were returned the Committee went through them checking expertise
and ability and used separate questionaires and checked references. In the
reference process they had a wholly independent person from the sub-committee
membership call the references and ask the questions. Mr. Williamson said it was
not an easy process, but stressed that you have to get someone who will
represent you as the owner and has the ability to do what you tell him to do.

Lance added that some additional information was received from Nelson Associates
and an invitation from Dana Larson Roubal to visit some of their projects and
their offices.

Jackie asked Doug if he had any comments. He said only that he wanted to bring
up one point which he also questioned at the time of the presentations and that
was the possibility of conflict of interest with Bruce (Hovey) on the K & P
team. It was nothing personal against Bruce, but he felt it should be brought
out in public, and the public has to be aware so there will be no questions
concerning the selection process.

Jackie added that the Board (Dakota County) is still strongly recommending
continued study and implementation of alternatives to incarceration. Kurt
(County Attorney) has a committee formed which is working on that, pursuing
interchangeability of punishments and intermediate sanctions. There are some
things that have come from the Federal Government and are being reviewed.

Lance suggested that Krhounek and Povondra present a mini-version of their
presentation to the Committee, Board and Council, and Bill turned the floor over
to the Architects.

Mr. Krhounek as Project Manager, proceeded to name the team of consultants on
the project and tell their backgrounds. Besides the firm of K & P, the team
would consist of Steven Polson, a Law Enforcement Consultant from Kansas City;
Leroy Satrang and Bruce Hovey of Siouxland Engineering as Civil Engineer and
Contract Administration respectively; Larry Knotek, Mechanical Engineer and
Charles Werp, Electrical Engineer with Alvine Associates, and Dosie Mitchel of



Security Consultants. Also on the team are Jim Wagner, Scot Ford, Kurt
Hohenstein and Dan Williamson, the CORE consultant. A fiscal consultant is yet
to be determined. Mr. Povondra then presented a slide series of projects with
which they have been involved. Included were a nine-County Juvenile facility in
Council Bluffs, IA; a 46-bed, two level facility in Dodge County; a 104,000
square foot 300-bed expandable to 500-bed facility in Boulder, CO; the Woodbury
County facility in Sioux City; the 136-bed facility in Sarpy County and 80-bed
double bunking facility in Dawson County, which was the only project able to
float a regular bond issue. Mr. Povondra mentioned that Steve Polson, the LEC,
has been involved with over 40 law enforcement projects in his career. His firm
specializes exclusively in law enforcement facilities. K & P uses AutoCad
software computerated design and drafting, which makes a better coordinated
electrical, mechanical and architectural design, and allows them to see the
building interior and exterior as it is done.

Mr. Krhounek said one of the questions asked in the interview was "What is your
role in the project, and define that role." They see their role in three phases:
1. Concept - They first take a program and determine the buildings, the
locations and the cost. That information is then used in Phase Two. 2. Financing
State - Bond Issue, Lease Purchase, whatever. Provide information about how to
present to the Public. 3. Architectual Design/Engineering Construction (20% of
the total fee is allocated to the construction period.)

The time chart allows 90 days for programming/concepts; 60 days for a Bond
Issue/Campaign, possibly November or December; 90 days for schematics; 90 days
for Design/Development; 30 days for Bidding, sometime around April through July;
six months for contract documents and 18 months for construction. (NOTE: Some of
these time periods overlap.)

The budget has been worked out with two concepts, a combination Law
Enforcement/Jail facility as 5.5 million, and a two facility separate site
design with costs at 4.684 million for the jail, and 996,000 for the Law
Enforcement building, a total of 5.7 million. THESE ARE PROJECT COSTS, NOT
CONSTRUCTION COSTS. That is a difference of approximately $18500, or three and a
half percent. It also includes a 5% contingency amount. There will be some
interest coming in from the bonds, perhaps as much as a quarter of a million.
There are also some financing alternatives. There is a Lease/Purchase process,
where bonds can be sold without a vote. Dodge County did this and when
challenged were upheld by the courts as being a legal process. Sarpy, Lancaster
and Woodbury County in Iowa also used this process. Dawson Co. is the only
County to get a bond issue for a jail with a regular election, and they passed
by 73%. Nebraska requires 50%. With Lease/Purchase, you first must form a non-
profit organization which is a legal entity and then lease back to the County. K
& P has a method of getting information out on Bond issues which worked very
well in Dawson County. It is a way to get a lot of people involved.

Mr. Povondra had a pie-chart showing the average 30 year life cycle-costs of a
jail. Capital costs are 8% - Operating Costs run 92% and of this 78% of the cost
goes for salaries. The critical issues are cost-effective staffing by design and
a client-centered facility design. "We (K&P) start from the beginning, will work
with the group and share decisions on everything. We think this is one of the
Krhounek and Povondra strong points, we work hard to make this facility your
facility."

The last chart showed a mock-up of a jail utilizing the County-owned land to the
west of the present Courthouse, with a "connecter" building over a street that
would be vacated. The chart also showed the mock-up with a combined LEC.



Summing up they said they were not going to disappear, they would be working all
the way with the County/City. Their extensive experience in designing
correctional facilities, the local expertise being used, maximization of tax
dollars through facilities function, staffing efficiency, funding experience
with bond issues, competitive design fees, personalized planning and immediate
involvement will allow them to offer their best efforts. Mr. Krhounek then asked
if anyone had any questions.

Vince Kramper: What would be the advantage of Lease/Purchase?

K&P: Nothing really, except the option of not having an election - it is usually
a shorter time frame. Elections are a big issue.

Kramper: What happens if the bond issue fails - will you stay with us?

K&P: We have a standard form of agreement. We will have the option to work with
the County for three elections, at no extra fee.

Alan Curtiss: I take it you presented the Committee with a fee package. Can you
tell us what it is?

K&P: Basically, the same thing we used with Dawson County - 7% if a combined
facility and if separate still 7% for the jail, 8% for a Law Enforcement Center.

Kramper: If it is separate, would that entail two bond issues or one?

K&P: We don't have the answer to that. We know there are some sales tax monies
available. That would have to be a City/County decision.

Williamson: You might want to explain the up-front position up to the time of
the bond issue.

K&P: Phase One has a $10,000 lump sum. The Phase Two portion is $2500 or $50 per
hour, whichever is less. If the project proceeds to Phase Three, $5000 of the
Phase One fee will be credited back to the county.

Kramper: Whose responsibility is it to see what other monies are available, such
as Federal and State funds?

K&P: I believe the group is going to interview fiscal agents. They will
determine payoffs, interest, determine bonds. At present there is little if any
state money going to jail construction. They will help look.

Lance: Indications are there is not a significant difference between combined or
separate facilities. Wouldn't it be simpler and cost-saving to make a decision
right away on type of facility?

K&P: We have been discussing how long to carry two scenarios, finding sites,
etc. Our fee is based on pursuing both scenarios for a reasonable period of time
- we are prepared to go to a certain distance. Obviously a protracted amount of
time would cause a fee increase. We have envisioned somewhere in Phase One
making a decision and have a final decision by bonding time.

Jack Bobier: My question is directed to Lance. How much will the 1/2 cent sales
tax generate for this project?



Lance: The sales tax was for a Law Enforcement Center and the streets. It will
generate approximately $900,000 of which about 2/3 or $600,000 will be available
for the city portion.

Gretchen Hirschbach: Have you had a chance to evaluate the site by the
Courthouse? Is it big enough for a jail, and how many acres are needed for a
joint facility?

K&P: No, we have not done a study. We have done a sketch such as we showed you.
It figures around 45000 gross square feet or a little over one acre for a
building itself and at least double that for parking. We would also have to
check what parking would be eliminated from the present Courthouse facility and
allow for expansion. Probably two to five acres. A combined facility would
require approximately 10 acres.

Gretchen: So a separate Law Enforcement would also need two to five acres.

Jack: Lance, there is no way So. Sioux City can spend tax dollars on a jail is
there? (no) K&P estimate a Law Enforcement Center at $990,000. (K&P: that is
project cost.) Will the City pay $600,000 of that amount?

Lance: The $600,000 would include equipment. Costs would be apportioned. We want
to work with the County and will apportion according to shares. The original
plan was to share information, offices, computers, communications, E911.
According to the space required, the City will pay 50-50, 60-40, 40-60,
whatever. We will need cooperation between the two agencies.

Shirley Sides; What we are seeing is just pennies in comparison to the
operational costs. Dan do you have these costs?

Williamson: I have the square footage program; it had a lot to do with jail
standards. The architect has to look at it and then we can go with staffing. I
need to look at the design.

Jim H: How much would it distort your proposal if a combination facility were to
go into an existing building and be renovated?

K&P: A law enforcement facility would work - I don't think a jail would. By the
time you did all the renovating to meet jail standards, up-grading, reinforcing
walls, ripping up floors, installing plumbing, smoke evacuation rooms, put in
detention windows and emergency exits, you might as well build new. Your most
important part is staffing. That's what we are trying to show you, a planned
layout for staffing. Renovating is not impossible but it would be very
difficult.

Gretchen: Dan, would it pose more problems if the Sheriff and Police Department
are in separate locations from the jail, or to separate the jail from the
Courts, Social Services, Probation, etc.?

Dan: You could take the jail, law enforcement center and communications and come
up with an efficient design. Staffing would be the problem, moving prisoners
back and forth. You would need three deputies just for transportation. Say a
deputy with benefits figures out to $20,000 a year. Think of it. This would be a
forever cost. If you split them, leave the jail where the courthouse is now and
move the law enforcement center to a different location, you would eliminate two
positions. You would have some duplicated costs, but the whole idea is to move
prisoners the least amount of distance in the least amount of time. In a



combined facility, the cost of the project may be less but down the road the
operational and staff costs will be much more. As you say, lots of people use
the jail, Social Services, Probation, the Courts. Not all of these people use a
law enforcement center, with the possible exception of communications. Over a 30
year life cycle, building a jail with a connecter to the courthouse is the
cheapest way to go.

Gretchen: The city police department has to be within the city limits, doesn't
it?

Dan: It has to be in the city limits, so they would have to renovate an existing
building or build something outside the limits; the city has to have the
mechanism to annex it.

Lance: The City would have to check out sites for accesibility to the populace,
a convenient, advantageous spot.

Alan: (to K&P) Have you worked with Dan before? (affirm) Will you review with
him his figures on background stuff that he has given the CORE Committee?
(absolutely) So, who do we yell at, Dan or the architects, when/if before we
reach the 30 years down the line, the jail is obsolete?

Dan: When we talk about 30 year life cycle costs, we are talking the actual
functional life of the jail. Jails age four times faster than comparable
structures.

K&P: . . And our expertise is not in jail forecasting.

Dan: I believe in my numbers - I have checked and rechecked. The figure we came
up with on the projection and what we are proposing, from 84 beds up to 126,
these are figures valid for 20 years, providing the County has good pre-trial
programs in place. If not, I will have to plug in a peaking factor. I don't
think we will have to do that because the County Attorney has good pre-trial
programs in place. I think that number is going to be good. If a pork plant
moved in, or IBP closed, those are unforseen factors.

Alan: Statutes could also change.

Dan: Yes. What I'm trying to give you is the best educated assumption based on
the numbers.

K&P: What is the size of construction you are contemplating?

Dan: 84-86 bed expanding to 124-126.

K&P: In Boulder, the facility was for 300 expandable to 500 beds. We made the
core bigger to handle 500 so when expansion became necessary there would only
have to be housing. You have to pay ahead on this, but it is something to think
about and discuss.

Kramper: About 15 years ago we had room for eight prisoners in the jail. We
designed the present jail to house 40 - we figured we had taken care of the
problem. Look how wrong we were!

Dan: At that time you didn't have the population forecasts that are now
available.



K&P: Also there wasn't the drug or drunk-driving problem.

Kramper: And you didn't have prisoners sueing the County.

Bill asked if there were any more questions. Alan asked who payed for travel
expenses for the out-of-town consultant. K&P said Polson Associates fee was
included in their fee.

McLarty said if there were no other questions, he would entertain a motion to
accept the Committee's recommendation for architect.

Alan Curtiss moved to accept the Committee proposal, seconded by Doug Luebe.

McLarty: Motion made and seconded - any questions?

Virginia Piper said she felt there was some concern about a conflict of interest
with Bruce. She does not want to rush into something without having that
settled.

Cindi LaMere said she did not know what the conflict was and asked to be
informed. Bill asked Doug to explain. Bruce said he would be happy to take his
name clear out of it. Bill said an explanation of the problem should be made
first and discussed.

Doug: Bruce is a member of the County staff, right?

Bruce: I'm the Highway Superintendent.

Doug: And you also are listed as a member or associate with this proposal of the
architects, is that correct?

Bruce: Siouxland Engineering is.

Doug: And you are a member of Siouxland Engineering?

Bruce: That's my full time position.

Doug: Okay, now the question is, or at least raises the appearance of a conflict
of interest - he is working for two people on the same project. The question is,
which way would your loyalties be. That's not an attack on Bruce - the fact is
it exists and could raise an issue with the public. It is something that the
committee needs to be aware of and consider before its vote. It's not the
controlling issue, but should be considered. Does that explain it Cindi?

Cindi: He's the Highway Superintendent and a member of the consulting engineers.
Are you talking about whether he would be working for the City on this project
or in an official capacity?

Lance: I don't see any conflict. It would be kind of like public disclosure. The
issues are totally remote from each other, unless he is going to design a road.
I see no conflict.

Doug: Siouxland Engineering also is administrator for the County Planning and
Zoning, is that correct? (affirm)



Lance: I think if Bruce were to send a letter to the Accountability and
Disclosure Commission saying there would be no conflict, that would be
sufficient.

Jim H.: I also should add that the County board has approved a letter of
cooperation with the City on sharing costs.

Bill: Lance, has the City approved this?

Lance: Yes, and will have it signed at the next meeting.

McLarty: All in favor of accepting the recommendation of the architectual
committee, please signify: Yea. All opposed: Lance.

K&P: We want to thank the board and the committee and will give our best effort.

Cindi asked how soon it would be feasible to decide on one or two sites. Jackie
asked if it could be decided tonight. Bill said he felt it should be on the
agenda and so possibly could be done at the next meeting. Since committees are
already in place, timetables can be set up. Williamson said he wants to meet
with the architects as soon as possible. A meeting date of July 17th is set for
the next CORE meeting, with a tentative agenda of number of facilities, site
selection and possible Federal contracts.

Motion to adjourn was made by Shirley Sides, seconded by Jackie.

Meeting adjourned at 9:04 PM.

Commissioner Huggenberger called their regular scheduled meeting to order at
10:10 a.m. Present were:  Commissioner Rohde, Commissioner Hirschbach,
Commissioner Bobier, Commissioner Huggenberger, Commissioner Hartnett and Ted
Piepho Secretary Tardy:  Commissioner Hirschbach arrived at 10:15 a.m. The board
discussed Arnie Mellick, Road Foreman, assuming the duties of building inspector
and  P & Z administrator as a cost saving measure to the county.  It was the



consensus of the majority of the board that Bruce Hovey should be contacted
before making this decision. Chairman Huggenberger advised the board that due to
the illness of one of road employees a motor grater position should be
advertised and according to the union contract, the position should be posted to
allow other road employees to bid it.  Chairman Huggenberger said that Ray Reed
was interested in this position, therefore that would leave the mechanic's
position open.  Mr. Huggenberger thought that this may be an opportunity to
eliminate that position.  The other board members agreed that this could be a
consideration and that Arnie Mellick's opinion should be sought. Chairman
Huggenberger appointed Daniel Rohde to be the board's representative to the
Nebraska Area on Aging Board to replace Jack Bobier, who is the present
representative. Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded by Commissioner Hirschbach to
approve the minutes of July 8, 1991 as typed in the official record.  ROLL CALL
VOTE:  Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea,
UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED The board reviewed the claims submitted by the County
Clerk. Jim Graham, Chairman of the E911 Committee, appeared before the board to
discuss the area needed for the E911 joint dispatch center.  Originally he had
come before the board and thought that the Civil Defense Emergency Control Room,
which is now utilized by Carol Larvick from the extension office, would be
sufficient space to house the joint dispatch center if it were located here in
the courthouse.  After further consideration, he told the board that E-911 would
probably need additional room which is now occupied by the extension office.  He
also felt that if they could move the joint dispatch E911 across the hall to the
area which the Health Nurse now occupies could be another consideration.  He
noted that those two rooms would be sufficient for the E-911's needs.  Mr.
Graham said the best alternative was probably not to have it here in the
courthouse, but with a joint Law Enforcement Center. The board discussed
removing the following items from the budget.  Economic Development, SIMPCO,
Women Aware and Council on Sexual Assault and Domestic Violence. Commissioner
Rohde moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier to approve the claims as submitted
by the County Clerk. GENERAL FUND: SSC Star, publications - 388.17; Ted Piepho,
supplies - 14.97; Joe Morten, bond - 30.00; Kansas Nebraska Notary Seal Co,
stamp - 16.50; SC Stationery, supplies - 47.81; SSC Star, printing - 87.00; VW
Eimicke, supplies - 6.68; Nebr Assoc of County officials, certificates - 2.50;

ROLL CALL VOTE:  Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea,
Huggenberger-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED LeRoy Satrang and Bruce Hovey
appeared before the board concerning the bidding for hard surfacing the Golf
Course Road.  Discussion was had concerning several items related to the hard
surfacing of the Golf Course Road.  Mr. Satrang mentioned that there were a
couple of places in the road that the hard surfacing would not be centered with
the right of way.  Mr. Hovey noted that they would have to apply for a variance,
especially for the curve LeRoy just referred to.  One of the problems with this
curve in the road is that it is not a 55 mile an hour curve.  Mr. Satrang
thought it would be more in line of about a 35 mile an hour rating, but that a
variance would have to be applied for being that the curve would not take
traffic at 55 mile an hour.  They briefly discussed the approaches by property
owners and the paving of those and it was a consensus of the board that the
property owners ought to be given the opportunity to put in the approaches at
their own expense at the time of the project.  They discussed paving the one
intersection for the road return and it was felt that it should be paved.  That
was the road extending south to the Bousquet's.  The board discussed with Mr.
Satrang and Mr. Hovey whether the project should be done this fall or whether
they should require a spring letting.  Discussion was had concerning this and
whether the letting should be done this fall with a deadline for completion of
the project for October.  It was the consensus of the board that they didn't
want the project started this fall and not be completed until next spring.
Commissioner Hirschbach asked Mr. Satrang if that could be left as an option to
center the curve in the right of way and extend the curve out to accommodate 55
mile an hour traffic.

If there is no tax on personal
property it won't matter whether there is a penalty or not because the penalty
is the percentage of tax.  This is a procedure for the Department of Revenue in
Lincoln so they can take it off but it doesn't become part of our assessed
evaluation.  Mr. Hohenstein stated that maybe we should hold off on this until
the next meeting. Commissioner Huggenberger stated that there needs to be a
public hearing on the sale of a lot at 2:00 p.m.  Mr. Hohenstein stated that
this was the personal property that was sold as a result of a tax sale.  After
it was sold there was some time after the conformation when the taxes were paid
on the property by Mr. Wayne Shanks.  The county purchased it back.  It is the
policy of the county not to own real estate.  Mr. Shanks requested that he be
allowed to purchase the property.  He made a written offer and is required to
have a public hearing.  If we decide to sell it to him we will issue a deed from



the county to Mr. Shanks upon his payment of the remainder.  Commissioner
Huggenberger stated that we need to set a date for the sale.  Mr. Hohenstein
stated that we could accept his written bid. Commissioner Huggenberger closed
the public hearing at 2:05 p.m. Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by
Commissioner Hartnett to accept Mr. Shanks written bid of $1,000 for the lot.
ROLL CALL VOTE:  Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea,
Huggenberger-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED John McNeil, South Sioux City Chamber
Director and Jack Sorensen, representing Dakota Industrial Development, appeared
before the board requesting that some land be condemned North of IBP for an
industrial park.  They are working with a prospect that would like to buy the
land north of IBP, however many acres they can buy.  They want $50,000 an acre
and this company is not going to pay that kind of price for it.  We plan on
putting in a $25 to $30 million plant that will employee about 75 to 100 people.
The office may be located in Dakota Dunes but the plant will be there.  Mr.
Sorensen asked if Mr. McNeill had anything to add.  He wants it condemned and
appraised.  This is a very reputable firm and we would certainly like to have
them in the area and we should exercise the option at a reasonable price.  There
has been some research done on it and he wanted to tell the board what our
rights and obligations are if the board decides to do this.  The reason they are
asking the board to do this is because it is in county jurisdiction.  Two issues
that are unresolved are whether the county can condemn private property for
industrial development purposes.  The research done indicates that it can be.
The second step is how it affects the county and what are they going to do.
There has to be some specific tied in agreements with DID.  If the county did it
because of financial obligation to the county, it is not a benefit to the
county, it is a benefit to some other industrial development group or a company
that may want to locate here.  If the board is interested, Mr. Hohenstein will
present at the next meeting what you can do, what to expect and how you can do
it. Betty O'Neill, County Assessor, had a notice to show cause.  Ms. O'Neill
read the recommended estimated increase of $36,814,800. Keith Beardshear, from
Homer, appeared before the board.  He stated that he is a medical laboratory
scientist, he works in hospitals and he is an expert in hazardous and infecteous
medical waste.  He has a background in chemistry and biology and knows about
toxic hazards and waste.  He is concerned about the incinerator proposal at
Homer, NE.  This will involve the whole county.  The first item is the
transportation of waste that has to go through the county.  He asks that the
drivers of this company be certified and that the company does have an adequate
amount of liability and pollution insurance in case there is an accident, a
possible spillage of waste.  There could be low level radiation in that waste,
it is not supposed to be there but it could be.  The second issue is the
landfill, they purposed using the landfill in Jackson with the ash that is left
over from the incinerator.  Our concern from this perspective is how long will
this landfill be shortened by bringing in this ash.  The figures say they will
bring one truck load of ash per day for 365 days a year and what will that do to
the landfill.  The third concern is from a pollution perspective, the company
claims that the system is almost pollution free but he is having some problems
based on the information he has received from outside sources.  There are two
types of pollution that are a major concern.  One is the toxic chemicals that
occur when plastic is burned and the second one is the heavy metals that are
found in all medical waste.  These two are called dioxines and furads.  Some of
these are highly carcinogenic.  These compounds are very stable and will remain
in the environment for decades.  This is a worldwide concern not just local.
Cases in New York were dioxines and the people had to moved out of there.  The
heavy metals are the second type such as lead and mercury, they are toxic to our
body.  They inhibit body functions from occurring properly, they can cause
mental and physical retardation, liver, kidney, lung and heart disease, these
increase cancer.  These continue to build up over the years, they do not



disappear, it takes decades.  There is evidence that the incidence of cancer and
birth defects do increase.  There are two sources of pollution.  They have
scrubbers in there.  When the electricity goes out they will have to open up the
exhaust vent and let out raw fumes.  When it working it is minimal they go out
the smoke stack or stay in the ash and you don't get rid of them.  They claim
that 5% will be toxic.  The rest of it remains in the ash, it goes to the
landfill it can get into the soil but it is lined so that is good.  The state of
Iowa has put a moratorium on building all of these waste incinerators.  They
want to get set up in Nebraska before the laws get tougher.  Mr. Beardshear
purposed that everyone watch a video tape.  Commissioner Hirschbach stated that
the county board does not have any authority over this matter.  It is county
land and Homer has the say one mile out of town on the land.  The people in
rural 31 district have no voting power in this.  Mr. Beardshear asked if we had
any authority to impose a moratorium for a study on this.  Commissioner
Huggenberger thought you would have to get that through a judge.  Mr. Hohenstein
said that a moratorium has to be state wide legislation.  Mr. Gill will have to
determine what is appropriate for the landfill.  Other facilities will have to
take it if he can't.  He hopes the county can handle it if there was an
accident.  Kurt Hohenstein said the people of Homer have no control over this,
because of the zoning jurisdictions.  There is going to be a meeting at the
Homer school on Thursday at 7:30 p.m. in which experts will be there to explain
medical waste problems. The County Board opened resumes submitted for the Public
Defense Council.  There were 4 proposals as follows:  Neal Ehrich, Maurice
Redmond, Barbara Kueny, and Alan Curtiss.  Chairman Huggenberger referred this
to the Public Defense Committee for a recommendation to the board at a later
time. Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Hirschbach to approve
and utilize the services of Krhounek & Povondra as the architects for the joint
Law Enforcement Center and jail. Commissioner Hirschbach moved, seconded by
Commissioner Rohde to approve the official reports, County Clerk, Clerk of
District Court and Register of Deeds for the month of June 1991 and the board
signed these reports.  They also signed the County Treasurer's Semi-Annual
Report. Commissioner Hartnett stated that there was a meeting the other day for
the County Health Department.  The Wellchild Care Clinic is going well and asked
the state for $2,700 because they received a grant through the Methodist Church
last year and the state gave them $1,200 and each person is paying $7.00 per
visit and have so far taken in $2,223 and the doctors are paid $200 for a
monthly fee.  The state is going to start charging a state wide lab consulting
fee of $900.  The board said they would get a letter out to them to change that.
Their budget is $69,000 and they spent $57,000.  They turned back $7,500 that
they did not use. Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier to
adjourn at 3:35 p.m.

Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, UNANIMOUS
MOTION CARRIED 1:40 p.m. Commissioner Hirschbach moved, seconded by Commissioner
Hartnett, to convene in open session. ROLL CALL VOTE: Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-
Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED 2:03
p.m. Several board members asked John McNeil questions. Greg Newhouse and John
Thomas, attorneys for the owner, were given an opportunity to address the board.
Commissioner Bobier moved that the County Attorney take all necessary steps to
initiate condemnation procedures. The motion died for a lack of a second.
Commissioner Hirschbach moved, seconded by Commissioner Rohde, to authorize the
county attorney to enter into negotiation with the landowner involved and to
report back to the board within a reasonable period of time with a
recommendation. (A reasonable period of time was defined to be August 5, 1991)
ROLL CALL VOTE: Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea,
Rohde-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED The County Board reviewed Resolution 91-14
to forgive all penalties for late filing of personal property schedules.   With
the recommendation of the County Attorney, Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded
by Commissioner Bobier, to adopt Resolution 91-14 as follows: RESOLUTION 91-14

WHEREAS; the Nebraska Supreme Court has determined, pursuant to several case
decisions, that certain items of personal property are exempt from 1991
taxation; and WHEREAS; LB 829 exempts all personal property for 1991, but does
not address the 10 or 50 percent penalties for late filing or non filing; and
WHEREAS; the assessment of the 10 or 50 percent penalties can add to the
collectible tax base of Dakota County and that would cause an over valuation of
the County tax base under the state wide CAPS system; NOW THEREFORE BE IT
RESOLVED; that the County Board of Commissioners remove all 10 and 50 percent
penalties for late filing and non filing of personal property, specified as
personal property for the tax year 1991 and direct the State Department of
Revenue to remove the same from the CAPS system for 1991 for Dakota County.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea,
Rohde-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Kurt Hohenstein, County Attorney, spoke to
the board addressing a letter received from the Department of Revenue stating



that they were not going to decrease the grass land and irrigated land as stated
in our show cause notice.  He felt that the state had to do what the show cause
stated or do nothing at all.  He therefore recommended that he be authorized to
attend the show cause hearing to so state his opinion. Commissioner Hirschbach
moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier, to authorize the County Attorney to
protest the proposed changed before the State Board of Equalization. ROLL CALL
VOTE: Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea,
UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED The County Clerk asked the board to schedule a public
hearing to consider rezoning Jim Voss's property from Ag to Heavy Manufacturing.
Mr. Rohde said that Planning & Zoning approved it. Mr. Hohenstein said that he
had talked to Bruce Hovey and Bruce was concerned that we do not have an
intermediate classification.  Something between where they are at and Heavy
Industrial.  You might want to adopt a separate classification if you want to
continue letting them operate as a salvage yard. Commissioner Rohde moved,
seconded by Commissioner Hartnett, to have a public hearing  at 2:30 p.m.,
August 5, 1991 on Jim Voss's zoning request to rezone his property. ROLL CALL
VOTE: Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea,
UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Kurt Hohenstein, County Attorney, displayed a map of
Millis Beach that highlited the platted roads. Five homeowners from the Millis
Beach area have had their property surveyed.  They were; Loretta Tighe, Eugene
Johnson, Mary K. Harder, Don McCarther and Lee Tramp. Loretta Tighe displayed a
map which shows where the existing road is.  She explained that it comes into
the park and it touches Lot 1 and 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6.  Lee Tramp owns 1 and 2 to
the corner, Volquardsons own 3, 4, and 5, and Hirsch owns 6 and 7 1/2, and I own
7, 8 and 9.  Then it touches 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16 and 17 and then it turns
and hits a little bit of 57 and 58.  I would like to propose, and I have verbal
OK by quite a few of these people, the land that the former road that we have,
that we give Dakota County. Mr. Hohenstein, The road where it exists right now?
Ms. Tighe: "Yes", and this road has been in existence for years.  I don't know
who thinks the roads changed after the flood, but they did not.  Ms. Tighe
showed a picture of her grandfather, who came here in 1899, and the main road
was in existence then. Ms. Tighe: " I have a picture of the main road, and it is
very good.  There is a picture where it turns and goes past Daddy's shop and was
taken in 1924.  Here is a picture that shows the main road and here is one that
shows the Swanson house where it was normally and it is the house that Lee Tramp
owns now.  Volquardson's, Bill Church and I would give it to the county, this
part of the road and it would be theirs and they could maintain it.  It would
solve a lot of the problems when someone wanted to sell their property or
whatever.  Also it would be economical. Commissioner Hirschbach:  "Are we
talking about all roads exactly as they are or are we just talking about the
main road in?" Loretta: "This main road in.  It takes care of the one road that
McCarther's are proposing a change." Kurt: "Does anyone know if the roads were
ever where they were suppose to be?" Loretta and Mary Kay Harder said they were
not. Don McCarther: I am not in agreement with this, but I understand the road
is there and that is fine.  I own 57 and 58 where the road cuts through and the
Woods own 60, 61, 62 and 63.  The Woods want it moved and I would like to have
it moved.  When I had the commissioners out earlier this summer, I did not have
a problem with moving the road other than if we could get it moved clear on the
edge, where it could be moved.  It would have been on my Lot 58, I would gain
back about 40' of my property.  This is no big deal.  All I have to do is to
take out some trees on the other side of the road, I own that property on the
other side of the road.  All we would have to do is to jog it over a little and
that is what I want to do.  If we can't get roads moved that nobody is in
agreement, with moving the road completely over where it is at, that is fine."
Mr. McCarther further identified where he was talking about. Phyllis Lambrecht
said that according to the map you are proposing a road behind Phyllis's house
and she said that they did not need a road there. Mr. Jim Jones said he has a



section of property on one side of the road and a section of property on the
other side of the road.  That has been like that for 25 years.   The road there
does not bother me except for the dust. Mary Kay Harder said that when newcomers
buy property out there and have their property surveyed, they know they have
property on the other side of the road. Kurt asked if Lake Avenue was used at
all. Mary Kay Harder said that it was not. Kurt Hohenstein compared his map to
another survey.  The survey showed the road to be a little different than the
map Mr. Hohenstein had. Mary Kay Harder ask how they could get this resolved
once and for all. Mr. Hohenstein said that there would have to be a civil action
in District Court. Bobby Gallup said that she lived next to Phyllis Lambrecht
and that she had lived there all her life.  If you change the road for one
person, then the next person wants to do it and she wanted them to stay the way
they are.  She did not have an objection to the cross section to it's present
location. Dennis Abbott proposed that they vacate East First Street, since it is
not in the right spot anyway. Mr. Ron Denney said he had interest in Lots 24,
25, 26 and 27.  Second Street goes right up to the property that I have right
now past Lakewood and I have fence on both sides.  I would be interested in
seeing that vacated.  The fence line is right up to the lake. Mr. Hohenstein:
"So you are saying North of Lake. Mr. Ron Denney:  Right, North of Lake and then
the alley between Mary K's property and my property, no one would have any
interest in that but I and Mary.  Actually, I believe Mary K. owns 60, 61, 62
and 63 by adverse position.  She owns two-thirds of it.  You can see the tree
line right here. Mr. Hohenstein said we were not going to get into who owns what
by adverse position.  You have to go upstairs on third floor to get that one
decided. Mr. Ron Denney, But the point is, the fence line on the corner of the
property, 60, 61, 62 and 63 which somebody else says that the road can go
through, I have fence that is on the boundaries of what I believe I purchased.
Mr. Hohenstein asked if there was any traveled road on Second Street North of
Lake Avenue. Mr. Ron Denney said no.  My fence crosses right there. Mary Kay
Harder initiated conversation how to get the Attorney General or Supreme Court
to render an opinion. Kurt told her the Attorney General will not give an
opinion on a civil matter and it will cost about $3,000 to get one from the
Supreme Court.  First you take it to the District Court and when you loose you
appeal to the Supreme Court and they will give you an opinion. Mary K. asked
that Kurt get the names of people who have partial lots that are being used by a
road so that we can get all of our deeds in to establish ------.  We have a
couple parts of lots that are roads. Susan Church asked if there was any way
they could just take a vote. Mr. Abbott said, it seems that the concenses of
opinion is to leave the road pretty much as is and vacate some of the alleys
that do not exist on the plats or street that are being used, vacate them and
take them off the plats. Chairman Huggenberger asked those in favor of leaving
the roads as they are and vacate those that are not being used to stand. It
appeared that the majority stood. Kurt asked Don McCarther about the situation
he mentioned could be resolved, whether he would be in favor of that. Mr.
McCarther said definately.  The only concern that I have is the little piece
there. Chairman Huggenberger said they would work on this with the help of Kurt
and the Highway Supt.  If we run into any problems we will come out an talk with
each one of you individually about it before we do anything with it.  it kind of
sounds like we will go with the roads we got now. Kurt said we will let them
know before anything is decided. Chairman recessed their meeting at 3:35 p.m.
and reconvened at 3:45 p.m. Bonnie Wilke and Alfred Harris, members of "Citizens
for a Safe Environment" appeared before the board concerning the incinerator
located in Homer.  Mr. Harris said he had been asked by some members of a board
in Homer about this medical waste incinerator which is proposed to be built in
Homer.  There is a large delegation of people surrounding Homer that have been
having meetings with doctors and chemists explaining the hazard to the health of
the people of Dakota County from the residue of ash that dumped in the landfill.



Mr. Harris asked if they could do this. Mr. Huggenberger said he was sure there
were restrictions on the landfill, but did not know what. Commissioner Hartnett
asked if anyone had talked with Mr. Gill.  As to the Mr. Harris' knowledge, no
one had. Mr. Harris said there are supposed to be specifications to dump this
major toxic stuff in the landfill.  The doctors and chemists have been telling
us at these meetings that down the road this can convert back to liquids. Mr.
Huggenberger said if he was involved in that group, he would invite Leonard Gill
to a meeting to ask him to explain how he makes this landfill work. Mr. Harris
said that this outfit can not get liability insurance.  If something goes wrong
who are they going to sue. Ms. Wilke reiterated that this company can not get
liability insurance because no insurance company will offer them liability
insurance.  If they are not liable and at this point we believe the town thinks
they are not liable, are we to understand that no one is liable for a company
this large to come into an area. Mr. Huggenberger advised the group of a fund
that Mr. Gill puts $10,000 a year into an escrow account.  That will continue
until the fund reaches $100,000.  At that time it will accrue interest and will
be set aside for a period of 40 years. Ms. Wilke asked if we had any controls
over medical waste incinerators and no one knew of any. She said for the future
as a whole, we need some controls. Ms. Wilke said that the emissions will travel
up to a 35 mile radius around Homer.  Therefore is it making this an area
concern or is it still such a local problem?  Today I just wanted to make you
aware of the fear that we are feeling in Homer.  I am not sure of the control we
have at the county level or Village level.  I want to make you aware that I
think we have an area problem and not just a Homer problem. Mr. Don Wilke said
that St. Lukes Hospital burns 115 pounds a day.  They (Safeway Environmental
Technologies) is going to start off burning 20 tons and are capable of burning
60 tons a day.  If St. Lukes has 150 pounds per day and you take how many
hospitals, the size of St. Luke's, to burn 20 tons?  That figures just a little
over 294 hospitals and 900 hospitals to burn 60 ton.  Where are they going to be
bringing this stuff from?  The incinerator in Lincoln is taking care of the
Omaha and Lincoln area.  A salesman from Kansas City supposedly told them that
the one in Kansas City takes in 6 states around Kansas City.  The railroad track
runs by Homer.  What would it take to put a spur right over to them.  Are we
going to get everybody on the East Coast, West Coast.  If we were taking care of
our own problem, that would not be so bad, but to me I do not think we are
taking care of our own problem.  We are taking care of states like PA,  they
have had shortages there.  Their incinerators are down. Ms. Wilke asked if this
small company just coming into existence now, are they a front for one of the
larger three or four companies that does medical waste incinerating across the
nation.  Are they coming in here to get their foot here in Homer, Nebraska, get
established and then the larger company will move in.  After you have something
built up, it is a whole lot harder to bring it down. Mr. Harris said that Homer
will receive 10 or 20 dollars a ton after the first year.  They do not get
anything the first year. Mr. Wilke said the emissions can travel for miles.  It
going to affect South Dakota and Iowa.  How can you say it is just Homer's
problem. Ms. Wilke noted that this will be an 18 month learning process.  They
will build their building and the people that they buy the equipment from will
come down and tell them how to run this incinerator for the first 18 months.  In
other words, they are practicing right here in Homer for 18 months.  It is the
first go round for them.  They do not have a track record that we can check out.
Mr. Bobier asked what she wanted here today. Ms. Wilke responded by saying I got
just what I wanted.  I wanted you to listen to us and I think you have done
that. Randy Walsh, Deputy County Sheriff, appeared before the board with the
Distress Warrant List. Out of 390 Distress Warrants, 281 have been satisfied.
There are 109 left that have not been satisfied.  As you go through the ledger,
you will find that some of the ones that have not been satisfied, but partial
payments have been made.  There are some that are no longer in business.  I also



ran into a problem with the personal property issue.  I was advised by the
County Attorney not to seize any property and sell it until the supreme court
decision. Commissioner Hirschbach reported on the Public Defense.  She said that
Jackie and she felt there was not enough interest in contracting Public Defense.
Ms. Hartnett reported that she had received good information from the Madison
County Clerk. Ms. Hirschbach said that if they had gotten on the agenda, we
would have advised turn them all down and that we advertise immediately for a
Public Defender. I think we will just hire one right a way and let him help us
get the office started and hire staff. Commissioner Hirschbach moved, seconded
by Commissioner Hartnett, that WHEREAS there was insufficient number of
attorneys that applied to contract the county's Public Defense. Be it Resolved
that the attorneys that did apply be notified of same and Be it further Resolved
that the County Clerk advertise for a Public Defender in the Omaha World Herald
and the Sioux City Journal with the salary to be negotiable. ROLL CALL VOTE:
Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, UNANIMOUS
MOTION CARRIED Commissioner Rohde had a couple of bids to patch the south road
out of Homer.  White Construction had a bid of $9751 and concrete to be
furnished by the county.  Backley Construction submitted a quote of $5541 for
blacktop.  Another bid is to crack and seal 2800 feet.  This is old 20 into
Freeway.  Backley will do it for $1400. and White wants $1409. 9th Street Road:
Clean road and remove broken seal coat and replace RC70 tack oil type A.  White
wants $9,000. and Backley wants $8036. The board was not sure whether it was
Barclay or Backley. Mr. Bobier asked how we would pay for the Golf Course Road
if we were to pave it. The Road Committee said it was budgeted in the Major Road
and Bridge Fund. A short discussion was had concerning Planning and Zoning
Administrator. Arnold Mellick will assume the duties for $4,000. a year.
Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded by Commissioner Rush, to approve the payroll
claims as submitted by the county clerk.

ROLL CALL VOTE; Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea,
Hirschbach-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Commissioner Huggenberger asked if the
committee had anything to report on the advertisement for public defender.
Commissioner Hartnett stated that they have been looking at some properties for
rent and there are some options.  Commissioner Huggenberger asked if Mr.
Hohenstein had anything to add on the issue of public defender.  Mr. Hohenstein
read statutes 29-1824 through 29-1828 as follows:  Mr. Hohenstein stated that
the letter he sent the board previously referred to 29-1824.  Another available
provision for appointment of a public defender is in counties having less than
thirty-five thousand inhabitants which do not presently have an elected public
defender.  The county board is given the option to appoint a qualified attorney
to serve as a public defender for the county.  The county must comply with
various provisions of the Nebraska statute dealing with the creation of a policy
board.  The policy board consists of three members.  Two of the members shall be
practicing attorneys, and one member shall be a layperson.  The policy board
shall not include judges, prosecutors, or law enforcement officials.  That
policy board is designed to ensure the independence of the contracting attorney
and provide the county board with expertise and support in determining defense
functions, salary levels, caseload standards, etc.  The policy board shall:
receive applications from all attorneys who wish to be a public defender; screen
the applications to insure compliance with the statutes; forward the names of
them to the county board who shall make the appointment; recommend to the county
board the level of compensation that a public defender shall receive; and
monitor compliance with any continuing legal education requirements.  The
contract negotiated between the county board and contracting attorney shall
specify the categories of cases in which the contracting attorney is to provide
services.  It must be awarded for at least a two-year term.  Removal short of
that agreed upon term may be made for good cause only.  The contract between the
county board and the contracting attorney shall specify a maximum allowable
caseload for each full-time or part-time attorney who handles cases under the
contract.  Caseloads shall allow each lawyer to give effective representation,
etc.  The contract between the county board and the contracting attorney shall
provide that the contracting attorney may decline to represent clients at no
reduced compensation if the contracting attorney is assigned more cases which
require and extraordinary amount of time and preparation than the contracting
attorney can competently handle.  The contracting attorney shall have been a
practicing attorney for at least two years prior to entering into the contract,
shall be a member in good standing of the Nebraska State Bar Association and
have some past training in criminal law.  The contracting attorney shall apply
to the court for fees to employ social workers, mental health professionals,
forensic experts, investigators, and other support staff to perform tasks for
which such support staff and experts possess special skills.  If there is a
Class I or Class IA felony, the contracting attorney must apply to the district
court for appointment of a second attorney to assist in the case. Commissioner
Huggenberger asked if we could advertise to see if we are able to obtain a
person as a public defender without prior establishment of the board and then
establish the board upon trying to acquire a contract.  Mr. Hohenstein stated
that prior to making the appointment and negotiating the contract you must



establish the policy board.  You could advertise, but you could not make an
appointment or negotiate a contract without having established the policy board.
Commissioner Huggenberger stated that he checked on the insurance and they do
require it to be bonded, but other than that there is no extra charge.  There
was some discussion on the insurance and then Commissioner Huggenberger stated
that they will proceed as they are now. Commissioner Huggenberger stated that
the next item was concerning the minimum maintenance road 18W.  Bruce Hovey
appeared before the board and stated that the road was never classified as low
maintenance officially by the county board.  Commissioner Huggenberger stated
that he wondered if the road committee should review that and see if maybe a
portion of that should be made a minimum maintenance road.  There is a mile
stretch of road back there that would warrant a minimum maintenance designation.
This road is out by Willis between highway 20 and 12.  Commissioner Huggenberger
stated that they need to check into that 1 mile. Commissioner Huggenberger
stated that the next item on the agenda was the E-911 advisory committee.
Commissioner Huggenberger stated that it had been suggested by the E-911
committee that we appoint an advisory board that will supervise the activities
on the E-911 and be subject to the Commissioners and that the people on that
board are Glenn Sedivy Chairman, Jerry Stolze, Scot Ford, Jon Norris, Fred Gay,
Jim Sherlock, and Jim Wagner.  These people are working right now with the type
of equipment that is going to be needed for E-911 plus they are involved in the
emergency phases of E-911 either through the sheriff, police, or fire
department. Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier to approve
the appointed board for E-911. ROLL CALL VOTE; Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea,
Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Commissioner
Huggenberger moved to take a 10 minute break at 2:18 p.m. Commissioner
Huggenberger moved for public hearing at 2:30 p.m. to consider the zoning change
from ag to heavy manufacturing advertised 7-25-91.  Bruce Hovey stated that
planning and zoning recommended rezoning from agriculture to heavy
manufacturing.  Description is that part of east 400 feet of lot B lying north
of old highway 20 except highway 20 right of way and section 36-29-8 containing
5.14 acres.  Commissioner Rohde talked about this with Mr. Hohenstein and Mr.
Hovey and he stated that changing this to heavy manufacturing could open up the
door to anything.  Commissioner Rohde asked if Mr. Hohenstein had anything to
add on that.  Mr. Hohenstein stated he thinks these people want to open up a
salvage yard; they don't want to do any smelting or burning which could be done
in a manufacturing zone.  Mr. Hohenstein stated that what they need to do is
establish a zone that is not as broad as heavy manufacturing.  The appropriate
way to do that is to deny the application today with the recommendation of
planning and zoning that they consider the establishment of the zone that will
allow them to do their salvage operation, but not broader than their salvage
operation.  Mr. Hohenstein stated that he thinks planning and zoning should make
the recommendation to create the new zone and to modify the comprehensive plan
and give that in addition to their requested zoning change all at the same time
to the County Board of Commissioners.  Commissioner Hartnett asked who would
write the proposal.  Mr. Hohenstein stated that he and Mr. Hovey are working on
that and that would be done for planning and zoning.  Mr. Hohenstein stated that
it could be done by September.  They are not being asked to close down as long
as they are in the process of requesting appropriate zoning changes.  Ted Piepho
asked about whether it would affect their zoning if South Sioux extends their
zoning out.  Mr. Hohenstein said no because there is an agreement between the
county and the city where the zoning stops regardless of annexation.  There is a
resolution which the county and city adopted which establishes a zoning line
even if annexation occurs that will not move South Sioux's jurisdiction out
beyond that line without some change on the part of both parties.  Mr. Voss
stated that their mode and conduct and location will not hinder the adjoining of
nearby properties and will not disrupt the appropriate use of land resources of



the county.  He stated that he did not plan on doing any heavy manufacturing or
smelting.  He stated that he may phase out this salvage operation if there is
this much objection to it.  Mr. Voss also stated that other salvage yards in
South Sioux do not like this modified zoning.  He stated that if later they
wanted to get into the sand and gravel operation, would it be zoned heavy
manufacturing.  If it was after they have already applied and rezoned as a junk
yard, would that keep them from applying for another heavy manufacturing zone.
Mr. Huggenberger stated that he can't see where it would keep them from applying
again.  Mr. Voss stated that he applied for the heavy manufacturing and he can
understand why the board does not want to give it.  They wanted to be a junk
yard to start with and grandfather rights already run the junk yard.  Mr. Voss
stated that if the board wanted to he could temporarily postpone the zoning
until the board has time to figure out exactly what they want to do.  He does
not want to throw together a bunch of regulations that later he can't live with.
He stated they are not doing anything illegal, they are claiming grandfather
rights, they are not doing anything different.  Commissioner Bobier stated that
he thought Mr. Voss needed the zoning to have a car lot.  Mr. Voss stated that
he checked with Lincoln and they said as far as a salvage license since he
already has a salvage license if you sell a whole unit complete they deem it
necessary to have a dealers license but that poses a problem.  Mr. Hohenstein
stated that they were not going to throw together anything, it would be done
right.  Mr. Hohenstein stated that grandfather rights are something he does not
like to rely on because everyone has a different opinion about what was there.
That was what brought this to the attention of the zoning administrator to begin
with.  Grandfather rights may not extend to the uses of the property and this
argument is worldwide.  Commissioner Huggenberger stated that this is something
the county needs to do anyway and the board appreciates the time to be able to
go ahead and do that.  Mr. Voss will have the right before planning and zoning
adopts it to see whether or not they want to be in it or not. Commissioner
Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett to disallow the zone of heavy
industrial and send it back to planning and zoning to create a new zone of
modified industrial. ROLL CALL VOTE; Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-
Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Commissioner Huggenberger
stated that they would move on to the Planning and Zoning Administrator.
Commissioner Hirschbach asked if they wanted to talk about that under a
personnel item. Commissioner Hirschbach moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier
to put it under the personnel item and do the same with law enforcement. ROLL
CALL VOTE; Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea
UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Commissioner Huggenberger moved to close the public
hearing at 2:48 p.m. Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett
to return to an open session at 3:45 p.m. ROLL CALL VOTE; Hirschbach-Yea,
Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea  UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED
Commissioner Huggenberger stated that they would table the planning and zoning
administrator until the next meeting which is in two weeks, August 19, 1991.
Commissioner Huggenberger stated the next item be investments.  Ted Piepho
stated that Gies Investments contacted him.  They basically said that they have
not been successful in approaching employees to entice them into saving for
their retirement so they asked for the county's permission to visit with the
county employees on county time.  They felt they would get a better response and
help employees set up for a better retirement.  On several occasions we have
scheduled meetings after working hours and it has been unsuccessful for them.
This is a company that had been approved for payroll deduction for deferred
compensation and has nothing to do with the county retirement program.  Mr.
Piepho said you would be opening up to criticism from local companies who offer
an investment type situation.  We have sponsored them for payroll deduction.
Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by Commissioner Rohde to deny this
request. Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea  UNANIMOUS



MOTION CARRIED Commissioner Bobier left at 4:30 p.m. Commissioner Huggenberger
asked Mr. Piepho about abandoned vehicles.  Mr. Piepho stated that he had a list
of abandoned vehicles.  The title numbers are as follows:  000078638, 000078852,
000078725, and 000078637. Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded by Commissioner
Hirschbach to approve the list of abandoned vehicles to sign over to the junk
yards.

     WHEREAS; LB 354, 1991 amends Nebraska State Statute 53-179 to authorize the
local governing body to authorize the sale of liquor by the drink between 12:00
noon Sunday and 1:00 a.m. Monday morning.

     WHEREAS; the County Board has had a request to authorize same.

     BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED;  No alcoholic liquors, including wine or beer,
shall be sold at retail, delivered or consumed on the premises where the same is
purchased, on any day of the week between the hours of 1:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m.

     BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED;  No person except the licensee or his employee
shall remain on licensed premises where alcoholic liquor, including beer, is
legally sold at retail, delivered or consumed on the premises where the same is
purchased, after the hour fixed for the cessation of the retail sale, delivery
or consumption of alcoholic  liquors, including beer, on such premises;  and all
such licensed premises shall be closed and securely locked during the hours
fixed herein when it is unlawful for persons to remain on such premises, unless
the recipient of such license has some other business in connection therewith.

     BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED; The sale of alcoholic liquors, wine and beer, on
the first day of the week, commonly called Sunday, shall be regulated as
follows:

1.  Liquor "Off Sale" (excepting beer and wine) shall be prohibited at all times
on Sunday. 2.  Liquor by the drink "On Sale" (excepting beer and wine) may be
sold and consumed on the premises between the hours of 12:00 Noon Sunday and
1:00 a.m. of the following day. 3.  Beer and wine "On and Off Sale" may be sold
and consumed on the premises between the hours of 10:00 a.m. Sunday and 1:00
a.m. the following day.



     AND FINALLY, BE IT RESOLVED; that this resolution rescinds any other
resolutions governing the time of the sale of alcoholic liquors previously
adopted by the County Board of Commissioners.

 Chairman Huggenberger called the meeting to order at 2:00 p.m. PRESENT:
Commissioners Huggenberger, Hartnett, Rohde, Bobier, Hirschbach and Theodore
Piepho, Secretary. ABSENT:  All present. Wendell Hefner, Chairman of the
Economic Development Committee, introduced himself and Jack Sorenson of DID to
the board. Mr. Hefner:  I would like to thank you all for allowing us this time
on the agenda, it is very important to us on the Economic Development Committee
and it is a pleasure to be here.  I would like to describe for those of you that
may not know exactly the formation of the Economic Development Committee.  The
chairman of the Chamber of Commerce serves as the Chairman of the Committee so
there is a new chairman every year.  Additionally, we have members, DID Chairman
Jack Sorenson is a member, Jim Huggenberger, your chairman here is a member,
Mayor Vern Larson is a member, and the past chairman is a member, and that is
Bruce Krueger.  For resource then on our committee, resource and support we call
it, we have Lance Hedquist, Van Phillips and John McNeill  and that's the
formation of that particular committee.  On behalf of this EDC, Economic
Development Committee, I am here to speak for them and for the Sioux Gateway
Airport Authority and urge the county to sign the required resolution. At a
meeting last Thursday, Thursday the 24th of October, a motion was passed
authorizing the Economic Development Committee to pay the membership fees for
the county for the first year's membership in this authority.  The committee has
funds available and feel that the membership in that authority is a vital link
to the economic developments of Dakota County which, of course, includes South
Sioux City.  It is my understanding that it is the intent of the Authority to be
self-sufficient in a very short period of time and I believe that three years
was their original plan to have their earnings take care of any fees.  Now we
can get more answers on that.  All members of the Authority belong for one year
at a time so each year it comes up for renewal.  That is about all I have to
say, I'd like to turn it over to Jack, he has worked on it a long time and for a
lot of things and so Jack would like to say a few words. Jack Sorenson:  You
have pretty well covered it, as you heard me say before, I am definitely in
favor of South Sioux City and the County belonging to the Airport Authority.  I
think we need the representation on that board, I think what's good for the
Airport is good for Dakota County and good for South Sioux City.  Meetings that
we have had on this before it has always appeared to me that the biggest
objection to this was money, of course, number one and that has been taken care
of through the Economic Development Committee.  Number two is your obligation to
continue this and it is my understanding that there is no obligation.  If we pay



these fees, that will pay us up til July, something like that, at that time if
Dakota County... if funds are still needed for the Authority, there is no
obligation for us to continue this, but it is important that the County have
representation on that Airport Authority Board. Commissioner Hirschbach:  I
think there were when we were talking about this some time ago... there were
three considerations that were important to the county.  Cost, of course, being
able to come up with the sum involved, and secondly that Woodbury County also be
a member.  We felt that would be appropriate prior to our joining.  And also
consideration of taking the local airport into account in planning.  This
document does note that there will be support services as deemed appropriate to
Martin's Field. Jack Sorenson:  Another important aspect is the Foreign Trade
Zone, which I am sure someone else will speak on. Commissioner Huggenberger:
Just one point I would like to have you clear up and then take this up with
members of the authority.  As you stated Wendell, this was a one year
obligation, one year at a time, but this agreement states a five year term, so
are we in conflict there. Commissioner Hirschbach:  You're talking about the
authority, the term of the representative, right? Wendell Hefner:  That's not...
I'd have to defer to somebody with the Authority. Randy Curtiss:  My name is
Randy Curtiss and I am the Executive Director for the Airport Authority.  I
believe that the 5 year reference that you are referring to is for the term of
the board appointee to the Airport Authority.  It is not the membership itself.
The  membership can be withdrawn at any time that you would like to do so.  The
terms of the board members I think are 4 or 5 years and this is reflected in the
agreement. Commissioner Huggenberger:  I think it talks about the terms being
two years, if I am not mistaken.  I read it but ... Kay Dull:  I am Kay Dull,
legal counsel for the authority.  The board is appointed for five year terms, so
your board designee would serve a five year term.  The officers are elected for
two year terms. Commissioner Huggenberger:  Now we would... each entity in
Dakota County would have one representative on the board, South Sioux City would
have one and Dakota County would have one. Kay Dull:  That's correct. Randy
Curtiss:  If you elected to join, that is correct. Commissioner Hartnett:  I
guess I'd like to ask too, and Randy, maybe this has been stated in the past,
but under assets (Number 6) the City of Sioux City has transferred all amenesty
and that type of thing and if the Authority is disolved those chattels and
things will go back to Sioux City.  Who will be the owner of the airport? Randy
Curtiss:  Okay, the owner right now is the Airport Authority.  Everything has
been transferred over.  The deed, the equipment and everything.  The employees
are employed by the authority itself.  Basically if the Authority should fail,
and the Authority be disolved, the ownership of the airport would revert back to
Sioux City. Commissioner Hartnett:  Along that line of thinking, what about
liability? Randy Curtiss:  The same thing applies to... Commissioner Hartnett:
All the entities in the authority would have the same amount of liability? Randy
Curtiss:  No, that's for Kay again. Kay Dull:  No, the liability is that of the
airport authority.   We do carry a 25 million dollar liability policy to insure
against a wide variety of possible incidents.  I don't anticipate that each
individual entity would have liability, I believe the authority would be
responsible. Commissioner Bobier:  What is the yearly fee?  Will that fluctuate?
Randy Curtiss:  Yes, basically it is a subsidy to make up the balance of our
operation.  This year Dakota County, including South Sioux City, would be
approximately $6700.00 and we are already part way through the year, fiscal year
starts July 1st.  If you came in November 1st or say January 1st then it would
be prorated 50% on that.  The fees for next year have not been established, but
the direction that I have been given by the Airport Authority Board is to
eliminate the subsidy next year and we are working toward that and we would like
to be able to come back to all the members of the authority and say zero subsidy
for the following year. Commissioner Bobier:  How do you generate the income for
that? Randy Curtiss:  Basically our operating income is $1.2 million, so you can



see the subsidy is a very small part of the total.  We receive income from the
airlines through landing fees, space rental for all the buildings on the
airport, for instance the National Guard is a tenant of the Airport Authority.
We farm approximately 1000 acres of land, that generates about 10% of our
income.  Car rentals, airport restaraunt, about 100 different leases and
different types of agreements generate income for us. Commissioner Rohde:  Who
is this membership made of. Randy Curtiss:  Right now... initially the airport
authority was created by Sergeant Bluff and the City of Sioux City.  Woodbury
County has joined and Union County. Commissioner Rohde:  Union? Randy Curtiss:
Yes. Commissioner Bobier:  Who else do you expect to have on the authority?
Randy Curtiss:  We anticipate South Sioux. Commissioner Bobier:  South Sioux and
Dakota County and then you are pretty well through? Randy Curtiss:  Yeah, that
is right. Commissioner Bobier:  Do we need a motion? Commissioner Huggenberger:
There is another issue, of the.... is this in conjunction with the Foreign Trade
Zone? Randy Curtiss:  The Foreign Trade Zone is one of the issues that we are
working on, in fact we are working with the Siouxland International Trade
Council to develop a feasibility study to determine if in fact a foreign trade
zone is viable for the Siouxland area. John McNeill:  We did ask Dick Jensen to
stop in today and give us a brief update on that. Dick Jensen:  My name is Dick
Jensen, I am from Sioux City.  I am retired from General Motors having spent 12
years in their oversea operations.  I now have a little business that I call
International Trade Consultant, because we found out there are very few people
in this area  with the exception of your big neighbor down the street, IBP, who
is familiar with international trade.  Incidentally, just a little note,
Broyhill and Phillips Kiln happen to be in international trade right now one of
which is right here in Dakota County, here in Dakota City, just a couple of
blocks down the street.  Of course, Broyhill is in South Sioux.  First of all,
let me give you a few statistics.  The Foreign Trade Zone Act started in 1934,
and after it was passed by 1970 they had a total of 10 Foreign Trade Zones.
However, by June 1, 1991 they had 179 and approximately the same number of
subzones and I'll explain subzones in just a moment.  Incidentally, Texas, for
instance, has  24 Foreign Trade Zones in the state.  Iowa has three Foreign
Trade Zones and one subzone, Nebraska has two Foreign Trade Zones and one
subzone.  South Dakota has none.  It is the only state in the union which does
not have a Foreign Trade Zone of any type.  Incidentally, 80% of the companies
which use a Foreign Trade Zone are U.S. owned, 74% of the merchandise received
in the Foreign Trade Zone is domestic, and I'll explain and elaborate on that in
a minute.  Twenty-five hundred businesses use foreign trade zones. Foreign trade
zones employ in excess of 200,000 employees and they generated 7 billion dollars
worth of business last year.   One in six jobs in the United States is related
to international trade today and 70% of the U.S. companies are connected with
international trade in some way or are in competition with it.  Now, what is a
foreign trade zone?  A foreign trade zone is a physical piece of land, within
the United States which is deemed to be outside the jurisdiction of U.S. Customs
Service.  So, you can bring foreign products into the zone, not pay any duty or
worry about any quotas until such time as you take it into the domestic market.
Of course, if you re-export it, it doesn't apply.  Now what can you do within
the zone?  You can take these goods, number one you want to avoid custom duties
and number two you may have quotas that you want to worry about.  You can
warehouse it, you can manufacture within the zone, you can manipulate them, you
can label them, you can inspect them, you can display them, test them, mix them,
assemble them.  By the way,  if you have 51% or more of the cost of labor and
parts that you put into a product, into a particular product which you ship into
the domestic market, you can label it "made in the USA".  Also, too it is a
situation where you can re-export your particular product back out, these
assembled products without paying any duty whatsoever.  And, of course, you can
store them in there waiting for the quota to come up, because quotas are



normally given on a quarterly basis, so you have your product already there.
One thing I would like to point out and it is coming, in fact I have to smile,
you have heard of our friend Walter (W. Edward) Downing and Downing Center born
in Sioux City, Iowa who developed the actual Downing Principle which includes on
time delivery of inventory.  Guess what, foreign trade zones are playing a big
part in that now, because of the fact that many of your companies import
particular products or parts and they can store them within the foreign trade
zone at a point that is convenient to their factory and them bring them into the
actual mainstream when they need them and only pay duty at that time.   This is
something that is going to be growing as time goes on.  Plus you've got the U.S.
Canadian free trade agreement which is in existence and within the next couple
of years we should have the Mexican free trade agreement, so the entire North
American continent will be one entire trading zone.  We are going to need it
because you have Europe coming on line in 1992 and sometime later in this decade
we anticipate there will be something going in the Far East.  Now how does this
affect Siouxland and I guess that is really where we're at.  First of all,  it
is a situation whereby we would like to establish a foreign trade zone through
the regional airport authority.   Now, we would like to ask them to also include
a portion of that in Nebraska and a portion of that in South Dakota.  And there
is already a precident that exists.  Currently Davenport, Iowa and Moline,
Illinois share a foreign trade zone.  Now this is a possibility, we are not
saying it will be a reality, we are saying it is a possibility.   And the
situation will be, that if we can do that, we'll be the only foreign trade zone
that has three states in the entire United States and why not go for it.  Now,
we would like to use the regional airport authority, because first of all, as
you know they have the land, therefore they are an authority, therefore they can
commit on a contract and also because of the physical plant that they have, our
surety bond would be at a minimum.  Number two, if we can involve all three
states which we would actually do through a regional airport authority, that
gives you six senators, that's better than four or two and you are going to need
the help of those senators in order to get your foreign trade zone license.  And
last but not least, you are going to be able to combine the tri-state area and
use that as your market area.  One thing I would like to talk about quickly is
subzones.  Now what about the people that are already established.  They have a
provision under a general foreign trade zone where you can set up what they call
subzones.   Now subzones is where a particular firm or factory is unable to move
and be located within the physical confines of the foreign trade zone, so what
they do is, they make applications for having all or part of their physical
plant declared as a foreign trade zone and they operate under the general
foreign trade zone such as the regional airport authority would have.  This
allows them to all the amenities that they would gain if they were right there.
Now I can think immediately of some the people right in this....plants right in
this area that could benefit by this without actually moving their plant and
certainly it will help the community itself, because after all, if the situation
whereby you can locate these within a 90 minute driving time, now isn't that
interesting.  By the way, it doesn't take 90 minutes to drive to Sioux Falls, so
that's another idea, too.   Maybe we can work it in the reverse.  But primarily
for the Siouxland area, it gives you an opportunity to expand economic
development potential in Siouxland.   That's more jobs, more money, maybe more
taxes, and more advantages to attract domestic and foreign businesses.  We need
to keep abreast of the changes and international business is going to be where
it is at in the next century.  A foreign trade zone keeps us in the race, but we
need to act now in order to move into the 21st century.  Won't you join us?
Thank you very much.  Any questions? Commissioner Huggenberger:  You
specifically talked about people that are importing things into the foreign
trade zone, are there any specific advantages for people who want to export?
Dick Jensen:  Yes sir, let me explain a couple of things.  First of all, in



regards to export, as soon as you move it into a foreign trade zone it is
exported as far as the U.S. Customs Service is concerned.  Secondly, if you are
warehousing products coming in there's one thing that's a possibility.  It could
be exempt from state and advalorum taxes.  It will all depend on what your state
actually says.  There's another situation, if you notice I mentioned 74% of the
products going into a foreign trade zone are domestic, that's because they're
taking the housing, the wiring harnesses and what-have-you bringing them into
the foreign trade zone, bringing the labor into their assembly plant within the
foreign trade zone, doing the actual work there and then exporting or bringing
them back into the United States.  Why?  Because you bring a part in from Japan,
China, wherever you want to bring it in, normally the duty will run 6-8%.  There
are cases whereby those parts, when they are combined in an assembled product
within the foreign trade zone, first of all, it will almost automatically reduce
the amount of duty you pay and in some cases completely eliminate it.   So, yes
sir, we are talking about importing, but we are also talking about an
opportunity to get other businesses going and to use local market of labor as
well as the local market for products and parts that are produced here.
Anything further?  Thank you. Commissioner Hirschbach:  Thank you. Commissioner
Huggenberger:  Does anyone else have any comments to make? Commissioner
Huggenberger:  If not we'll entertain a motion. Commissioner Bobier:  I move
Dakota County join the Airport Authority. Commissioner Hirschbach:  Second. ROLL
CALL VOTE: Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-
Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Marvin Kline:  I am Marvin Kline, I am chairman of
the Airport Authority.  May I just thank you personally for what I consider to
be a red letter day in the history of the authority, because now we are truly a
regional airport with three states clout.  Believe me, we needed you and we do
thank you again. Commissioner Huggenberger:  We have one other little item, we
just had the County Attorney look it over and I don't think there is anything
major but we may want to review a couple items. Commissioner Hirschbach:  We'll
just have in call Kay and work it out. Marvin Kline:  Right.  Thank you again.
Jim Wagner and Scot Ford appeared before the board with a proposal for the
Director of Joint Communications/Civil Defense.  The proposal included a
Selection Committee consisting of one County Commissioner, one City
Councilperson, the Chief of the Rural Fire District, the South Sioux City Fire
Chief, the Dakota County Sheriff, the South Sioux City Chief of Police, and one
citizen at large. The time frame for hiring would be as follows:  Advertise
during the month of November, interview and do background checks, etc. during
December and submit a candidate to the County Board and the City Council by
January 1992. Also included in the proposal was a job description and wage
recommendation. It was the feeling of the commissioners that more work needed to
be done on the issue of who had control over the Director once he/she was hired.
The commissioners suggested that Mr. Wagner and Mr. Ford meet with Kurt
Hohenstein and Wayne Boyd to work out some of the logistics. Commissioner Rohde
moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier, to approve the minutes of the regular
meeting of October 21, 1991 as typed in the official record. ROLL CALL VOTE:
Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, UNANIMOUS
MOTION CARRIED Madelyn Thorsland, Deputy County Assessor, presented tax list
corrections to the board. Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by Commissioner
Bobier, to approve the tax list corrections as presented by the Deputy County
Assessor. ROLL CALL VOTE: Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-
Yea, Hartnett-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Commissioner Hirschbach moved,
seconded by Commissioner Rohde, to convene as Board of Equalization. ROLL CALL
VOTE: Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea,
UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED at 2:55 p.m. Madelyn Thorsland, Deputy County Assessor,
presented a Motor Vehicle Exemption for St. Patrick's Transportation Corp. of
Jackson on a 1977 GMC Bus vin #TSE637V605274. Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded
by Commissioner Hartnett, to approve the Motor Vehicle Exemption for St.



Patricks as presented. ROLL CALL VOTE: Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea,
Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Commissioner Hartnett
moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier, to reconvene as Board of Commissioners.
ROLL CALL VOTE: Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea,
Bobier-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED at 2:56 p.m. Kurt Hohenstein briefly looked
over the proposal for the Joint Communications Director and he suggested that
they look at how things are done in Kearney. Commissioner Hartnett moved,
seconded by Commissioner Rohde to move into Executive Session. ROLL CALL VOTE:
Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, UNANIMOUS
MOTION CARRIED at 3:16 p.m. Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by
Commissioner Bobier, to reconvene in regular session. ROLL CALL VOTE: Rohde-Yea,
Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION
CARRIED at 3:38 p.m. Chairman Huggenberger:  On the Authority thing, Kurt, we
voted to approve it.  I got this (the contract, reviewed by the County Attorney)
right after that. Kurt Hohenstein:  You know you cannot approve or sign a
contract unless it has been reviewed and approved by the County Attorney by
Nebraska law.  So you do have an out. Chairman Huggenberger:  Good, because I
mentioned that to them after the fact. Kurt Hohenstein:  I don't know whether
these are problems.  I guess I......  Orginally when this idea was discussed
(what's it been now two-three years?) there was discussion that Martin's would
ultimately become like an adjunct.  The reason.... I guess the big benefit to
Dakota County was that there were at that time, maybe still are, substantial
federal funds which could be utilized to improve Martin's as that adjunct.  And
then, corporate businesses of Dakota County could locate jets and planes, and
utilize that, really as their base (Mortens, IBP, etc.).  They were talking
about yes we've got money, we can renovate Martin's, but at that time the
discussion on Martin's was that that would become part of the overall airport
authority property.  It's not that way now, it is privately owned.  I don't
whether the way that it is drawn that is clear enough so that you don't....Is
Dakota County putting up or somebody putting up money for Dakota County money
which will ultimately be public money for the improvement of a private airport.
Commissioner Hirschbach:  No, we are not putting up any money... Kurt
Hohenstein:  But ultimately.... Commissioner Hirschbach:  No, they can't do it,
you can't put public money into a private airport. Kurt Hohenstein:  I
understand that, but that's not the way that contract reads. Commissioner
Hirschbach:  Oh, they are just talking about.... Kurt Hohenstein:  That's why I
have the objection on the contract, because that is the way it reads.
Commissioner Hirschbach:  No, no, no, what we are paying them is a pittance,
compared to... they are asking for $6700 and that's from the county and the city
both.  We're not paying it, Economic Development is paying it.  All there is
talking about doing with Martin's is taking it into account in planning.  That
is all they are talking about.  When we talked to them that is all we could
commit them to and that is all they will agree to do.  They have already made it
clear to us that it would have to be a public entity before any money could be
spent. Kurt Hohenstein:  Well, I don't know.... Commissioner Huggenberger:
There is a five year... Kurt Hohenstein:  Right, you changed that to one?
Commissioner Huggenberger:  But that is just for the elected representative from
Dakota County.  We are in this thing one year at a time. Kurt Hohenstein:  I
don't have my copy, I guess I didn't get a copy. Commissioner Huggenberger:  You
also had November 31st circled. Kurt Hohenstein:  Yeah.  Thirty days has
September, April, June and November all the rest have 31, I remember that from
somewhere. Commissioner Huggenberger:  So I guess that date is pertinent to this
contract is it? Kurt Hohenstein:  Well, I wouldn't think it would be pertinent
to any contract.   There is no thirty-one days in November, never has been.
Authority Responsiblity:  "in addition to the responsible operation of the Sioux
Gateway Airport and the Economic Enhancement of participating political
subdivisions, Sioux Gateway Airport shall provide consulting management and such



other services as may be deemed appropriate."  Consultant management, even if it
is, and I understand the County is not putting up any money, it that the way it
is going to continue? Commissioner Huggenberger:  That is the way it was advised
to us that it would continue. Kurt Hohenstein:  Okay. Commissioner Huggenberger:
At the present time our obligation runs til June 30, 1992. Kurt Hohenstein:
Okay. Commissioner Hartnett:  I asked about liability and they said how much?
Commissioner Hirschbach:  Twenty-five million. Kurt Hohenstein:  How will the
money go from DID...is that where it is coming from, City of South Sioux...
Commissioner Huggenberger:  No, Economic Development. Kurt Hohenstein:  Local or
state Economic? Commissioner Huggenberger:  No, it is... Commissioner Bobier:
Economic Development Corporation. Commissioner Huggenberger:  It is local. Kurt
Hohenstein:  Local, okay. Commissioner Huggenberger:  Funded by Dakota
County/South Sioux City and DID. Commissioner Hartnett:  Who owns the airport
over there? Kurt Hohenstein:  The Airport Authority.  The Airport Authority
owns all of the airport facility.  How did you leave it with them, are we
beating a dead horse? Commissioner Bobier:  Yes. Kurt Hohenstein:  Then what's
the point?  You should always get approval from your county attorney before you
approve a contract. Commissioner Hirschbach:  We haven't approved the contract.
Kurt Hohenstein:  Okay, you voted to approve it. Commissioner Hirschbach:  Oh,
no, we voted to approve the agreement, the contract itself is subject to your
agreement.  We have to approve that separately. Kurt Hohenstein:  Okay, in other
words this (the contract) has not been approved. Commissioner Hirschbach:  All
we did was vote to join. Kurt Hohenstein:  Okay. Commissioner Hirschbach:
That's all. Kurt Hohenstein:  Okay, so I guess I would just like to clarify that
langauge at 8 just to make sure that it is clear that we know that there is no
public expenditure of funds until and unless Martin's Field becomes a public or
is dedicated somehow to the public use for public purposes.  I think that that
is the main thing that I had an objection, besides the date and this is the way
should be resolved.  I guess that is the way they have got it, is that the City
of Sioux City, because of the contribution that they make to the Airport
Authority.  Well they contributed the whole assets.  They contributed the
airport to the airport authority and they wanted to make sure if it was ever
dissolved they would have the right to receive that back.  I guess we can cross
that bridge if Martin's ever does become something other than what it is right
now.  But I want to make sure that everyone that reads this knows we knew that
we are not putting public funds into a private airport. Commissioner Bobier:
Are you going to address that issue with Kay Dull? Kurt Hohenstein:  Yeah, I'll
just make two suggested changes on this and just indicate with these changes if
they are agreeable to them.... Commissioner Hirschbach:  What.. Kurt Hohenstein:
We can approve the contract then. Commissioner Hirschbach:  The motion was not
to approve the contract, it was to appoint a representative, Kurt then made in
clear to Randy that you would be contacting Kay to get the contract. Kurt
Hohenstein:  Okay. Commissioner Hirschbach:  So that will require separate
ratification. Kurt Hohenstein:  Do you have the copy with all my markings on it?
Commissioner Huggenberger:  Right here. Kurt Hohenstein:  One other thing, you
do know you are required to comply with Iowa code regarding withdraw.  I've
looked at that, whenever we were looking at this before, and that's no big
problem.  It just sets out a specific procedure for withdraw from the authority.
And it is not a difficult thing to do... That's the only way it could be done
because it is an Iowa organized airport authority.  The only way you can
legitably withdraw from one of those is pursuant to Iowa law. Commissioner
Hirschbach:  It is widely supported by the business community. Kurt Hohenstein:
I know. Commissioner Hirschbach:  We had a whole group here.... Kurt Hohenstein:
Well, they had a whole group of people when they were talking about it before.
They talked about the tremendous amount of funds they could get (grant funds)
that were not matching, just grant funds to do runways and develop facilities.
You'll look at a lot of smaller airports across the state of Iowa and that's



what they've done.  Even Wayne and places like that have resurfaced, basically
with public funds.  That's the only way they could do it.  Martin's can't do it
with the traffic he pulls in.  They talked all along about making it an adjunct
because ultimately they are going to have more traffic then they can handle with
private and some of the business users in this area.  They want to be able to
say "go over here, it's just as close." Commissioner Hirschbach:  What our
representative will be pushing for, of course, will be what we discussed
earlier.  That's that they seek funds to see what you can do, public funds to do
a study. Kurt Hohenstein:  Right. Commissioner Hirschbach:  Now, that's
possible. Kurt Hohenstein:  Right. Commissioner Hirschbach:  If that indicated
then that Martin's Field was a feasible public airport then they can take if
from there. Kurt Hohenstein:  Okay, I'll dictate the changes to Kay and get
those to Kay right away.  This kind of came to me...I got a copy of this from
Kay Dull about a week ago, but there was no...just a letter saying here it is.
I didn't know whether if it was coming up on the agenda or whether if there had
been some discussion, because we hadn't talked about it for.... Well, I guess
the last time we did I go the airport study that they had... Commissioner
Huggenberger:  I was talking to Randy Curtiss last week and they were going to
give me a copy and they didn't have it with them.  I told them to mail it out.
Kurt Hohenstein:  Well, I know Union County just joined, didn't they?
Commissioner Rohde:  Yeah, they said they did. Kurt Hohenstein:  Three or four
months ago.  Basically, I think Dakota Dunes or their Corporation kicked in the
funds for Union County to join. Commissioner Hirschbach:  Right.  Apparently
they are going to be looking for a member from South Sioux City, too.  At least
that's my understanding.  Isn't that the way it sounded? Commissioner
Huggenberger:  Yeah, there will be a member on the board from South Sioux City
and the County. Commissioner Bobier:  That doesn't have to be from the board?
Commissioner Hirschbach:  It can't be from the board. Commissioner Huggenberger:
And I mentioned it to... Commissioner Hirschbach:  I didn't understand that, it
actually couldn't.... Commissioner Huggenberger:  Craig Broyhill if he would be
interested in serving on that board if we did join the authority and he said he
would.  So, I told him that if that did happen we would consider him along with
whoever else.  There is also that issue of establishing a foriegn trade zone
within the county.  I don't know if that is an issue we need to even.... Kurt
Hohenstein:  I thought we had one.  We don't have one? Commissioner
Huggenberger:  I guess not. Commissioner Hirschbach:  Our jail. Kurt Hohenstein:
It's close. Commissioner Huggenberger:  Does that offer any ramifications for
the county? Kurt Hohenstein:  I think that yeah, from what they've explained to
us...I guess it would depend...I don't know whether in the county...I know we
talked about it with Randy Curtiss over there and for the big companies that
ship out, IBP for example, it might have some significant advantages tax wise if
they could do something like that.  They ship meat elsewhere, byproducts, there
could be some benefit to them.  I don't know what BPI, whatever happens there
but there could be some similar situations. Commissioner Huggenberger:  There is
no...Nothing that going to come back on the county? Kurt Hohenstein:  No, its
just a designated status...a paper designation to allow you to get some benefits
that you would not normally receive were you not designated that way.
Commissioner Huggenberger:  If the legislature ever does anything and if they
happen to put personal property taxes back on, would the property within that
area be tax exempt? Kurt Hohenstein:  No, it deals with almost exclusively with
federal taxation, not local taxation.

The purpose of this letter is to apprise you of pending action by the County
board that will have a direct impact upon the revenues of your subdivision.

As you are aware, the State Board of Equalization and Assessment met Friday,
April 12, 1991, and complied with a Nebraska Supreme Court decision to remove
from the tax rolls millions of dollars in personal property owned by pipeline,
telecommunications and airline companies.  You were notified April 30, 1991 of
those refunds for the 1989 tax year.

In a memo May 10, 1991, the State Department of Revenue Recertified the 1990
Equalized value for Burlington Northern Railroad and reached a stipulation of
settlement for tax year 1990.  The Nebraska allocated value for Burlington
Northern as of January 1, 1990, was $408,417,769.  The 1990 amended Nebraska
allocated value is $372,890,154 (equalized at 92.13 percent); the Nebraska
equalized allocated value is $343,543,699.

Enclosed please find Exhibit A which shows the amount to be repaid by your
political subdivision (__________) to Burlington Northern Railroad as a result
of their equalized value.

On July 10, 1991, the Nebraska Supreme Court issued an opinion (MAPCO) and
issued a mandate to the State Board of Equalization and Assessment to enter an
order in accordance with its opinion for Public Service Companies who appealed
to the Nebraska Supreme Court.

On October 30, 1991, the State Board of Equalization and Assessment met and
ordered the State Tax Commissioner to reduce the appellant's 1990 equalized unit
values by 18.81 percent.

In a memo November 7, 1991, the State Department of Revenue recertified the 1990
equalized value for the Public Service Companies who appealed to the Nebraska
Supreme Court and these companies are listed on the recertification printouts
enclosed.  The County Assessor has processed the tax list corrections, and
subsequent refunds will be made pursuant to Section 15 of LB 829 passed during
the 1991 Legislative Session.

Enclosed please find Exhibit B which shows the amount to be repaid by you
political subdivision (         ) to the Public Service Companies.



The reduced values for the affected property were certified by the Tax
Commissioner to the County Assessor.  The Assessor, in turn, determined and
certified to this Board the amount of refunds that are due as a result of the
reductions in value.  Because some of the affected property may be located
within your jurisdiction, a proportional amount of the total refund due will be
paid from the funds being held for you by the County Treasurer.  Under the
provisions of Neb. Rev. Stat. 77-1736.04 the Board certified those refunds to
the County Treasurer for payment.  The refunds will be paid by the Treasurer's
office from the funds it has on hand for each political subdivision unless the
amount of funds is insufficient to pay the refund or unless your political
subdivision certifies to the Treasurer that payment of the refunds at this time
would seriously interfere with your ability to perform your governmental
functions.

It is imperative that you determine as soon as possible the total amount of the
refund due from your subdivision, and whether payment of that amount at this
time will seriously interfere with your governmental functions.  If so, your
governing body must certify that fact to the Treasurer within thirty (30) days
in order to avoid immediate payment of the refund.

In determining whether to make such certification you should consider the
following factors: (1)  While neither this Board nor the Treasurer will look
beyond the fact of any certification it receives to determine whether there is a
good faith basis for the representation that immediate payment of the refund
would seriously interfere with governmental functions, that does not mean that
the affected companies cannot or will not challenge such representations in
courts. (2)  If you do make a certification to the Treasurer your action in
making a certification to the Treasurer should be taken formally, in an open
public meeting, and for your own protection, should be preceded by as much
supporting evidence as possible being made part of the record. (3)  Subparagraph
(1) of Section 77-1736.04 provides that refunds shall be made within two years
after the final judgment giving rise to them.  Subparagraph (1) also provides
that refunds shall be paid, "as soon as practicable," and Subparagraph (2)
provides that absent a certification to the Treasurer, the refunds shall be paid
immediately.  Obviously, the two-year provision contained in Subparagraph (1)
was intended to ameliorate the impact of large tax refunds by allowing taxing
subdivisions to build such refunds into their budgets for future years in those
cases in which immediate payment of the refunds would interfere with
governmental operations. (4)  Even if it is necessary for your subdivision to
defer payment of the refund, it is not necessary that the payment be deferred
for the entire period allowed by statute.  You are legally authorized, (and
arguably obligated), to direct the Treasurer to make the refund payment as soon
as there are sufficient funds on hand to do so without interfering with your
governmental functions.  Practicable considerations would also support payment
of the refunds in a timely manner, inasmuch as one of the possible consequences
of the cases giving rise to these refunds is total elimination of the tax on
personal property for future years, thus reducing the sources of revenue
available to make the refund payments. The Dakota County Board took action
November 25, 1991.  Thirty (30) days from this date, the Treasurer will make the
refund payments from the funds of all taxing subdivisions which have not made a
certification pursuant to Section 77-1736.04.  This letter is intended to
provide you with as much advance notice as possible so that you will have
sufficient time to take whatever action, if any, is necessary to deal with the
situation.  If you have questions regarding this matter we would encourage you
to contact your attorney and/or the County Attorney's Office as soon as
possible.

     WHEREAS, The Sioux Gateway Airport Authority, Sioux City, Iowa, and Dakota
County, State of Nebraska, desire to enter into an Agreement to admit Dakota
County to the Sioux Gateway Airport Authority; and

     WHEREAS, The Sioux Gateway Airport Authority, initially organized by the
Cities of Sioux City and Sergeant Bluff pursuant to the Code of Iowa, Section
330A, desire to maintain a strong regional airport with the ability to provide
maximum air transportation services at reasonable rates; and

     WHEREAS, a strong regional airport will be the most effective means to
maximize the economic benefits to the surrounding region; and

     WHEREAS, The Sioux Gateway Airport Authority and Dakota County, Nebraska
have agreed on the terms of membership of Dakota County, Nebraska in the Sioux
Gateway Airport Authority.

     NOW THEREFORE BE IT AGREED on this 16th day of December, 1991 by and
between the parties as follows:

     1.  MEMBERSHIP:  Dakota County shall be admitted to the Sioux Gateway
Airport Authority for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 1991 (FY 1992) pursuant
to the terms of membership set forth in the Code of Iowa, Section 330A.7.

     2.  AUTHORITY BOARD:  Dakota County shall elect a representative to the
Board of Directors of the Sioux Gateway Airport Authority pursuant to Iowa Code
330A.5 whose term shall begin July 1, 1991 and shall be for a period of five (5)
years.

     3.  OFFICERS:  The Authority Board shall elect at its annual meeting a
Chairperson from among its membership to serve a two (2) year term.  The Board
will elect a Secretary to serve a two (2) year term and a Treasurer to serve a
two (2) year term.



     4.  POWERS:  The powers of the Authority are:

          (a)  To exercise those powers granted it pursuant to Iowa Code
Section 330A.8.

          (b)  The authority may adopt rules and regulations for the use of
Airport facilities. 5.  FINANCIAL SUPPORT: The Authority endeavors to become
self-supporting.  Should the Authority require contribution from participating
political subdivisions, that contribution shall be provided as follows:

          (a)  Within ninety (90) days of admission of Dakota County to the
Authority, Dakota County shall pay _____________ to the Authority.

          (b)  Prior to December 1 of each year, the Authority shall determine
and certify to each member political subdivision the amount of contribution, if
any to be provided for the following fiscal year.

          (c)  The amount of contribution certified shall be deemed an
obligation of each member political subdivision following adoption of said
contribution in the respective budgetary process, and shall be due and payable
in equal installments no later than November 30 and May 31 of said fiscal year.

          (d)  Such funds when allocated and collected shall be paid to the
Authority for the exclusive and proper use of the Authority including but not
limited to the purchase of land and the acquiring, establishing, constructing,
enlarging, operating, and maintaining of an aviation facility.

          (e)  Any participating member, at their discretion, may elect to make
such other payments, loans, gifts, services or other forms of support to the
Authority.

          (f)  This Agreement shall be renewable annually at the option of
Dakota County and funding obligations shall not be omitted except as above
identified and shall not be deemed an obligation except to the extent that said
agreement is a continuing one.

     6.  ASSETS:  The  City of Sioux City has transferred all real estate,
personalty currently located at the Airport and all contracts, lease
assignments, capital accounts and accounts receivable.  Should the Authority be
dissolved, such realty, chattels, accounts and personalty shall revert to and
revest in the City of Sioux City.

          1.  That in the event Martin's Field is contributed to the Airport
Authority and at the dissolution of said Airport Authority those assets relating
to the facility shall revert to Dakota County.

     7.  MEMBERSHIP APPROVAL:  Membership of the Dakota County in the Sioux
Gateway Airport Authority shall be subject to the approval of the City of Sioux
City, Iowa, the City of Sergeant Bluff, Iowa and Federal Aviation
Administration. 8.  AUTHORITY RESPONSIBILITY TO DAKOTA COUNTY:  In addition to
the responsible operation of the Sioux Gateway Airport for the economic
enhancement of all participating political subdivisions, the Sioux Gateway
Airport Authority shall provide consulting, management and such other services
as may be deemed appropriate to Martin's Field located in Dakota County,
Nebraska.  No public funds shall be expended on Martin's Field except for
determination as to its feasibility as part of the Airport Authority until said
facility shall have been deeded to public use.



     9.  WITHDRAWAL:  In the event that any participating political subdivision
determines to withdraw from membership in the Authority, such withdrawal shall
take place in accord with the Iowa Code Section 330A.7.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea,
Hirschbach-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Chairman Huggenberger signed the
contract with the State Auditor for the 1990-1991 Audit. The South Sioux Tourism
Bureau is having a meeting and invited the Board to attend. Chairman
Huggenberger opened the public hearing on the Hohenstein Road at 2:00 p.m.
Chairman Huggenberger opened the Public Hearing regarding the opening of a road
to the property owned by Kurt Hohenstein as follows: Mr. Hohenstein appeared
before the board and said that he had requested the county to make a road from
the Jenkins corners to the beginning of his property.  During the public hearing
the road was discussed in two parts.  The first one-half of the road ran from
the Jenkins corner to the gates, which is approximately one-half the distance to
Kurt Hohenstein's property line.  The other section of the road runs from the
gates to Kurt Hohenstein's property line. Mr. Hohenstein state that he lived in
a trailer on the property where he now lives.  In 1983 or so they built their
present house.  Prior to Mr. Hohenstein living at the place he does now, he
state that Emory Bates had lived in a little house that is presently on the
site, although it is not lived in and has not been lived in for years. Mr.



Hohenstein said that he was told by George Saunders, former County Highway
Supt., that the section from the Jenkins corner to the gates was a county road.
Therefore, when he purchased the property he got a 30 foot easement from
Cottonwood Flats to extend from his property to the gates.  He indicated that
when he got his mortgage the title insurance company was of the same assumption.
Mr. Hohenstein said that he would like to leave it as it is, but the problem
started back in 1983 when the county dumped a load of gravel on the road and one
of his neighbors stopped the road department and said that this was a lane and
not a county road.  Mr. Hohenstein went on to say that the county has not done
anything to the road as far as maintenance, except removing the snow from said
road in the winter.  EArlier this year neighbors have complained about the
county clearing this road of snow, which prompted him to look in the county
records and he can not find in any records of the county that this is a county
road and therefore is asking the county to make it a county road because he is
landlocked pursuant to Section 39-1716 of the Nebraska Statutes.  He continued
that he only has 30' easement and the statute provides for the county to make
him a road because it is less than 33 feet. In closing, Mr. Hohenstein said that
he would be satisfied with having the county to continue clearing  the snow and
do nothing else.  He said that minimum standards to make it a county road are
that it be 55 feet, but he is not asking for that. The board asked Bruce Hovey,
Highway Supt., his opinion.  Mr. Hovey said that he thought that it was a county
road by perception.  He said he can remember the county maintaining that road
when he worked full time for the county.  He was afraid that if it was not a
road by perception and the county officially opened it as a road now, it should
be a 55 foot road.  He maintained that he felt this was a road by perception.
The board asked Arnold Mellick, County Road Foreman, if he had any recollection
of the maintenance of this road. Mr. Mellick said that he was of the opinion
that it was a county road and that the county has been maintaining it. Mr.
Huggenberger asked if anyone in the audience wished to address the board. Mr.
Duane Jenkins and Neil Krumwiede approached the board.  Mr. Jenkins passed out
three exhibits.  Exhibit A was a statement by David Jenkins which read:  The
road in question has never been a county road.  It was 16.5 feet wide until
December 1, 1980, when Ivan Krumwiede deeded Bill Hohenstein another 23.5 feet,
so they could have more room to get equipment down the road for farming and a
gravel pit.  Before that the 16.5 foot road had a gate on the south end by my
mail box with a sign on it "PRIVATE PROPERTY, NO TRESPASSING". In 1983 the
county plowed a road through the deep snow down that lane.  A few days later
they came back at the request of Bill Hohenstein and widened it, which didn't
need to be done, and in the process pushed snow over and ruined Neil Krumwiede's
and my pasture fences.  (The one I had previously moved over 23.5 foot three
years prior.)  I explained to the county road men (graders) that this road was
not a county road, but they told me they were told to do it by the boss. This
road was deeded to Bill Hohenstein for private use only, all upkeep and
maintenance was, and still is to be, the responsibility of the grantee.  (Bill
Hohenstein).  Who mislead some individuals into thinking this was a county road
and WHY?  If I had a private lane and could get someone to come in and take care
of it for free, that would be great.  And I'm sure every person in Dakota County
would feel the same. This problem is not that anyone doesn't want Kurt
Hohenstein to have a road.  He has a road.  The problem is the means in which
the county has become involved in the situation, and been mislead for the
benefit of a few. I have graded this road for Kurt all these years except last
summer when he got his own tractor and blade.  The thing that bothers me is I
couldn't keep the county from smashing my fence, even after I had told them they
weren't supposed to be in there. I know that everyone involved in this road
KNOWS this lane is NOT A COUNTY ROAD. Signed David Jenkins



Exhibit B was a QUITCLAIM DEED dated December 1, 1980, with Ivan and Ora
Krumwiede grantor who conveyed to William Hohenstein the West 40 feet of the
South Half of the Southeast Quarter, Section 8, Township 27, Range 9, East of
the 6th P.M.

Bother parties realize that this forty feet includes 16.5 feet previously given
for road purposes by Cullinane, a previous owner. Also, grantors make this
conveyance for private road purposes only and grantors shall have the right to
access from said road to and from their fields to the East thereof. Also, all
upkeep and maintenance of said road shall be the responsibility of grantees and
should said premises ever cease to be used as a road, the East 23.5 feet of sai
40 feet shall automatically revert to these grantors, their successors, heirs on
assigns. Exhibit C was an Easement granted by William and Lillian Hohenstein
described as follows:  NE 1/4 of Section 8, Township 27N, Range 9, East of the
6th P.M. Dakota County, Nebraska and the accretion thereto.  The Easement is
recorded in Misc. Record Book 49, Page 313 in the Register of Deeds Office.  The
easement granted unto LeRoy Sorensen and Julia Sorensen the right to travel on
and over and across the following described premises:--A strip of 16 foot in
width, commencing at the SW corner of the NE1/4 of Section 8, Township 27N,
Range 9, East of the 6th P.M. Dakota County, Nebraska and running North along
the west line thereof to the North line thereof, thence East to Omaha Creek, all
in Dakota County, Nebraska. Mr. Duane Jenkins maintained that the property that
was being talked about was not a county road and referred back to Exhibit B
several times to the part of the deed that the grantors made the conveyance for
private road purposes only.  Mr. Jenkins said if this was conveyed as a private
road, how can it be a public road.  He also pointed out the statement made in
Exhibit A by David Jenkins.  He maintained that this was a lane.  In 1980 this
was granted because William Hohenstein was trying to start a gravel pit and he
need some way to get his machinery down there.  Mr. Neil Krumwiede supported Mr.
Jenkins that this was not and is not a county road.  It started in 1983 when the
county opened the road for William Hohenstein and then widened it.  They threw
snow on my fence and busted my fence. Commissioner Hirschbach spoke up and said
that if a property is landlocked that the county had to put in a road.   She
said the difference between now and a few years ago, is that now the land owner
has to pay the cost.  Several years ago that was not true and if the county
maintained this as a road, it may be a county road.  Discussion was had whether
this was a road.  The opponents for making this a road said it was not a road,
but more a lane and Mrs. Hirschbach said that he was landlocked and that is what
the county has to look at. Mr. Krumwiede said he was not land locked.  His dad
owns the land between Kurt's property and the gates. It was brought up that Kurt
did not own the land, therefore he is landlocked. Mr. Krumwiede said that this
is the same situation as with his mother.  NK Farms, Inc. owns the property
between her and the road and that if they were going to make Kurt a road, then
she should have a road. Mr. Huggenberger asked in anybody else wanted to address
the board. Ms. Joyce Jenkins spoke up and said that she was very well acquainted
with this road and as she grew up all she can remember this to be is a lane and
not a road. It was the consensus of most of those present that this was not a
road. Chairman Huggenberger closed the public hearing at 2:50 p.m. Commissioner
Hartnett moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier, to adjourn. ROLL CALL VOTE:

Commissioners Huggenberger, Hartnett, Rohde and Nanci Walsh, Stenographer.
ABSENT:  Commissioners Hirschbach and Bobier. Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded
by Commissioner Hartnett, to approve the minutes of the December 16, 1991
meeting as typed in the official record. ROLL CALL VOTE: Hirschbach-Absent,
Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Absent, UNANIMOUS MOTION
CARRIED Jim Graham appeared before the board regarding the Communications/Civil
Defense Director position.  He presented the five finalists to the board.
Interviews have been set for January 15, 1992 starting at 1:30 p.m. Commissioner
Hirschbach arrived at 10:07 a.m. Betty O'Neill, County Assessor, presented tax
list corrections to the board. Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by
Commissioner Rohde, to approve the tax list corrections as presented by the
County Assessor. ROLL CALL VOTE: Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea,
Bobier-Absent, Hirschbach-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Commissioner Hirschbach
moved, seconded by Commissioner Rohde, to convene as Board of Equalization. ROLL
CALL VOTE: Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Absent, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-
Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED at 10:12 a.m. Betty O'Neill, County Assessor,
presented motor vehicle exemption renewals for Region IV on a 1987 Plymouth
Voyager, Vin: 2P4FH41G7HR178149, and a 1984 Chevrolet Pickup, Vin:
1GCCS14B5EZ104875; and for Goldenrod Hills Community Action Council a 1989 Dodge
Ram Wagon, Vin:  2B5WB35Y8KK317300, and a 1991 Dodge Ram Wagon, Vin:
2B5WB35YMK437976. Commissioner Rohde moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett,
to approve the renewals as presented. ROLL CALL VOTE: Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-
Absent, Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED
Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by Commissioner Rohde, to reconvene as
Board of Commissioners. ROLL CALL VOTE: Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Absent,
Hirschbach-Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED at 10:15 a.m.
Darrell Stanard and Wayne Kubert of Trampe and Associates spoke with the board
regarding the reappraisal.  Commercial properties are up 16%.  Residentials are
up 12% overall and there are 453 pickup permits still to do. Commissioner Bobier
arrived at 10:42 a.m. Dakota County has 417 exempt residential parcels.  AGs are
going up 11%.  Overall change for everything is up 10%. The board discussed
informal notices and hearings. The Board recessed for lunch at 11:52 a.m. The
board reconvened from lunch at 1:37 p.m. Vincent Kramper appeared before the
board and thanked them for his appointment to the Airport Authority Board.  Mr.
Kramper also asked if the Board had any guidance for him in this role.  The
board would first like to know more about the Airport Authority, but requested
that Mr. Kramper keep Martin's Field in mind. Dan Williamson appeared before the
board regarding the jail.  He recommended the board have a study done to help
the criminal justice system work better. Commissioner Hirschbach moved, seconded
by Commissioner Hartnett, to have Dan Williamson initiate a study of the Dakota
County Criminal Justice System by the National Institute of Correction, with no
charge for the initial study. ROLL CALL VOTE: Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-Yea,
Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED Mr. Al
Eveland and Mr. Roger Christensan of Smith Hayes appeared before the board
regarding the bond issue.  Mr. Eveland feels that it would be beneficial to have
the election for the bond issue the end of March rather than February due to the
legislature working on the personal property tax issue.  The board was agreeable
with this. Mr. Eveland also discussed two different financial scenarios. Leonard
Sublet of C & H appeared before the board regarding the storage contract. Mr.
Sublet asked the board if they had any questions or suggestions for him.  He
also stated that without a new contract as of January 1, 1992 the county would
be charged daily storage on the long term vehicles. Commissioner Hirschbach



stated that the board would like to get things worked out. Mr. Sublet discussed
the purpose of the contract. Chairman Huggenberger asked Mr. Sublet for a 30 day
extension of the present contract. Mr. Sublet was agreeable to this.  He stated
that service would continue with or without the contract.  The contract only
governs vehicles held for over 90 days.  At the present time there are only the
Ring and Sergott vehicles.  Mr. Sublet stated that if the county didn't have
those vehicles, there would be no charge.  Mr. Sublet said that if there are no
vehicles that have been stored for over 90 days, there is no storage charge.
Thus, if the Ring and Sergott vehicles left tomorrow (December 24, 1991) there
would be no charge. Commissioner Bobier asked how often vehicles stay beyond 90
days. Mr. Sublet replied that the county has had up to eight vehicles at one
time that were held over 90 days. The board and Mr. Sublet discussed the Ring
and Sergott vehicles. Chairman Huggenbeger asked Mr. Sublet if he would be
willing to get together with Ted Piepho and 1 or 2 commissioners in January to
work out a new contract. Mr. Sublet said he would be. Commissioner Bobier moved,
seconded by Commissioner Rohde, to extend the contract with C & H for one more
month until a new contract can be negotiated. ROLL CALL VOTE: Hirschbach-Yea,
Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, Bobier-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED
Chairman Huggenberger:  Let's go to "open the Hohenstein Road."  Regarding the
opening of the Hohenstein road, we have an opinion from the County Attorney's
Office dated May 31, 1989 which is somewhat of a similar circumstance.  It
concerns the Atokad road. And it reads as follows... Commissioner Hartnett asked
who the County Attorney was at that time. Chairman Huggenberger:  Kurt
Hohenstein and the letter was addressed to the Commissioners.

Dear Gretchen and Commissioners,

     I have been in contact with Bruce Hovey and Arnold Mellick regarding the
Atokad road situation.  To date, no one has been able to find any information
whatsoever which would establish that as a county road.  Unless we can clearly
establish that that is a county road then it would be my opinion that the County
Board of Commissioners has no right to open or close the road.  Accordingly, any
rights or grievances between residents in that area and the association which is
closing the road or restricting access to it would be a private matter between
those individuals.

     Those individuals may have some right to keep the road open through a
prescriptive easement or adverse possession, but that again is a private matter
with which the county should not become involved.  Unless the road is a platted,
open county road the county does not have the right to insist that it remain
open.

     On the other hand, all of those people have the right to demand access to
their property.  If that road is the only reasonable means of access then they
may be able to force the county to open that as a public road which may include
purchasing that property from the rightful owner.  These are all avenues which
must be considered, but until they are actually evident then it would be my



opinion that unless that is an open platted county road the county has no
authority to take any action with respect to it whatsoever.

Kurt A. Hohenstein Dakota County Attorney Chairman Huggenberger:  At  this point
the county board is of the opinion that access is not being denied and that it
is a private road.  Do we need a motion on that or can we stand on that?
Commissioner Rohde:  Probably should have a motion.  I'll move that we
deny...How do we want to describe this? Chairman Huggenberger:  From the mail
boxes... Commissioner Rohde:  ...on North... Chairman Huggenberger:  On North to
the gates be considered a private road. Commissioner Rohde:  Yes. Commissioner
Bobier:  I'll second that. Commissioner Rohde:  Do we want to add anything to
that, Gretchen, as far as the description or what road we are talking about.
Commissioner Hirschbach:  Actually the request was just for a portion of the
road.

Chairman Huggenberger:  But that was before
we could not find evidence that any of it was a public road.  At the last
meeting, at the public hearing, it was generally accepted that the whole thing
was a private road, because it had a private easement on it.  We have a motion
and a second. Commissioner Hirschbach:  I think the only thing that you need to
move, is I think you need to move specifically on the request that was made by
the landowner, so the denial should be based on that particular portion.
Chairman Huggenberger:  That would be from the gates North. Commissioner
Hirschbach:  Right. Commissioner Rohde:  To the edge of his property. Chairman
Huggenberger confirmed this. Commissioner Hirschbach:  Yeah, I think that should
be the specific denial, that request. Chairman Huggenberger called for the vote
on the motion to deny the request of Kurt Hohenstein to make a public road from
the gates North to his property line. ROLL CALL VOTE: Bobier-Yea, Hirschbach-
Yea, Hartnett-Yea, Rohde-Yea, Huggenberger-Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED The
board discussed the request from Dakota City to waive any dispatch fees in
exchange for their share of the radio equipment.
