Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by Commissioner Engel to nominate
Commissioner Huggenberger to serve as the 1997 Chair of the County Board of
Commissioners and the secretary cast an unanimous ballot for Mr. Huggenberger to
be chair.

Superintendent; and to reappoint Arnold Mellick as Planning and Zoning
Administrator for the calendar year 1997.

Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett to establish the
first Wednesday in October as County Government Day.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Bobier- Yea, Hartnett- Yea, Engel- Yea, Meinen- Abstained,
Huggenberger- Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

Vincent Kramper appeared before the board and he was interested in a recycling
program in rural Dakota County. He said he personally used Dakota City's when
it was available, but the county residents really don't have a recycling bin
that is available to them.

Mr. Kramper reminded the board that he was a member of the Environmental Trust
funds and he indicated they would probably approve placing a recycling trailer
in the county if requested. He felt that a good location was by Region IV since
they presently take newspaper. He added that they do not take tin, plastics
etc. and this would allow people to stop and deposit all their recyclables at
one location.

Mr. Kramper talked with the person in charge and she thought it would be okay,
but that it was necessary for her to check with someone else.

He said there would not be a charge for unloading it over town. One problem in
the past was that trash was being throw in the bins. Mr. Kramper stated that
people are better educated and it is not the problem today as it was three years
ago.

Mr. Kramper said that Bloomfield, Nebraska has a trailer that they are not using
and that they would loan it to the county.

The consensus of the board was to go ahead with this arrangement however they
wanted to check something before committing to it.

Arnie Mellick said that he wanted to set dates for the purchase of a motor
grader and that he would put that on the agenda next week.

Mr. Mellick added that most of the 4 lane would be annexed into the city limits
of South Sioux City and that the county would still have approximately 1000 to
1500 feet. He recommended that the county dedicate it to the city because it
would not be practical for the county to take care of that small amount of the
road.



Betty O'Neill, County Assessor, appeared and asked if anything was going to be
done on Vern Larson's request. The board said that the County Attorney Jjust
hasn't been able to meet with Wayne Boyd, Larson's Attorney.

Ms. O'Neill made the board abreast of the Unemployment Claim of Chad Jones. She
also briefly explained the Larson ordeal.

Vice Chair Hartnett, with the absence of Chairman Huggenberger, called their
regular scheduled meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PRESENT: Commissioners Hartnett, Engel, Meinen, Bobier, and Ted Piepho,
Secretary.
ABSENT: Commissioner Huggenberger

Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Engel to approve the minutes
of January 14, 1997 as corrected in the official record.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Hartnett- Yea, Engel- Yea, Meinen- Yea, Huggenberger- Absent,
Bobier- Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

The board reviewed the claims submitted by the County Clerk for Payment.



Chris Voss stopped by to talk about the lease of the school ground across from
the highway by Crystal Lake. He said that he thought the payment of four
hundred and some dollars could come from the grant. Nanci Walsh, assistant to
the board and Ted Piepho, County Clerk recommended that the amount be paid out
the General Fund as a matching contribution to the project.

Commissioner Hartnett recessed the morning session of the County Board at 11:52
a.m.

Commissioner Hartnett reconvened their meeting at 1:30 p.m. with the same
members present as in the morning.

Vincent Kramper appeared before the board and said that Region IV had granted
permission to locate the recycling trailer on their property. He said that they
suggested that the area have some gravel and cement. South Sioux City had
volunteered to furnish the gravel and Mr. Kramper suggested that the county
furnish the small amount of cement that was needed.

Mr. Kramper also said that the village of Bloomfield, NE would loan the
recycling trailer to the county.

Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Engel to accept the
recycling trailer from Bloomfield and that the drop off point be Region IV.

David Phipps, SIMPCO, and Bob Hamilton, Sioux City's Fire Chief, addressed the
board on the idea joining in regional HazMat teams.

They presented a map that diagramed four regions. Union County, Dakota,
Thurston, Dixon and Cedar Counties as Potential Nebraska Counties and Regions
three and four in Iowa.

Their pitch was that it is wvery costly for each county to furnish a HazMat Team
and that having regions would be more practical. The county has the
responsibility for responding to incidents where HazMat materials are spilled.

Mr. Hamilton said that there are nine HazMat Teams in Iowa.

Greg Koinzin said that Dakota County has a Local Response Team and they are
trained to go to an area an secure it. From that point the State Response Team
is called in. It was mentioned that they are made up of individuals from all
over the state and while you are talking about them responding in hours it could
also be a matter of a day or two.

Betty O'Neill, County Assessor, appeared before the board with a Motor Vehicle
Exemption Application submitted by the NE Senior Citizen's Center.

Rod Krogh appeared before the board and asked the board to adopt a Resolution
and to send a letter to the Governor asking him for his help to expedite the
Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality to establish a state ambient air
quality standard for hydrogen sulfide.
Commissioner Engel moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier to adopt Resolution
97-2 and to authorize the Vice Chair to sign the following letter.

RESOLUTION 97-2

WHEREAS, hydrogen sulfide has been identified by the Nebraska Department of
Environmental Quality to exist in Dakota County, Nebraska, at levels that have
exceeded other state ambient air quality standards on numerous occasions; and,

WHEREAS, the presence of this toxic gas in many areas of Dakota County creates
numerous health problems for people that have been exposed, depreciates and
destroys their real & personal property, prevents them from fully enjoying their
property, restricts and discourages economic growth in Dakota County, and has
caused people to move out of the County; and,

WHEREAS, the rapid implementation and enforcement of a stringent State ambient
air quality standard for hydrogen sulfide could potentially curtail hydrogen
sulfide emissions.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Dakota County Board of Commissioners hereby
requests the Governor to instruct the Director of the Nebraska Department of
Environmental Quality to expedite the process of implementing the aforementioned
hydrogen sulfide standard for the protection of the health and welfare of Dakota
County residents.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Engel- Yea, Meinen- Yea, Bobier- Yea, Huggenberger- Yea,
Hartnett—- Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

Robert Giese presented the board with a letter to him from Kathy Hudson.
Betty expressed that her office was not allowed entry when they did the
reappraisal.

Kathy Hudson appeared before the board asking for a correction in her taxes.

The County Assessor's records showed the house to have 1942 square feet and it
was determined that the house only had 1818 square feet. Hudsons paid $82,500
in 87. The value in 95 and 96 was $135,940 and making the correction to square
feet would have been $120,344. This equates to about a difference in $300.00 in
taxes.

Ms. Hudson did not remember not allowing the assessors office entry, but said
that they showed a finished basement in 1990 and they did not finish their
basement until 1992.

An independent appraisal has not been done on the property.

Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett to refund

the amount due based on the new valuation.

County Clerk asked what she felt the fair market value of her house was.

Ms. Hudson said she didn't know because there is a house on Fairmeadows that is
a two story on a 1/2 acre and they have been trying to sell it for months for
$130,000.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Engel- Yea, Meinen- Yea, Bobier- Yea, Huggenberger- Yea,
Hartnett- Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

Mike Applegate and Chris Connelly appeared before the board to answer any
questions that the board had concerning the NE Nebraska Juvenile Detention
Services Contract and or construction of a new building.

Ms. Hartnett informed them that Jail Standards voted to close the present
facility and asked the Attorney General to take that action.

Ms Hartnett said that they were concerned that Mike was behind on his training
and that the Wayne facility was housing more than maximum occupancy.

Chris said that everything has been turned over and is down in Lincoln, but he
did not know who had possession.

Discussion was had as to the cost of the construction and operating of the new
facility in Madison.

Ms. Hartnett stated that Dan Evans began his report saying he had cited NE
Nebraska Juvenile Detention Services for having too many kids and that Mike
Applegate needed training.

Mr. Connelly disputed that Mr. Evan's report did not reflect housing too many
kids, but did cite the training and the physical final plan.



Mr. Applegate said that he forwarded information to Mr. Evans that his training
would be caught up within 90 days and they would be building in Madison, Ne. and
Mr. Evans said fine, that is exactly what he wanted.

Mr. Connelly said that the facility was designed for 14 kids but could house 17
in an emergency, but that emergency was never defined. He acknowledged that
there were times that they exceeded the 14 and even the 17. That was not a
compliance issue. We were not cited for that.

Commissioner Hartnett said, when she reviewed her notes, that they were cited
and under that she has a note about being overcrowded. Ms. Hartnett added that
he may not have stated that that was in his report but that he may have just
alluded to the subject of being overcrowded.

Mr. Applegate explained the formation of the NE Nebraska Juvenile Detention
Services beginning with the Wayne County Sheriff converting his jail to
Detention facility.

Discussion was had what the difference is between the Boys and Girls Home and
the Detention Center.

Mr. Connelly stated that the building would cost 2.8 million and guarantee that
it would not be over $1.41 per capita and would be bonded over a 15 year period
at a rate of 5 to 5 1/2 percent depending what the interest rate is at when
signed.

$1.26 per capita was the rate (without Dakota County) on the original cost.
$130.00 is the rate per day for housing a juvenile for members of the coalition
and $230.00 for non members.

The facility will house 18 lockup and 16 Staff secure beds.

Greg Meyer and another person appeared before the board concerning a subdivision
to be put in by Martins Air field. The board was informed that Planning and
Zoning had to deny their request because Planning and Zoning Regulations call
for 2 acre lots in the type of subdivision that they wanted to put in.

Mr. Meyer, under the 1982 subdivision regulations Class 1 has no requirement for
curb & gutter, side walk, central water or central sewer system and the street
can be gravel.

Class II subdivision requires curb & gutter, side walks, storm drainage, central
water, central sewer and the street must be paved.

What we are proposing is a plat of 100 lots.

Mr. Meyer was asking the board to verbally commit to approve a variance to
Planning & Zoning and the Board of Adjustments.

A couple of board members were concerned about septic tanks. In closing, the
chairman told Mr. Meyer that they (the board) will work with them where ever
they can.

Mr. Mellick said he thought that within 5 years the state would have regulations
that areas of this sort would have to have a central sewer system.

Mr. Cantrell said that two other things were brought up after Arnie left and
that was could the school system and the Fire District handle the additional
subdivision.

Mr. Huggenberger asked what they were going to do with the streets. Mr. Meyer
said that they hoped to dedicate the streets to the county.

Vice Chair Hartnett took the chair, reserved for the chair, for three minutes
during the absence of Commissioner Huggenberger.

Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier to appoint Martin
Rohde to the Planning and Zoning Board.



ROLL CALL VOTE: Meinen- Yea, Bobier- Yea, Huggenberger- Yea, Hartnett- Yea,
Engel- Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

Bob Sheehan, Rich Pope and Jeff Halloway addressed the board concerning the Boys
and Girls Home.

Mr. Sheehan said that he thought the Boys & Girls Home has been able to handle
all Dakota County kids. He thought that they could continue to house Dakota
County kids at the same per diem of $100.00 a day.

Bob Finney and Mari Beth Jackson were in attendance. Discussion was had whether
the kids could be pushed through the system faster. Bob said that we have a
terrible time getting people to show up in court. In fact we recently spent

3500 dollars in jury fees because a person did not show up in court.
Commissioner Meinen asked if there are kids in the system that are so minor that
they should not be held.

Mr. Sheehan said that is a difficult decision to be made on the spur of the
moment. He thought the police were doing a pretty good job. They do not bring
every kid to us.

Discussion led to putting on a probation officer.

Linda Carson, Sheriff's Office, reported that over the week end two juvenile
gang bangers from Kansas City were arrested and the Boys & Girls Home requested
one to be held in Wayne. The two are causing problems with the "want to bes".
Discussion was had whether they could separate them between their two buildings.
Jeff Holloway, Boys & Girls Home, said that they were going to try to keep them
both. This is a rare case and the judge may extradite them tomorrow.

Mary Beth, Deputy County Attorney, said that they were arrested for attempted
burglary and we don't want them on the streets of Dakota County. She said to
answer Jim's question is that the Boys and Girls home only has one staff secure
building.

Commissioner Huggenberger said that Jail Standards keep telling us that if
juveniles are charged with a felony that we can keep them in an adult facility.
Mr. Finney, County Attorney, said you can, but there is still the sight and
sound requirement.

Ms. Carson added that the sight was not the problem, it is the sound, sometimes
I can hear them in my office.

Lance Hedquist, City Administrator South Sioux City, reported that their Finance
Committee has met on the LEC land issue and they believe it is in the best
interest to proceed with the acquisition of the land unconditionally and pay the
thousand dollars down and make arrangements to pay the 64 thousand dollars when
we do the closing for that particular piece of property.

Mr. Finney said to send us a letter that the council has approved it.

Mr. Hedquist said that the council will approve it tonight. The Finance
Committee has approved it.

Commissioner Bobier asked where we are with the other parties that were
interested in that.

Mr. Finney said he had a lot of phone conversations with Golby Uhlir saying what
he and his client were interested in and right now they are uncertain as to how
they want to proceed. Before you take any action, it sounds like the city has
one more step, but we have been around this now since December, so I think we
can negotiate with anybody who wants to in good faith. I want to make sure
everything has been passed with the city.

County Clerk asked Mr. Finney if the County Board could take action pending City
Council tonight.

Mr. Finney said that we could probably do that.



Commissioner Hartnett asked if the other party could deem that we have not
negotiated in good faith.

Mr. Finney did not think so and he cited a sale of a house situation.
Commissioner Hartnett moved that pending what the South Sioux City Council does
tonight, that we sell the county's interest in the LEC land to South Sioux City
with the contingencies as set forth by the County Attorney. Commissioner Bobier
seconded the motion.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Engel- Yea, Meinen- Yea, Bobier- Yea, Huggenberger- Yea and
Hartnett- Yea, ; UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

Mr. Hedquist asked the county if we wanted to participate in a community
attitude survey. He thought the total cost would be $5800 and explained how the
survey works.

No decision was made, but the consensus of the board was that we did not want
to.

Betty O'Neill, County Assessor, appeared before the board on the Vern Larson tax
refund and tax list correction.

Mr. Bobier asked where Mr. Larson was.

Ms. Walsh said that she did not know for sure that the board was going to do
something so she did not notify him.

Mr. Finney reported that he had talked to Wayne.

Jim asked if we had a chance to get this done today and Mr. Finney said yes.

Ms. O'Neill said that Mr. Larson was in her office on Wednesday and accused her
of the fact that his house was the only house that did not have any
depreciation. She presented the board with a list of 370 properties, which are
id South Sioux, that do not have depreciation.

Mr. Bobier asked Ms. O'Neill if she could explain what the criteria is for
depreciation in a house.

Ms. O'Neill said that it is done when the appraisers look at it and she would
have Darrell Standard come before the board sometime.

Mr. Bobier said Vernie has talked to him and said that there are other houses on
his block that have been depreciated 30%. These are new houses.

Ms. O'Neill said that she pulled Oma Rogers, Lance Hedgquist and Steve Nelson and
those three do not have any depreciation.

Mr. Bobier said that he was talking about Leonard Meyers and Betty replied that
she did not know Leonards address otherwise she would look on the list.

Mr. Finney said these are two separate issues. When he first came in he was
concerned that there was a 2nd level listed and he did not have one. However,
there is a basement that somehow got left off.

We have researched the statutes, looked through the stuff and the folks from
Lincoln agree with my opinion of the statutes and that he is entitled to a
refund of 869.87. Look at the sheets and I will walk you through it.

First off the home is older than 1989. Through a clerical error or whatever the
basement was left off. In 1989 to 1991 his tax value was short $242.02 for
those years.

In 1992 it appears there was another error. There was another floor that was
put on that was not there which resulted in the over payment of taxes. The
statute says that a tax payer can come back and recoup only two years; however,
the county can go back to the time of the underpayment. That way the triangle
only covers the last two years 1994 & 1995 coming up with an overpayment of
$1,111.89. Take the underpayment from the overpayment and you get $869.87. The
1996 amount that has not been paid needs to be corrected and I believe that Mr.
Larson 1is entitled to a $869.87 refund and a correction to this years taxes.

The other issue is his depreciation. There are only certain times of the year
that you can go back and adjust values if it is not for clerical errors such as
these. Mr. Finney cited statute on refunds and said the last sentence reads,



"This section may not be used to challenge the valuation of property. The
equalization of property or the constitutionality of a tax."

Once the Equalization Protest Season ends, that is it. If you don't have a
protest in by that time, you're done.

With this case of Mr. Larson's property nothing has changed in years. Yes there
has been this stuff that the board can take action on.

Commissioner Bobier moved to pay the $869.87 to Vernie Larson for tax refund as
outlined by the County Attorney.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Engel- Abstained, Bobier- Yea, Huggenberger- Yea Hartnett- Yea,
and Meinen- Yea; UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

Mr. Finney said the other motion should be for 1996 taking off the upstairs and
adding the basement. The new value should be 159,130 to correct what it would
be without adding the upstairs and taking in consideration of the basement.
Commissioner Hartnett moved that we delete the erroneously added top floor of
Vernie Larson's house and to change the value from 167,440 to 159,130 and to
approve the tax list correction of 193.88 for 1996.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Engel- Abstained, Bobier- Yea, Huggenberger- Yea Hartnett- Yea,
and Meinen- Yea; UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

Commissioners.

Chairman Huggenberger started the meeting by self introduction of all present
and said that we would try to keep this as informal as we possibly can.
The self introductions were as follows:

Walsh - Assistant to the board Dakota County, James Huggenberger - Dakota
County, Dan Cady - Thurston County Highway Supt., Peggy Williams - Editor South

Counties, Marlan Millard - Dakota County Citizen and Peggy Millard - Dakota
County Citizen.

Kenneth Brummond read a list of cost saving measures that were listed at the
County Board Workshop. School Superintendents and Veteran Service Officers were
on the list and that pretty well started discussion on Regional or multi county
officers. It was felt that Regional officers would not defray or decrease
taxes, but if three or four counties combined services could possibly save some
tax dollars.

Supervisor Fleury said that they contracted services for approximately 2500
dollars a year. Thurston County Supervisor echoed the same at 2400 dollars a
year. He felt that all they were doing is to hire a signature for reports.
Dakota County expressed that they were paying about 4200 a year.

Mr. Brummond suggested that maybe the law needs to be changed because none of
the counties represented had any country schools. It was noted that in western
Nebraska they may be needed and then the suggestion was made to make it a local
option.

Discussion was had as to the responsibilities of the County Superintendents.
Their exact duties were not known.

Jim Huggenberger suggested if we were to combine counties that each of the
School Superintendents bid the services.

Mark Casey brought up the possibility that maybe the state should pick up the
tab on Veteran Service Office and the County Supt. I am not so sure that some
of these services should be hanging on property taxes anyway.

Maybe it is time for the state to pick up that whole program. I don't think
anybody would scream local control if we lost the Veterans Service Officer.

The three boards discussed the salaries paid (approximately 42,000) to the
Veteran Officers. Mr. Schroeder thought that three or four counties could share
that office fairly easy.

Frank Morse, Extension Agent, mentioned that he thought there was a bill in the
legislature that would require the state to pick up the 25% of the Extension
Agents Salary that the county is presently paying. If you supported that, that
may help a little bit.

One member of one of the boards said that we really are not talking about saving
money, but shifting the burden.

Another board member said that we should start talking about shifting some money
if we are expected to be at where they expect us to be with the 1lid.



Mr. Schroeder said that we are not going to save much unless you start taking
services away from people. Mr. Casey thought that if we combined three or four
counties on every one of these items listed here, we are still talking about
nickels. Someone said that you are going to pay much more mileage.

Mr. Huggenberger said that they get numerous comments that most of the Veteran
Service Offices are World War II vets and if some are getting around, they are
getting around Jjust barely and some aren't getting around that well.

Someone mentioned that you aren't talking about that much anyway. If the three
of us would combine, you are talking about paying $42,000. salary to the officer
and he is going to need a secretary so you haven't saved

anything.

Unidentified member, "Well if you do that, you just provide less service and
spending the same money."

An unidentified member asked Dakota County members how the Public Defender was
working. Discussion was had that it does well, but the problem is that when
there are multiple offenders, the Public Defender can only represent one and
then you have court appointed attorneys for the others.

Ms. Hartnett said every year they red pencil the officials and that is not the
problem. Its' the things that you can't control that eat you up.

Mr. Schroeder echoed the same. He said you hammer away at the officials every
year and it is almost pathetic some years. You drive them down to save a few
bucks and public defense you budget $20,000 bucks or $50,000 bucks and it just
vanishes.

Ms. Hartnett pointed out that Dakota County had $90,000 budgeted for Jjuvenile
incarceration and a couple months ago we had already spent $78,000. (Special

Note: Presently we are 8 months into our fiscal year)

Mr. Huggenberger called attention to the fact that our Public Defender's budget
is $113,000. and our Legal Defense budget $219,000. for a total of $332.000.

Discussion was had that it is to easy for accused to get court appointed

attorneys. It seems that all they have to do is ask for one and it is
automatic.
A brief discussion was had on E911. Thurston and Dixon Counties have E911 in

parts of the county. That led into discussion about signing the roads and then
the surcharge.

Mr. Huggenberger thought that there should be a surcharge on all the cell phones
because they are capable to use E911 and added that it takes extra work because
nothing flashes on the screen.

Levies were discussed. For township counties it is difficult. If the county is
at max levy of 50 cents and the township is at a max of 25 cents that is a total
of 75 cents. The legislature wants us at 45 cents, how are you going to make it
work?

An unidentified member addressed valuation and pointed out Platte County who he
thought had the lowest levy. They have all the industry and businesses and
valuation. Where you don't have valuation you just can't hardly operate.



The Dakota County Clerk mentioned that the bill in the legislature this year to
do away with the 1% collection fee the treasurers get for collection of school
taxes. Discussion was had that Dakota County would loose 70,000. If that
happens the county would have to raise property tax 2.5% to make up that lose in
revenue. That amounts to just over 1 cent per hundred of value in the county.
Then they want to cut counties back to 30 cents per hundred. The other two
counties agreed that would have an impact on their county also.

The boards discussed the Weed district budgets. It was the consensus that the
weed district budgets were minimal.

Commissioner Huggenberger said what happens if we went to the extreme and just

chucked all three courthouses and combined into one. No one felt that it would
save any money. An unidentified member said look at the state Social Services.
If the information I have is correct they combined 36 offices and it is costing
them more today than it ever has.

Discussion was had about roads. Today people are more demanding. You don't
have people living out in the country that are farming. They live out there and
they have to be to work and they want their road open when they get up.

The boards discussed the subject of the state assessing. The boards did not
know the particulars about this. They shared concern whether the counties would
still have to provide office space and who would people protest to.

The subject of the Register of Deeds. Mr. Dorcey, Dakota County Register, said
that he made about the same as commissioners. He added that his office took in
much more than his office spends. In the other counties the County Clerks serve
exafficio Register of Deeds. It was noted that the legislature controls whether
the counties have Register of Deeds by dictating that they have one at a certain
population.

The boards considered whether they could save money by hiring an Engineer and
serving all three counties. Some members thought that the projects were to
drawn out sometimes taking 3 or 4 years. Someone mentioned that engineers
specialize in different areas such as some are better with engineering bridges
and others would have more expertise in building roads.

Dan Cady, Thurston County Highway Supt., said that he recently bid out an
engineering project and the bids ranged anywhere from 9 to 27 thousand dollars.
He said the project was 400 thousand plus and he expressed that he thought it
helped to bid projects.

Some one mentioned joint purchasing on gravel. One board member said that they
could not get it from a stock pile. Another echoed that they got their gravel
from different gravel pits depending their geographic location in relation to
the county. Dan Cady, Highway Supt. from Thurston County said that he has been
bidding gravel and the cost have lowered every year.

It seemed that the consensus was that the only way to possibly save dollars
worth talking about was to merge counties. Under the same breath they echoed
that they did not feel that would save any amount worth talking about. They
cited school merges, closer to home was the Joint Law Enforcement Center in
which Dakota County and South Sioux City went together. That joint effort is
costing more money.



Marge Meinen, from Dakota County , said that they recently had a joint meeting
with the schools and the cities in which Dennis Poole spoke.

He said the only way school districts could save money is to close schools and
reduce teachers. She said that when she asked him about counties, he commented
that was even more difficult. Ms. Meinen added but the Legislature has directed
us to cut and if we don't they will do it for us.

Joint purchasing was briefly discussed but the delegation thought that sharing
information would be just as beneficial.

The number of miles vs the number of motor graders each county was compared.
Dixon County has 742 miles of road and has approximately 17 motor graders.
Dakota County has approximately 350 miles of road and 7 machines. Mr. Cady
reported that Thurston County had 619 miles of road, however 82 miles are the
responsibility of the Bureau of Indian Affairs and they have 9 motor graders.

The general consensus seemed that the counties felt that they could save a
little money by combining the County Supt. of Schools and the Veterans Service
Officer Offices. It was also felt that they could not save a great amount by
doing so. Several thousand dollars or so.

General discussion was had in which topics changed with each sentence. 1In
closing the three boards felt it would be beneficial to meet again in 6 months
and August was decided upon.

Supervisor Curry moved, seconded by Supervisor Schroeder to adjourn for Dixon
County Supervisors.

In statistics released by the Court Administrators' office yesterday the
Dakota County Court staff ranked second out of ninety-three counties in the
number of cases per full time employee handled by them in 1996. Our staff
handled 1,863 cases per employee. In comparison Douglas County handled 1,585 and
Lancaster County handled 1,078 per full time employee. The lowest in the state
was 188.71 and the only county higher handled 1,973 cases.

These statistics demonstrate the high degree of dedication to public service
that our County Court staff have and the hard work they do day in and day out.
I'm proud of their efforts.

I hope that you will convey this information to the County Commissioners at
your earliest convenience.

The recommendation to establish the two additional entities were made by Craig
Tiedtke, Region IV Director of Finance and Administration to provide flexibility
and asset protection. With past and current legislation being considered in
Lincoln. namely LB 587 "Partnership Act", LB 871 deletion of County
Contributions for Interlocal Entities, and LB 1059 last year that would have
abolished Regional Governing Boards formed under Interlocal agreements it became
apparent that assets accumulated over the years of service could be in Jjeopardy.
Therefore, it became clear that the preferred legal way to protect accumulated
assets was to transfer those assets to a 501C Public Nonprofit Corporation and
separate assets from the services provided. As you will notice the assets will
be transferred from Region IV Office of Developmental Disabilities [interlocal)
to Region IV Inc 501C Public Non-Profit wholly owned by the counties. NorthStar
of Nebraska Inc. will provide us with the opportunity to separate and provide
services under a 501C Public Non-Profit rather than the current interlocal
agreement.

I have been around long enough to know that local governments cannot completely
insulate themselves from the legislature however prudent local entities by the
same token should do every thing they can to minimize negative impacts. I would
also note the assets referred to above are substantial and were accumulated with
rules and regulations that prohibited the use of State General or Federal funds

The chairman referred the bids to the Road Committee.

Frank Morse, Extension Agent, presented the board with material explaining some
of the programs, etc. of the Extension Office. The primary focus was on the
Interlocal Agreement for the Provision of Cooperative Extension Services as
follows:
Interlocal Agreement for the Provision of
Cooperative Extension Services

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between the Board of Regents
of the University of Nebraska on behalf of the Institute of Agriculture and
Natural Resources, Division of Cooperative Extension ("UN Cooperative
Extension") and the undersigned County Board(s) of Commissioners or Supervisors
on behalf of the county or their respective counties (the "County(ies)") and the
county extension organization, organized and operated pursuant to Neb. Rev.
Stat. ##2-1601 et seqg., R.R.S. 1943 (the "Extension Board").

WHEREAS, the Smith-Lever Act (7 U.S.C. #342 et seq.) makes certain
provisions for cooperative extension applicable to such services in the State of
Nebraska; and

WHEREAS, Neb. Rev. Stat. #2-1601 et seq., R.R.S. 1943 authorizes the
executive board of the Extension Board to furnish such services in conjunction
and cooperation with UN Cooperative Extension; and

WHEREAS, Neb. Rev. Stat. #13-801 et seq., R.R.S. 1943 (the "Nebraska
Interlocal Cooperation Act") further authorizes the parties hereto to unite
their efforts and resources to accomplish the intent of this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the undersigned parties do so wish to unite their efforts and
resources to provide to the citizens of the County(ies) cooperative extension
services in a climate of mutual respect giving due consideration to the needs of
all parties, said services to include, but not be limited to programs
supporting, Agriculture and Natural Resources; Family and Consumer Sciences; 4-H
and Youth; and Community Resource and Economic Development.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing recitals and their mutual
covenants hereinafter expressed, the parties agree as follows:

1. Terms and Renewals. This Agreement will be effective July 1, 1997, for a
term of one year. The Agreement will renew automatically for additional one year
terms, unless terminated as otherwise provided for in this Agreement.

2. Applicable Law. This Agreement is entered into pursuant to and governed by
the laws of the State of Nebraska, and in particular under the authority of Neb.



Rev. Stat. #2-1601 et seq., R.R.S. 1943, and the Nebraska Interlocal Cooperation
Act, and should be construed in conformity with those provisions.

3. Administration. Except as more specifically described herein, this Agreement
will be administered by the Extension Board and the District Directors of UN
Cooperative Extension. The County(ies) Board(s) of Commissioners or Supervisors
in accordance with the Constitution and Bylaws of the Extension Board, after
careful consideration of any recommendations or input received from UN
Cooperative Extension. A liaison of the County(ies) Board(s) of Commissioners or
Supervisors may be appointed to the Extension Board, but may not serve as an
active (e.g. voting) member of the Extension Board. The Extension Board will
consist of no fewer than three and no more than twelve registered voters
residing in the County(ies), as approved by the County(ies) Board(s) of
Commissioners or Supervisors. Should this Agreement bind more than one County,
numerical representation on the Extension Board will be determined by resolution
and agreement between the participating County Boards and will consist of the
following number of members from each county:

Dakota County 12
Thurston County 08
Wayne County 06
Dixon County 07

No additional separate legal entity is hereby created to conduct the
undertakings set forth herein. The Extension Board (whether representing one or
multiple counties) authorized under Neb. Rev. Stat. 2-1601 et seqg. will be
responsible for the administration of the extension education program described
in this Agreement.

4. Insurance; Errors and Omissions. The County(ies) will provide UN
Cooperative Extension with a certificate or other evidence of insurance,
establishing that the members of the Extension Board are insured for general
liability and for errors and omissions, in amounts and with an insurer approved
by UN Cooperative Extension, such approval not to be unreasonably withheld.
Upon request, UN Cooperative Extension may arrange for insurance coverage
through existing University insurance policies or its self-insurance trust.
However, any such arrangement will not relieve the County(ies) of the
responsibility to provide and pay for the insurance.

5. Method of Finance. Funding necessary to accomplish the undertakings set
forth in this Agreement will be provided for as set out in Neb. Rev. Stat. 2 -
1601 through 2-1608, R.R.S. 1943 and may be provided for as set out in Neb. Rev.
Stat. 13-318 through 13-326, operative on July 1, 1998, provided the County(ies)
comply with the requirements described in the Nebraska Interlocal Cooperation
Act. Should any County party to this Agreement, determine to avail itself of
the provisions of Neb. Rev. Stat. 13-320 (Supp. 1996), as it may be amended, the
County's Board of Commissioners or Supervisors will in any such action,
specifically state the manner of levying, collecting and accounting for the tax
authorized in Neb. Rev. Stat. 13-320. Should this Agreement bind more than one
County, the Counties agree that they will contribute to the annual budget
established by the Extension Board in the following proportions:

Dakota County 42.4%
Dixon County 16.2%
Thurston County 13.3%
Wayne County 26.1%



However, it is agreed in any case the claims made relating to the
undertakings described in this Agreement will be the joint and several
liabilities of all Counties party hereto.

6. Open Meetings Laws. The activities of the Extension Board will be
conducted in conformity with Neb. Rev. Stat. 84-1408 through 84-1414, R.R.S.
1943, or any other applicable Public Meetings Laws.

7. County(ies) Obligation to Support the Extension Program. The County (ies)
in conjunction with the Extension Board will:

a. Develop program objectives, goals and needs.

b. Evaluate the program's ability to meet objectives and engage in
strategic planning in order to facilitate improvements.

c. Provide recommendations and other input to the University of Nebraska-
Lincoln, regarding the placement (including participation in any interview
process conducted by the University of Nebraska-Lincoln), evaluation, job
descriptions and duties, and termination of those University of Nebraska-Lincoln
employees (i.e. Extension Educators and Extension Assistants), providing
services to the County(ies) pursuant to this Agreement.

d. Provide support/clerical staff (including both hiring and termination
responsibilities), in numbers and qualifications commensurate with the realistic
needs of the program, employed by the County(ies) pursuant to County(ies) human
resource policies, benefit policies and all other County(ies) terms of
employment, after careful consideration of the recommendations and input of UN
Cooperative Extension.

e. Provide facilities adequate to accomplish program objectives, including
but not limited to, appropriate quantities of office space with clear
identifying signage, phone service, office equipment, supplies, utilities and
reimbursement of permitted travel expenses for all program personnel, including
the Extension Educators and Extension Assistants provided to the program by UN
Cooperative Extension.

f. Provide for reasonable professional development and continuing
education experience when such experience benefits the purposes of the program.

g. After carefully considering the input of UN Cooperative Extension,
develop and approve as required by Neb. Rev- Stat. 2-1606 or 2-1607, R.R.S.
1943, a program budget realistically designed to accomplish the goals of the
program and to pay claims and expenditures made for the purposes of furthering
the program.

h. Provide to UN Cooperative Extension the annual financial report filed
with the County Clerk.

8. UN Cooperative Extension Obligations. UN Cooperative Extension will
provide its Extension Educators and Extension Assistants to the program in a
number and with the gqualifications determined by UN Cooperative Extension best
suited to meet the program needs, as indicated by the Extension Board's program
design and budget. At all times, these Extension Educators and Extension
Assistants will be employees of the University of Nebraska, subject to the terms
and benefits of employment applicable to the University. Prior to the
placement, evaluation or removal of any Extension Educator or Extension



Assistant, UN Cooperative Extension will carefully consider the recommendations
and input of the Extension Board. UN Cooperative Extension further agrees that:
(1) it will provide reasonable professional development and continuing education
experience for its Extension Educators and Extension Assistants when such
experience benefits the purposes of the program; and (2) it will provide access
to and support from such programs, information and other resources, belonging to
the University of Nebraska, which it deems necessary and feasible to serve the
Extension Board's program goals and objectives; and (3) it will coordinate
efforts to more efficiently deliver shared local county programming to multiple
extension organizations through the use of Extension Programming Units ("EPU").
Finally, UN Cooperative Extension will provide its District Directors to assist
in the administration of this Agreement and act as a liaison between the
Extension Board and UN Cooperative Extension.

9. Unit Leader. UN Cooperative Extension, after careful consideration of the
recommendations and input of the Extension Board will appoint one Extension
Educator to function as Unit Leader. The Unit Leader will:

a. Provide input and advice to the Extension Board on programming,
budgetary and personnel concerns.

b. Provide administrative support to the Extension Board.

c. Supervise day-to-day operations in conjunction with meeting program
objectives.

d. Supervise program staff, including both UN Cooperative Extension

Assistants and County(ies) employees, providing input to the County(ies)
regarding performance review of County(ies) employees, and providing additional
input regarding personnel and day-to-day personnel decisions in conformance with
applicable human resources policies.

e. Assist in establishing Advisory Boards as provided for in the
Constitution and Bylaws of the Extension Board.

f. Such other responsibilities as the parties here to may mutually agree.

10. UN Cooperative Extension Annual Fee. In payment for those services
described in this Agreement and supplied to the County(ies) by UN Cooperative
Extension, the County(ies) will pay UNCooperative Extension the amount of $

due and payable in four equal installments on or before October
31, January 31, April 30 and June 30 of each year this Agreement remains in
place. No later than 90 days prior to the annual renewal of this Agreement, UN
Cooperative Extension may notify the County(ies) of any change in the annual
fee. Unless, within 30 days of the delivery of any such notice, the Extension
Board informs UN Cooperative Extension that it does not wish to renew this
Agreement, the fee change will become operative upon the annual renewal of this
Agreement.

11. Proration of Fee for Inability to Provide University Personnel. The
parties hereto recognize that in certain instances (e.g. reassignment,
retirement, or other termination of employment) the UN Cooperative Extension may
not be able to supply an Extension Educator or Extension Assistant for the
entire term of this Agreement. The County(ies) agree that such absences are
acceptable, so long as UN Cooperative Extension takes reasonable actions to



address the need for replacement personnel in such a way as to preserve the
integrity of the Extension Board's program. However, when such personnel
absences occur, UN Cooperative Extension will reduce the fee set out in section
10. on a prorated basis.

12. Grants and Other Monies Collected. Prior to the Extension Board's

application for grant funds or other similar kinds of restricted gifts, the
Extension Board will fully inform UN Cooperative Extension of the grant and it's

applications. Prior to submitting any such grant application, UN Cooperative
Extension and the Extension Board will mutually agree upon the use and
administration of the funds. 1In addition, the Extension Board will administer

the extension organization's revolving account and apply such funds solely to
the purposes of the cooperative extension program.

13. Property Ownership. Any property, personal or real, acquired for purposes
of furthering the goals and objectives of the program, will be owned by the
entity contributing the funds for the purchase of the property. Should more
than one entity contribute to the purchase of the property, then the property
will be owned by the contributor in proportion to the contribution.

14. Termination. Except as more specifically described in Section 10., this
Agreement may be terminated at any time, by any party hereto for any or no
reason, upon no less than 90 days prior written notice, given to all parties.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, should the vote of any County made in accordance
with Neb. Rev. Stat. 2-1604, R.R.S. 1943, require that no appropriation be made
for the extension program, then this Agreement will terminate commensurate with

the date the appropriation ceases to exist. Should this Agreement be terminated
in any manner for any reason, any property dedicated to the program will be
returned to the entity owning such property. In those instances where one or

more entity owns the property, unless the parties agree otherwise, the
property will be sold in a commercially reasonable manner of disposition, and
the owners will share the sale proceeds according to their respective ratios of
ownership.

15. Employment Discrimination. Pursuant to Neb. Rev. Stat. 48-1122, R.R.S.
1943, the parties hereto will not discriminate against any employee or applicant
for employment, to be employed in the performance of this Agreement, with
respect to hire, tenure, terms, conditions, or privileges of employment, because
of race, color, religion, sex, disability, or national origin.

16. Compliance with the Law. The parties hereto agree to comply with any and
all laws, rules and regulations, whether local, state or federal, required in
the administration and execution of the terms and provisions of this Agreement.

17. Hold Harmless. The County (Counties) will save and hold harmless UN
Cooperative Extension and its individual officers and employees from any and
all claims and liabilities of whatever nature which may arise from the County's
(Counties') operations, activities and obligations, including the acts or
omissions of its Board(s) of Commissioners/Supervisors, officers, employees,
agents or other representatives; provided, however, said indemnification will
not extend to any negligence attributable to UN Cooperative Extension. UN
Cooperative Extension will save and hold harmless the County (Counties) and its
(their) individual officers and employees from any and all claims and
liabilities of whatever nature which may arise out of UN Cooperative Extension's
operations, activities and obligations, including the acts or omissions of its



Board of Regents, officers, employees, agents or other representatives;
provided, however, said indemnification will not extend to any negligence
attributable to the County (Counties).

18. Authority. The undersigned represent that each has the authority to bind
the respective public body to this Agreement and that any and all actions on the
part of any governing board, committee or officer has been taken to authorize
the execution of this Agreement. The undersigned further warrant that this
Agreement does not conflict with the terms of any other contract to which it is
bound or any Constitution, Bylaws or other document governing the activities of
the respective parties.

19. Notice, Amendment, Waiver. Whenever notice may be required under this
Agreement, such notice will be deemed to have been duly given, served and

delivered, when mailed by certified mail, postage prepaid, addressed to:

or such other address as such party provides in writing to the other (s)
subsequent to the execution of this Agreement by certified mail, postage
prepaid. None of the terms and conditions of this Agreement will in any manner
be altered, amended, waived, or abandoned, except by written agreement of the
parties, and no delay by any party in enforcing any of its rights hereunder will
be deemed a waiver of such rights.

20. Miscellaneous. This Agreement sets forth the entire understanding of the
parties and supersedes any and all prior contracts, agreements, arrangements,
and understandings related to the subject matter hereof. This Agreement will be
binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties and their respective
successors, legal representatives and assigns. The section headings of this
Agreement are for convenience of reference only and do not form a part hereof
and do not in any way modify, interpret or construe the intentions of the
parties. The opening recitals in this Agreement are incorporated into and
agreed upon as terms of the Agreement.

21. Assignment. No party will sell or assign any rights granted to it under
this Agreement in whole or in part unless it has received prior written approval
from all other parties, expressly authorizing such sale or assignment.

roads without any preliminary survey and cause them to be worked in the same
manner as other public roads; Provided, any damages claimed by reason of any
such road shall be appraised and allowed in the manner provided by law. The
county board shall cause existing government corners along such line to be
perpetuated by causing to be planted monuments of some durable material, with
suitable witnesses, and causing a record to be made of the same and if
government corners are lost or obliterated, the county board shall cause the
corners to be located in the manner provided in the manual of instruction for
government surveys, The county board shall cause such work to be performed by
the county surveyor or if there is no county surveyor in the county, by some
other competent land surveyor.

39-1411. Road and bridge records, who must keep; carrying capacity posted on
bridges.

The county highway superintendent or some other qualified person designated by
the county board shall keep in his office a road record which shall include a
record of the proceedings in regard to the laying out, establishing, changing,
or discontinuing of all roads in the county hereafter established, changed or
discontinued, and a record of the cost and maintenance of all such roads. Such
person shall record in the bridge record, a record of all county bridges and
culverts showing number, location and description of each, and a record of the
cost of construction and maintenance of all such bridges and culverts. Such
person shall cause to be firmly posted or attached upon each bridge in a
conspicuous place at each end thereof a board or metal sign Showing the carrying
capacity or weight which the bridge will safely carry or bear,

39-1412. County bridges; loads exceeding posted capacity; no damage recovery;
penalty.

Any person driving across or going upon any county bridge with a greater weight
than the carrying capacity or weight posted or attached thereupon as provided in
section 39-1411, shall recover no damages from the county because of any
accident or injury which may happen to him upon such bridge. Such person shall,
for entering upon any such bridge with a greater weight than the carrying
capacity or weight posted thereupon as provided in section 89-1411, be guilty of
a Class III misdemeanor.

39-1713. Isolated land; access; affidavit; petition; hearing before county
board; time.

When any person shall present to the county board an affidavit satisfying it (1)
that he or she is the owner of the real estate described therein located withIn

the county, (2) that such real estate is shut out from all public access, other
than a waterway, by being surrounded on all sides by real estate belonging to
other persons, or by such real estate and by water, (3) that he or she is unable

to purchase from any of such persons the right-of-way over or through the same
to a public road or that it cannot be purchased except at an exorbitant price,
stating the lowest price for which the same can be purchased by him or her, and
(4) asking that a public access be provided in accordance with section 39-1716,
the county board shall appoint a time and place for hearing the matter, which
hearing shall be not more than thirty days after the receipt of such affidavit.
The application for such access may be included in a separate petition instead
of in such affidavit.

39-1714. Isolated land; access by private road only; affidavit; petition;
hearing before county board.

Whenever all the other conditions prescribed by section 39-1713 are present and,
instead of being entirely shut off from all public roads, the oily access by any
owner of real estate to any public road is by an established private road less



than two rods in width, the county board shall, upon the filing of an affidavit
or affidavit and petition, substantially in the manner set forth in section 89-
1713, setting forth such facts, appoint a time and place and hold a hearing
thereon in the manner set forth in section 39-1713.

39-1715. Isolated land; access; hearing; notice; service; posting.

When a hearing is to be held as provided in sections 39-1713 and 39-1714 the
County board shall cause notice of the time and place of the hearing to be given
by posting notices thereof in three public places in the county at least ten
days before the time fixed therefore At least fifteen days' written notice of
the time and place of the hearing shall be given to all of the owners and
occupants of the lands through which such access may pass. The notice shall be
served Personally or by leaving a copy thereof at the usual place of abode of
each occupant of such lands and, whenever possible, by either registered or
certified mail to the owners of such land.

39-1716. Isolated land; access road; width; damages; Powers of county board;
costs; maintenance.

The county board shall, if it finds (1) that the conditions set forth in section
39-1713 or 39-1714 exist, (2) that the isolated land was not isolated at the
time it was purchased by the owner, (3) that the isolation of the land was not
caused by the owner or by any other person with the knowledge and consent of the
owner, and (4) that access 1s necessary for existing utilization of the isolated
land, proceed to provide public access and, if it finds that the amount of use
and the number of persons served warrants such action, may lay out a public road
of not more than four nor less than two rods in width, to such real estate. The
county board shall appraise the damages to be suffered by the owner or owners of
the real estate over or through which the access shall be provided. Such damages
shall be paid by the person petitioning that such access be provided. For any
real estate purchased or otherwise acquired after January 1.1982, for which
public access is granted pursuant to sections 39-1713 to 39-1719, the person
petitioning for such access shall also reimburse the county for all engineering
and construction costs incurred in providing such access. In those cases in
which public access is granted pursuant to sections 39-1713 to 39-1719, the
county shall not be responsible for future maintenance unless a public road was
laid out.

39-1717. Isolated land; location of access road.

Whenever possible, access provided pursuant to sections 39-1713 to 39-1719 shall
be along section lines. when the most practicable route for the public access as
provided in section 39-1716 shall be adjacent to a watercourse, the land to be
taken for such access shall be measured from the edge of the watercourse.

39-1718. Isolated land; access road; order of county- board; award of damages;
payment; filing of order.

Upon the providing of public access as provided for by section 39-1716, the
county board shall make and sign an order describing the same and file it with
the county clerk, together with its award of damages which order shall be
recorded by the clerk; Provided, the amount assessed as damages to the owner or
owners of said real estate shall be paid to the county treasurer before the
order providing such access shall be filed.

39-1718.01- Isolated land; changes in law; applicability.
Sections 39-1713 and 39-1715 to 39-1718 shall not apply if public access has
bean granted prior to July 17, 1982.

39-1719. Isolated land; access road; award; appeal; procedure.



Any party to an award as provided by section 39-1718 may, within sixty days
after the filing thereof, appeal therefrom to the district court of the county
where the lands lie. The appeal shall be taken by serving upon the adverse party
a notice of such appeal and filing such notice and proof of service thereof with
the clerk of the court within the sixty days. Thereupon the appeal shall be set
down for hearing at the next term of the court- It shall be heard and determined
in like manner as appeals from awards in condemnations as provided in sections
76-704 to 76-724. Such appeal shall not affect the right or authority of the
petitioner to the use of the roadway under the award of the appraisers. The
applicant shall in case of appeal file such additional security as maybe
required by the county board for such costs and damages as may accrue against
him or her by reason of such appeal. If on appeal the appellant does not obtain
a more favorable judgment and award than was given by the appraisers, such
appellant shall pay all the costs of such appeal. Either party to such suit may
appeal from the decision of the district court to the Court of Appeals, and the
sum deposited as provided in this section shall remain in the hands of the
county treasurer until a final decision is had.

39-1720. Roads to bridge on county line; opening; maintenance; closing or
vacating.

Where there is, or may be hereafter constructed, a public bridge across a stream
dividing two counties, it shall be the duty of the county boards of such
counties to open and keep open within their respective counties a public road
leading from such bridge to the most convenient public road. Each county shall
bear the expense necessary to open and maintain such roads in good condition for
travel. Such roads shall not be closed or vacated except by concurrent action
of the county boards of both counties.

The Dakota County Commissioners support the establishment of ambient air quality
standards to address the hydrogen sulfide problem in our county. This toxic gas
has caused many health problems, devalued property, and diminished the quality
of life for numerous residents of Dakota County. Your Environmental Quality
Council's support for protective health-based standards would be appreciated.

The Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality's ambient air monitoring
program in Dakota County has taken readings as high as 50 ppm (parts per
million). Many other readings over 1 ppm have been documented over the past
year and a half. These levels in the ambient setting are unacceptable and when
they enter our homes they are totally unacceptable.

From an economic development standpoint, our county's ability to attract new
residents, businesses, and industries is directly impacted by the presence of
this toxic gas.

We appreciate the Environmental Quality Council's support for ambient air
quality standards that will protect the health and welfare of all Nebraska
residents. Thank you for your thoughtful consideration.

Chairman Huggenberger called their regular scheduled meeting to order at 10:00
a.m.

Eldon Maxim with the Department of Motor Vehicles appeared before the board and
suggested that the modular building (annex) be remodeled to include a waiting
room for people who are not testing to lounge in. He said that they have
received several comments of the noise while people have been testing. He
suggested a 9' X 12' room. He also advised the board that they wanted to employ
a person over there on Thursday & Fridays to assist in Issuing ID cards which
will be the departments responsibility after July 1, 1997.

Jan Brown and Diane Spink addressed the board and was concerned that they would
not have enough room for their clinics. Their other concern was that they have
a clinic on some Thursdays and Fridays.

Ms. Brown said that the clinics could be moved to another day, but that can't
happen over night. She thought at least 3 months and maybe more.

Chairman Huggenberger called their regular scheduled meeting to order at 1:30

p.m.

PRESENT: Commissioners Huggenberger, Meinen, Bobier, Engel and Ted Piepho,
Secretary.

ABSENT: Commissioner Hartnett.

Commissioner Engel moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier to approve the minutes
of June 30, 1997 as typed.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Hartnett- Absent, Engel- Yea, Meinen- Yea, Bobier- Yea and
Huggenberger- Yea; UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

Kurt Rager appeared before the board on behalf of Estella Jackson. Mr. Rager 1is
her attorney and appealed the disapproval of Ms. Jackson's Homestead Exemption
Application by the County Assessor.

Mr. Rager stated that there was nothing wrong with the guardian or conservator
signing the application. The problem is that Estella is not occupying the home
as she is in a nursing home. In looking at the statutes it would appear that



she would have to actually be living in the home and in this case she is not.
At the time I did not have access to the language and I would to protect the
appeal.

John Nelson appeared before the board concerning Dakota County Road #37. Mr.
Nelson started by saying that the County Board is the only one that has the
power to close or open a road.

Mr. Huggenberger said that we (the county) were going to open the road.

Mr. Nelson said that there is an obstacle in the road and discuss.

The board said that they were going to take the gates down if Mr. Olson does not
do it within the time frame satisfactory to the county.

Mr. Nelson said that he talked to the sheriff and mentioned that Mr. Treadway
had put up a barricade and within 2 hours it was taken down. The sheriff would
not tell Mr. Nelson who ordered it taken down, but Mr. Bobier said it was
probably the board. Mr. Nelson was concerned that they took the barricade down
that Mr. Treadway put up, but did not take the gate put up by Olson's. What he
did not mention was that the barricade that Mr. Treadway put up was county
barricades.

Mr. Nelson said that the road has never been a law suit in the courts. All the
law suits have been over the water. The only way it could stay closed for 5
years is by conspiracy. The only reason that road is closed is because June

Olson wants it closed and you are keeping it closed.

Mr. Bobier told Mr. Nelson that they think their problems are going to flush
right down the road ditches, but they won't.

Mr. Bobier asked why do we not take the gates down now? The court case is over.
Mr. Mellick said that the court has ruled that it is a road. They have also
ruled that the easement was a good easement and that enabled Mr. Olson to close
the ditch. He thought that the county should be able to take the gates down.
Mr. Mellick said that the road is scheduled to be built in August and talked
about a good road down through there.

Mr. Huggenberger stated that he thought the designation of the road could go
either way. He was speaking in relation whether it was a minimum maintenance
road or a fully maintained road. He mentioned that he has heard that the State
Games and Parks apparently is contemplating putting a road to the river and have
boat ramp accessibility. If that should happen there is no sense to have two
all weather roads that close in proximity to the river.

Mr. Nelson asked if there was anything to do with peoples names as to whether
they get a good road out there. He thought that the land owners next to the
river wanted a road out there. You're only going to give them a minimum
maintenance road?

Mr. Bobier said if they would build out there it would be a nicely graveled road
out there, but if now one uses it, it does not make sense to spend 4 or 5
thousand dollars for gravel.

Mr. Nelson accused the board of holding up the water and leaving the gate up for
5 years. Mr Nelson accused the board of selective law enforcement, referring
that the county had taken the barricades down that Earl Treadway put up, but had
not taken the gates down that June Olson put up.

Betty O'Neill, County Assessor appeared before the board.

Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Meinen to convene as Board
of Equalization.

Joyce Surber applied for Homestead for a Disabled person and she was given a
Physicians Certification of Disability for Homestead Exemption Form 458B. # 5



on the form says Exemption for individual who has neuromuscular of neurological
disease such as to preclude locomotion. (If 5 is checked, 5a and 5b MUST be
answered.

5a says neuromuscular of neurological disease is a progressive nature and yes
was checked.

5b says as a result of neuromuscular of neurological disease, applicant requires
use of crutches, braces, canes, artificial limbs, or wheelchair for mobility and
no was checked. Ms. O'Neill added that 5b must be yes.

Ms. Surber said that both her and her husband are disabled and her Social
Security papers say she is disabled. She said that she can not be up all day
like normal people and she can not do the things normal people do. I can't vac,
which normal people do.

Ms. O'Neill said that she doesn't necessarily go along with the state and
sympathizes with her. She added that there are people with cancer and heart
situations that are rejected.

Ms. Surber said that she did not agree with the state and somebody ought to do
something.

Jack Lemon, World Wide Salvage appeared before the board and said that his
accountant mailed his Personal Property Schedule on April 1l6th. It was not his
fault that we do not have his schedule.

Ms. O'Neill said that he still has not returned his depreciation schedule.
Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Meinen to reduce the penalty
assessed World Wide from 50% to 10% provided the Mr. Lemon files his
depreciation schedule within 10 days.

Mr. Finney appeared before the board and Mr. Huggenberger told Mr. Finney that
Mr. Nelson appeared before the board and was upset that the county had not taken
down the gates.

Mr. Bobier say why don't we just go down and take the gates down?

Mr. Finney, I just want to wait until the county is ready to go. The land
owners could go through any number of procedural things and I just want to make
sure we have our ducks in a row. We also have a request from land locked
landowners out there to open the road.

Jack asked what would happen if we opened the road and everybody makes little
ditches and water drains on Olsons.

Mr. Finney said we are responsible for anything that we do that is unnatural.

Ms. Meinen said the perception out there is that the board is favoring one
person over the rest of the people in the county who have a right to access that
road and if it meant that we started tomorrow and shuffled a little dirt around,
I think it would be worth it.

Jack said that it was not a road, but a corn field.

Ms. Meinen said that she had to side with Mr. Nelson that if it is a road and
has never been closed, then it is a road.

Discussion was had that it was like a field and it would be disaster for 4
wheelers etc to go down there and tear it up.

Ms. Meinen said there is a perception out there that we are delaying and she
didn't want to be part of that.

Mr. Engel said that earlier it was scheduled for July, now it's August or
September.

It was agreed that they all were tired of hearing about it and Mr. Mellick said
he could start on it tomorrow if the board wanted.

Jack said that the county did not want to do anything as long as it was in the
courts.

Mr. Finney said that it was a road that leads to nowhere, but if they wanted to
get started, fine.

It was determined that we could take down the gate and put up a barricade. Mr.
Mellick said we should get it on the minimum maintenance. Then we can always
upgrade.

It was determined that the road would not obstruct Mr. Olson.

Commissioner Engel moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier to direct the County
Attorney to write a letter to the landowners that put up the gate on County Road
#37 to remove it and that the deadline for removing the gate is the beginning of
the business day July 21, 1997.

Commissioner Meinen asked Mr. Finney about the tax certificates and cited a
situation where an individual, who owed approximately $20,000 in back taxes,
mentioned to Mr. Giese that he was aware that he owed that much, but that he may
as wait until action was taken before he paid them. Ms. Meinen also mentioned
that Mr. Giese said that he would have 51 tax certificates on the books October
1 and added, if we can get some off the books, it means money in the county's
coffers.

The board considered the Contract with Great Plains Appraisal and whether to
sign one year or a three year contract.

Ms. Meinen reported that her and Jackie met last week and tried to determine
what due cause was in the contract. They talked about various possibilities
which included if they were not able to pay them. She stated that Mr. Finney
said that if they went with the three year and had to get out of the contract
for whatever reason, that it would be a little more complicated because you
would be prorating moneys.

She said that if they took the three year and canceled after a year that they
would not honor the three year amount and it might be cleaner if the board kept
it at a year.

The difference in price for the three year and one year cost was discussed. The
one year contract was $21,600 and the three year contract was $18,000 with a
cost of perdiem of $600 for the one year versus $500 for the three year stated
that if the board wanted out of a three year contract that it would be cleaner
to have a one year contract.

It was determined that if the contract was canceled early on the three year
contract that the county could get out of the contract, but would have to come
up with whatever the cost would have been if they had signed the one year
contract in the first place prorated back and not ahead.

It was decided that the board
would take action next meeting allowing time to solicit more bids.

Ms. Brown appeared before the board and was concerned with a conflict with Well
Child Clinics which have been scheduled. She said that she already has 15
children scheduled for October. She was asked if she could use the board room.

The board discussed cemetery lots. Ms. Walsh told the board that she had talked
to Shirley Sides and that Ms. Sides told her that everybody else charges $150
and up and if the county could get them for $100 then we should do so.
Commissioner Meinen moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier to authorize the
purchase of cemetery lots in Omaha Valley Cemetery and to empower Ms. Walsh and
Mr. Piepho to selected a plot of lots nearest to 25 lots.

Dear commissioners;

I would like you, for one moment, to consider this proposition.

For five years the ill will and animosity has carded the day in the closing
of Dakota County Road 37 or St. John's Timber and Pigeon Creek Road.

Now it appears the road will be opened. This is good news. But the problem
of the water goes on.

Mr. Hartnett has fought tirelessly to keep the road closed so that his
clients could buy the landlocked land cheaper. Since that ground is no longer
landlocked and the title is secure: a ditch along the side of the road to carry
away Mr. Olson's excess water, as well as ours, would be in the interest of all
the citizens of Dakota County. The county has the right, perhaps even an
obligation, to put a ditch on its road. With a ditch, no water would be dumped
on Mr. Olson's land to hurt his farming and would do him no harm. Remember this
is not a flowing stream. Like so many others, it only has water after a heavy
rain or snow melt Were it not bottlenecked by the dam and obstruction it would
disappear into the sand of the ditch or run to the river with no harm whatsoever
to Mr. Olson.

I suppose a lawyer could and probably will, argue that if you dig a ditch 2
inches deep and water runs in it, it is a drainage ditch. But a person with
common sense would not argue this. There was never more than a small road ditch
running north where Mr. Olson made his dam. It merely led the water over the
bank where the water was absorbed by the sand and wasteland along the road.

Times have changed. The land is now farmed and the potential for
development is good. If they have not already done so, I would urge the board
to consider having Mr. Upton and his firm see how deep a ditch it would take to
carry this actually small amount of water to the river.

We are not inclined to allow our land to be inundated as long as Mr. Olson
and his heirs live. As the road is now open, one day the dam will be gone. Let
us not carry on for another five years with ranker and lawsuits. Let us do what
needs to be done to open this area to the fanning and development which will
benefit all of us.

I believe this would be a reasonable conclusion.

To the Commissioners:

First off, I'd like to thank you for recognizing that Road 37A exists. A
special thanks to Mr. Engel & Mrs. Meinen for their leadership. The county now
has a perfect opportunity to clean up this mess and yet let the legal arguments
fall where they may.

The simple act of putting some tubes in and digging a ditch, while building
road 37A could accomplish so much. If the west ditch must remain blocked
because of a county blunder 30-some years ago (i.e. taking an easement and
granting attachments to 66 feet that was already theirs') use the east ditch!

Either ditch with a flat bottom extended north would absorb all the water
without ever leaving the ditch. When George Saunders was Road Supt. he made
that statement. I believed him then, I believe him now.

County roads are used throughout the country for numerous purposes: drainage,
dams, bridges and other means of doing good--this would be no different.

I don't wish to flood Mr. Olson; believe me, I know how that feels. The
truth is that such a drainage would return to Mr. Olson several acres of his own
land that is now to wet to produce.



It would return to use a long portion of the east-west section line road to the
county and would put 100+ acres back into production and back on the tax roles.
I urge you to finish this issue with this opportunity. I see no negatives,
only good things. Give us our land back with a little peace of mind.

Whereas, Crystal lake dredging has been accomplished within the North 20
acres to a degree assuring that fish propagation and winter survival is certain,
and

Whereas, Crystal Lake improvement has been funded by the Department of
Environmental Quality through a trust fund grant for dredging, and

Whereas, Crystal Lake water level must be maintained in dry, low water
table years, and



Whereas, Crystal Lake Project was provided with limited funding to
conduct an Engineering Survey for providing "Upstream Water" into the lake for a
controlled level, and

Whereas, Crystal Lake "Upstream Water" sources would necessarily require
routing via property owners land in subsurface aqueducts/conduits and/or via
roadways, and

Whereas, Crystal Lake Upstream Water Engineering Survey Estimates need
to be concentrated on routes which are known to be available.

Then therefore let this Notice decree authority for Richard Leitschuck
to interview the Landowners of this County with specific approval of the Dakota
County Commissioners with the avowed serious intent of securing approval to
route water from "upstream sources" to Crystal Lake via their property. This
notice does not imply payment or reimbursement and seeks cooperation by the
subject Landowners in providing improved habitat and recreational facilities for
the public of Northeast Nebraska.

Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by Commissioner Engel to fund the Dakota
County Diversionary program Boys and Girls Home of Nebraska Shelter Services at
a cost of $12,000. and $50.00 per referral as outlined in the following
document.

DAKOTA COUNTY DIVERSIONARY PROGRAM

BOYS & GIRLS HOME OF NEBRASKA SHELTER SERVICES

GOAL:

The Boys and Girls Home of NE Emergency Shelter shall provide an alternative to
placement in the staff secured shelter. By keeping Dakota County youth out of
placement, a financial savings can be passed on to the county, while keeping the
youth in a home environment. The program shall reduce the amount of juvenile
time in the court room, reduce the financial burden of the county and reduce the
amount of time a youth is separated from his/her family. The youth will
continue to be held accountable for their behaviors, and will be expected to
give back to the community from which they committed the delinquent acts.

PROGRAM:

The diversionary program shall incorporate several different aspects, with each
juvenile being assigned to the area that best fits the needs of the County
Attorney's office. The following area of service shall be available.

1. Diversionary Reporting - The Boys and Girls Home of NE Emergency
Shelter shall be open twenty-four (24) hours per day to allow parents of
assigned juveniles to report any incidents violating the expectations set by the
County Attorney's office and/or the diversionary program. Boys and Girls Home
staff will make daily telephone checks on assigned youth, and may make random
face-to-face contact with the youth throughout the week. Phone contacts will
include nightly curfew checks to ensure the youth follows the set curfew of the
court, city and/or the diversionary staff. During the academic school year,
staff will make daily attendance checks for all diversion clients.



Youth shall remain in this tract for a total of sixty (60) days. At
the end of this tract, a report of the youth's progress shall be submitted to
the County Attorney's office. The County Attorney's office shall determine if
the youth has met the requirements for dismissal of the ticket, or may re-refer
the youth to any one of the three tracts.

2. Community Service - Youth may be assigned community service hours by
the County Attorney's office through the diversionary program. Youth shall
report to the Boys and Girls Home of NE Emergency Shelter in South Sioux City to
be assigned their community service project(s). Boys and Girls Home staff will
keep track of all legitimate hours worked by the youth, and ensure that all work
is done properly. Youth shall be assigned projects that are commensurate with
the charges that they were initially ticked for, thus holding the youth
accountable to the person(s) that were victimized.

When the youth has successfully completed their assigned number of
community service hours, a report of the youth's progress shall be submitted to
the County Attorney's office. The County Attorney's office shall determine if
the youth had met the requirements for dismissal of the ticket, or may re-refer
the youth to any one of the three tracts.

3. Alcohol Awareness Group - Youth may be assigned by the County
Attorney's office to attend an Alcohol Awareness Group at the Boys and Girls
Home of NE Emergency Shelter in South Sioux City. This is a four consecutive
week group developed to educate youth on the legal, medical and social aspects
of drinking. One hour groups will be held on a weekly basis, and youth will be
expected to attend all four groups in that four week period. If a youth misses
one of the four groups, they will be dropped from the group and will be expected
to attend all four sessions in the next rotation. Groups will be initiated when
there are a minimum of five (5) referrals.

Upon completion of the group process, a report of the youth's progress
shall be submitted to the County Attorney's office. The County Attorney's
office shall determine if the youth has met the requirements for dismissal of
the ticket, or may re-refer the youth to any one of the three tracts.

Youth shall be referred to only one of the diversion tracts at any given time.
If a youth finishes his diversion program and is again referred, a different
tract can be requested that best fits the ticketed offense. Boys and Girls Home
staff will maintain contact with the County Attorney's office and will be
available for progress reports on the youth referred.

FUNDING:

The Boys and Girls Home of NE Emergency Shelter shall provide diversionary
services to the youth of Dakota County under the following format:

Yearly Budget $ 12,000.00
Cost per referral $ 50.00
Total youth served annually 240



TIME FRAMES:

This program shall run for a total of one (1) year upon agreement between the
Boys and Girls Home of Nebraska and Dakota County. Continuation or alteration
of this program must be agreed upon by both parties. In the event that the
total amount of referrals are met prior to the end of the fiscal year, the Boys
and Girls Home of Nebraska may continue to take referrals at the set upon
referral rate if agreed upon between both parties.

Commissioner Hartnett addressed the budget with opening comments.

She said that most of the officials asked for an average of about three and one-
half percent salary increase. The budget committee is recommending three
percent. The road employees will be receiving three and one-half percent
because that was previously negotiated in a contract.

Ms. Hartnett compared the valuation of $591,870,888 to last years $605,704,331
as being low, but they estimate that the county lost $61,000,000 in valuation
due to motor vehicles.

The levy was 47.87 cents per hundred dollars of value last year and with the
proposed budget it is estimated that the levy will be 44.37 cents per hundred
dollars of value.

The budget committee is recommending that the board pass a 1% increase as
allowed by law. Ms. Hartnett said without the 1%, the another $20,000 has to be
cut from a budget that has already been cut quite a bit.

Ms. O'Neill asked that $1800. be added to her budget because she needed some
mapping done.

Commissioners Hartnett and Huggenberger asked her to wiggle the expense out of
what was already budgeted for her office.

Mr. Finney, County Attorney, addressed the board in reference to the salaries
for his deputies in which the budget committee was recommending cuts from his
proposal. He was not comfortable with a three percent across the board raise.
One deputy he requested $2000 raise and that has been cut back to zero and
another deputy he asked for $4000 and that has been cut back to $2000.

Mr. Finney expressed that he has turned back money every year and that he fears
with the limited salary adjustments that he will spend more time training
deputies. He asked for consideration.

Ms. Hartnett expressed the decrease did not reflect their feeling on the
performance of the personnel and added that they would like to see him stay
within the bottom line figure of the committee's proposal.

Chairman Huggenberger closed the hearing at 2:22 p.m.

Chairman Huggenberger opened the hearing for the budget limit at 2:23 p.m.

Ms. Walsh reported that the limit was based on the restricted funds. She said
that they were limited to a zero percent increase except that the board, by
three-fourths majority vote could raise the budget by one percent. The budget
can also raise by 1.8 percent due to population.

Chairman Huggenberger closed the hearing at 2:27 p.m.

The board took up the boat ramp issue since there were two interested parties in
the audience that were awaiting for that to be discussed.

and Nodaway roads did not want the boat ramp there because of the garbage,
drinking etc. that would go on out there.

Mr. Miller addressed the legal advertisement that was published for the original
meeting. He said that there was not any way that someone would know where the
propose boat ramp would be from the legal that was described therein.

The first topic of discussion was the quad county extension office.



Mark Casey stated that the Thurston County budget for extension for 97-98 was
$32,792.99. This does not include fica, insurance and retirement. Thurston
County's wvaluation is $179,000,000.

There was assorted discussion on the extension, Dixon County stated that this
year they were gaining a county employee in the extension office with the move
of the office from Concord to Norfolk.

Carol Larvick stated that next year there would be some relief to the counties
as the educator's salaries would not be a responsibility of the county.

Mark Casey, Thurston County, stated that Thurston County will face serious
problems in 98-99 under LB1114. The levy for all things that come under the new
.45 cent levy (with possibly the extra 5 cents for interlocals) is currently
about 70 cents.

Dixon County 1is also facing this kind of a challenge in some areas the levy
currently is approximately 67 cents.

There was much discussion that most of what could be done would not save money

or if it did not a significant amount of money. It was also suggested that the
general public does not realize the impact of LB1114 and it was also felt that

most of the people did not want to cut services.

Jim Cahill of the Ag Society addressed the meeting. He stated that there was a
problem with the fair next year. Atokad has been given racing dates which
coincide with the fair. There is no way to reschedule the fair to a different
date as many of the vendors and events are schedule at least a year in advance.
Mr. Cahill asked if it was the responsibility of the board to provide the Ag
Society with a place to hold the fair. There was no definitive answer to this
question. Discussion was had.

It was suggested that the only consolidation that would work given the distance
was a total consolidation of the three counties with a central building. It was
felt that this would not work for several reasons. First, most elected
officials in all three counties are "working" officials actually waiting on the
counter, etc. So even if there was one elected official there would still be
the same number of people working in the offices. The second reason would be
the cost of a new building because each county has there own building which
have been paid for many years. The third reason that this would not work is
that the taxpayers would never agree to this type of consolidation.

Fire Districts were discussed briefly because of there inclusion by the
legislature into the discretionary 15 cents of the levy distributed by the
county boards. It was felt that this was not the right place for this service.
The fire districts are volunteer and are supported by the people in each
district. Most people are willing to pay for this service. It was suggested
that "how can you improve the efficiency of fire districts that operate on the
cheapest labor already (volunteers)?"

There was some discussion on joint purchasing and the possibility of savings
perhaps especially on big equipment such as motor graders if several counties
needed them at the same time to bid together as an incentive for the dealers to
give the best possible price.

Chairman Huggenberger asked the group present if the counties felt that there
were any possible savings within each county? Should the counties look within



there own operations also. The county representatives felt that this for the
most part has been done, but that it might be possible.

Russell Fluery passed along an invitation to a legislative forum hosted by Jack
Mills at the NACO Convention. This will be held on Wednesday, October 15, 1997
at 8:30 a.m. One topic of discussion will be what has been done by counties in
regard to the provisions of LB1085.

Warren Johnston spoke about school finances and taxes.

The question is asked that the state is asking the counties to look at
consolidation, but what 1is the state doing to save taxes?

The last question discussed was "Have we met the requirements of LB1085?" It

was felt be most in the attendance that this requirement will be satisfied once
each county has held their public hearing on the matter. It was asked who the

reports to the state are made to? That was still unclear.

Chairman Huggenberger adjourned the meeting at 9:35 p.m.

Roads to classify Outer Belt Drive as a Federal Aid Road when it is built. He
explained that the county could, but that careful consideration should be done
when doing that because the road that is given up can not go back on and any
upgrades to that road would be county expense. He mentioned that freshly done
concrete roads would be a good candidate for something like that.

Robert Finney, County Attorney, appeared before the board and gave them a brief
update what happened with the TERC board Hearings.

"County," and the City of Dakota City, Nebraska, hereinafter referred to as
"City."

WHEREAS, the City of Dakota City, located in Dakota County, NE, is
desirous of obtaining dedicated Law Enforcement Services; and

WHEREAS, the Dakota County Sheriff is charged with responsibility
for law enforcement in the County generally; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to contract with the county for the
services of law enforcement officers supervised by the Sheriff and supported by
the full resources of the Sheriff's Department; and

WHEREAS, such contracts are authorized by the Interlocal Cooperation
Act NEB.REV.STAT. S 13-801 to 13-807 (Reissue 1991); and

WHEREAS, the County is willing to contract for the rendition of such
services on the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth;



NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants herein
contained, it is agreed as follows by the parties hereto;

The County, through the Sheriff of Dakota County, agrees to provide
law enforcement services within the corporate limits of the City to the extent
and in the manner hereinafter set forth:

1) The Sheriff shall assign deputies for duty in the City. Such
deputies shall cover all calls within the corporate limits of the City, except
when an extreme emergency may require his/her presence elsewhere. In addition,
the Sheriff shall assign the deputies to provide forty (40) hours of patrol duty
per week. Tasks performed within the city limits that are required to be
performed by State statute, i.e. paper service, or performed under a county wide
grant, i.e DARE, and tasks performed at the jail or courthouse (other than
related to Dakota City generated activity) shall not count toward the 40 hours
per week. The Mayor shall be advised of the deputies in the City.

2) All matters relating to the duties, standards of service,
discipline of officers, rendition of performance, training, and other such
matters incident to the performance of this Agreement and the personnel employed
in the performance of this Agreement shall be under the exclusive control of the
Sheriff. In exercising this control, the Sheriff shall give due consideration to
those reasonable requests of the City which are properly brought to his
attention In order to more adequately serve the needs of the City of Dakota
City, the deputies shall, at the beginning of each shift or as early as possible
each day, report directly to the Dakota City City Office to pick up any verbal
or written complaints or requests for special assignments in Dakota City.

3) The deputies shall perform their duties under this Agreement in
accordance with a regular schedule. Said schedule shall be in writing and filed
with the City Clerk.

4) In order to more adequately serve the needs of the City of Dakota
City, a Deputy shall keep a log of physical patrol hours, and other services
performed while on duty as the officer assigned to Dakota City; said log shall
be filed at the Sheriff's Office and be made available for review during normal
business hours upon request. The Dakota County Sheriff shall make a monthly
report, either orally or written, of law enforcement activities in the City of
Dakota City, which will contain officers' patrol hours, to the Mayor and City
Council.

5) The deputies shall be members of the Sheriff's Department, trained
by the Sheriff and under the direct and exclusive control of the Sheriff and
their actions shall be the sole responsibility of the County. They shall have
all the authority of any other deputy of the Sheriff's Department. The personnel
performing such law enforcement duties may be reassigned or released, as the
Sheriff shall determine.

6) The services to be rendered under this Agreement shall include, but
are not limited to, routine residential patrol, traffic enforcement, enforcement
of City ordinances, security of businesses, enforcement of the statutes of the
State of Nebraska, and other services in the areas of public safety and law
enforcement as are provided by the Sheriff's Office in the unincorporated areas
of the County. It is understood and agreed, however, that all prosecutions
arising from violation of Municipal Ordinances shall be the sole responsibility
of the City.

7) All animal control problems (where a citation could be issued i.e.
dog bite, animal running at large) shall be handled, when possible by the
deputies so assigned to the City. When such problems cannot be adequately
handled by said deputies, animal control shall be called to assist at the City's
cost under the City's agreement with its contractor.

8) The County and its agencies shall assume. responsibility for
supplying all supervision, materials, communications, and equipment which are
necessary for the performance of law enforcement services in the City. It is



understood and agreed, however, that the Dakota County Sheriff shall have full
authority to amend the provisions regarding the use of the vehicle at any time
and in any manner that he deems necessary and appropriate. Maintenance of
vehicles and all other equipment furnished by the County shall be provided in
the same manner as provided for the vehicles and equipment used by all other
sheriff's deputies, and the same shall be replaced with new equipment at same
intervals equipment utilized by other sheriff's deputies is replaced.

9) Compensation for the deputies and provision for bonds, fringe
benefits, insurance and Workers' Compensation shall be the sole responsibility
of the County. The County shall also pay all overhead costs, to include:
training expenses, record-keeping expenses and all other administrative costs.

10) The City shall not assume any liability for (i) the direct
payment of any salaries, wages or other compensation for the services of the
deputies, including payments for injury or sickness; or (ii) actions of the
deputies taken in their position as deputies acting on behalf of the City,
unless such sickness, injury or other claim is caused by the intentional or
negligent acts of the City.

11) Any provision to the contrary notwithstanding, the City and
County hereby agree;

(a) Any overtime pay to which the deputies shall become entitled
as a result of his conducting investigations or appearing in court in connection
with violations of State Statutes shall be the responsibility of the County;

(b) Any overtime pay to which the deputies shall become entitled
as a result of his performing any duties in the course of their regular duties
as sheriff's deputies, and not on behalf of the City, shall be the
responsibility of the County.

12) Notwithstanding the other terms and conditions of this Agreement
to the contrary, the City, at its own expense, shalt provide liability insurance
to indemnify itself in the event that it becomes liable for the payment of a
judgment based on the acts of one of the deputies in the enforcement of a
Municipal Ordinance, as provided in NEB.REV.STAT. S 13-1801 (Cum. Supp. 1994).

13) The City shall pay County for such law enforcement service at a
rate of $5,227.08 per month, $62,725 per year. Payment shall be due and payable
on the 15th day of each calendar month, commencing October 15, 1997.

14) The monetary amount the City shall pay the County for the law
enforcement services provided hereunder may be adjusted annually based on the
actual increased or decreased cost for the County to provide law enforcement
services for the City. The County shall keep books and records showing its cost
to provide law enforcement services to the City of Dakota City. Such books and
records shall be open to inspection by the City at all reasonable times in order
to enable the City to confirm the correctness of any increase in annual payments
permissible under this paragraph. In no event shall the annual payments for
providing law enforcement services to the City exceed the following:

(a) First year of the agreement (1997 1998) 0%

) second year of the agreement (1998 - 1999) 4%
) Third year of the agreement (1999 - 2000) 5%
) Fourth year of the agreement (2000 - 2001) 5%

It is the intent of the parties that the annual increase in payments by the
City to the County for law enforcement services shall be based on the above
schedule or the actual increase in cost of providing law enforcement services,
whichever is less. In the event that the cost of providing law enforcement
services to the City shall decrease during any year of the agreement such
decreases shall be reflected in the amounts paid the following year. Any
adjustment in the rate set herein shall be made at least one month prior to the
date of which the Sheriff's budget is required to be submitted to the County
Commissioners of Dakota County and will take effect with the commencement of the
City's fiscal year.

(b
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15) The initial term of this Agreement is October 1,1997 to
September 30, 1998. This Agreement shall automatically continue in full force
and effect for each year thereafter for a minimum of four (4) years (ending June
30, 2002), unless terminated by either party.

16) This Agreement may be terminated by either party to the
Agreement notifying the other party in writing of such party's intention to
terminate the Agreement not less than ninety (90) days prior to the end of the
June 30th year term. In the event of termination of this Agreement by either
party, all equipment, materials, and supplies provided by the County for law
enforcement in the City shall be retained by the County. Any supplies furnished
by the City for City purposes shall be retained by the City. Dakota County,
having received a 1987 police cruiser from Dakota City under the original
contract of 1989, shall, in the event this contract is terminated, return to the
City a police vehicle which is three years old or less.

17) This Agreement may be expanded upon request by the City, and
agreement by the County to include additional deputies as the need for such
additional deputies is determined by the Sheriff.

18) Any previous Agreements between the aforementioned parties, and
any amendments thereto, are terminated as such time as this Agreement becomes
effective.

Mr. Huggenberger: "You all have copies of tonights handout, which was as
follows:

DRAFT 1085 REPORT
LB1085 requires that by January 1, 1998, each county board must examine the
issue of property tax reduction through consolidation. The purpose of this
report is to document the examination of Dakota County by the Board of
Commissioners.

Dakota County met with Thurston and Dixon Counties twice in 1997 in regards to
addressing LB1085. The first meeting was February 27, and the second on October
6, 1997.

While population and valuation figures greatly in how each county will address
this bill, much discussion was held on the feasibility of merging services.

Where cooperative ventures are possible, it was the consensus that it is already
being done. The remainder of this report looks at the county operations and the
possibilities for consolidation within the county offices and with other
counties. It should be noted that these are simply dollar figures which have
been attached to ideas and suggestions that have come out at the joint meeting.



This does not mean the county is or is not going to do any of the things
suggested.

The three counties briefly discussed consolidation of all three counties into
one. This was not felt be to economically feasible. First the cost of a new
building would be prohibitive especially since all three current facilities are
paid for. Secondly, there would be no appreciable savings through fewer
employees. Most of the elected officials are working officials who wait on the
public, so the position would be necessary even if it wasn't filled by an
"official."

Veterans Office - It might be possible to share one Veterans Service Officer
between Dakota and Thurston County. Currently, Dakota County has a full time
officer with one volunteer. The officer may also utilize the County Road
Department Secretary.

If the officer would continue to use the County Road Secretary or possibly the
Public Defender's Secretary, then savings from consolidation might be as
follows:

Assuming a split of three days for Dakota County and two days for Thurston
County and basing the savings on 1997-1998 budget figures.

Agendas, budget basic correspondence and the monthly operating expense and
revenue statement. Other duties that would require someone to do are:
* administer phone system,
* NIRMA Contact Person,* Coordinate with the Building and Grounds
Superintendent,
* Administer CDL Testing - Mandate, * Secretary Freenet - Minutes, notices,
agendas,
* Secretary Safety Committee - Minutes, notices, agendas. This committee 1is
required, by LB 757.,
* Treasurer Recycling Commission

Savings would be as follows:
All of these duties would probably require someone part-time that could be
here at least a few hours each day. The NIRMA Contact would be the most time
consuming aspect. It is not a regular, daily thing but it can be at times.



Other things that have been done by the administrative assistant are: working on
the comprehensive plan; bidding out and establishing working committees for
phone system, health insurance and annual audit; assisting the Sheriff's
Department with grant administration; assisting in writing two grant
applications; and miscellaneous other projects.

Changing Back to Three Commissioners from Five Commissioners

Changing back to three commissioners may or may not be feasible legally. If it
could be done, it would most likely require a vote of the people. Reverting to
three commissioners would save the salary and benefits of two board members.
However, larger salaries for the three remaining commissioners due to additional
committee duties especially if the board assistant was eliminated.

County Clerk - Not much room for consolidation here, especially if the board
assistant is eliminated and those duties revert to the county clerk and if the
Register of Deeds was once again part of this office.

Assessor — The only possibility of consolidation in the Assessor's office is by
turning the duties of the Assessor's office over to the state. This would save
the taxpayers the entire budget of the Assessor's office. The 1997-1998 budget
is $229,190.65. This does not include postage, phone service, disability
insurance, and the cost of having Great Plains Appraisal present for Board of
Equalization or TERC Board hearings. If the state took over the assessor's
office there would be a one time fee for the county to pay a portion of the
employees vacation and sick leave that would be transferred over to the state.
(All leave would be carried over, the county would only pay for a portion.)

County Superintendent - This office has already been downsized to a contract for
the minimum service already.

The only additional savings would be through total elimination. This would save
the entire budget of 5,100.00 and the hours put into this office by the road
department secretary.

Election Commissioner — This office is already a part of the County Clerk's
Office.

Register of Deeds - If the Register of Deeds Office was once again combined with
the County Clerk' office a savings could be achieved. Salary

Clerk of District Court - May have some savings since a full time position was
filled with a part-time position. No data available. It is unknown if this is
planned to be permanent.

Ag Extension — This could be eliminated if wanted/needed to be. This would
eliminate the extension budget in the general fund - $76,910.00. It may possibly
eliminate the ag society (fair board) which is $67,611.93.

Weed Superintendent - Might be possible to contract with another county to share
our Supt or theirs. Keep one seasonal employee to do the actual spraying and
basic paperwork. The supervising duties would be included in the contract. This
could possibly save the salary and the benefits of the superintendent (less the
cost of the contract).

County Attorney - It has been suggested that the current part-time position of
County Attorney be changed to full time.

The cost of a Full-time county attorney at a salary of $60,000.00 annually would
be as follows:

Mr. Huggenberger stated that 1085 requires that by January 1, 1998, each county
board must examine the issue of property tax reduction through consolidation.
The purpose of this report is to document the examination of Dakota County by
the Board of Commissioners. Dakota County met with Thurston and Dixon Counties
twice in 1997 in regards to addressing LB1085. The first meeting was February
27, and the second on October 6, 1997.

The board will now hear comments toward consolidation.

Gert Willoughby asked if we don't have the cart before the horse without
legislation to reverse the decision. She questioned Cathy Lang Morrisey as
being elected and asked for an explanation for what funds would be used at the
state to fund the extra financial responsibility.

Mr. Donner said Sales & Income Tax. He gave a brief history of and said that
the legislature offered counties to shift funding for Assessor's Office from
property tax to the state's General Fund. He added that they passed this with
an objective provision that the present employees would become state employees
with no loss in pay. The requirement for the county would be to furnish the
space for the office.

The County Board of Equalization would be responsible for appeals in value.
Mr. Huggenberger offered Ms. O'Neill, the County Assessor, to tell the
delegation what she thought and offer any comments.

Ms. O'Neill declined to offer any comments at this time.

Mr. Hedquist asked if the state would bear the cost of county wide appraisal and
Russ Fleury asked if LB 1085 was an attempt to save property tax dollar.

Mr. Donner's answer to both questions was yes and commented that the savings
would be saved by eliminating the assessor's budget.

Vern Larson spoke and said that if all the counties would do this, that
according to his assessment that would add $20,000,000.00 to the state's budget
and questioned whether the state could handle that increase in spending without
increasing taxes somewhere else.

Stan Binkley asked why the assessor's office was singled out.

Senator Engel said that at this point it was not revokable, but that not to say
that it could not be if the legislature would change the law.

Mr. Huggenberger said that the county wide reappraisal cost about $350,000.00
and was done over a span of three years. As Secretary, I felt that his
statement was that would be reason for the state not to give it right back to
the county. He was not able to really define anything else when Larry Morgan
spoke up and questioned LB1085 by saying that anything that addresses a cap/lid
will get right back to the 1lid. Mr. Morgan said that he was opposed to anything

that gets away from local control. He explained what he felt the bureaucracy to
be. Laws are made and the bureaucrats make the rules and then they can not be
reversed.

Ardie Laird asked for a progress report on the other counties that were
mentioned in the paper who were contemplating transferring the assessors office
to the state.



Mr. Donner addressed the six counties that were contemplating this action and
said that he felt that Dakota County was the most serious.

Ms. Laird asked about other states.

Mr. Donner said other states are not necessarily the same as Nebraska. He said
that about one-third were appointed.

An unidentified person asked if she understood correctly and that was that the
assessors salary could be reduced.
Mr. Donner said that none of the salaries would be reduced.

Ms. Willoughby said that she wanted to keep the assessors office.

Jerry Gunsolley spoke out that the employees are better off as state employees.
However, he likes to be able to go to the assessor and that person be
responsible to the taxpayer.

Mr. Vincent Kramper asked what changes there would be if the office were a state
office.

Mr. Donner replied that only the up front valuation would change and the appeal
process would be the same.

Mr. Kramper thought that we should look at saving the property tax dollars that
the assessors budget cost the taxpayers.

Mark Dorcey asked what the penalty is if we don't meet LB1085? He meant LB1114.

Mr. Donner said it would be an illegal levy and that can cause all kinds of
complications.

Jim Miller read a resolution combined with a letter from the Legislative
Committee that supported surrendering the assessors office to the state. He
also read a letter from the chamber.

He concluded by saying it does not make fiscal sense to keep the office.
Don Larson asked about control of the Assessors Office.

Commissioner Meinen explained that the residential and commercial must be at
least 92% of market and Ag land is suppose to be 80%.

Bill McLarty, Member of South Sioux City Finance Committee, read a letter on
behalf of Mayor Bruce Davis supporting moving the assessor's Office as a state
office.

Dear Chairman Huggenberger:

The South Sioux City Finance Committee discussed the proposed transferring
of the assessors office responsibilities to the State of Nebraska.

It is clear that this would save approximately 9% of the property tax
askings by the county. Further, this would save county taxpayer expense for
revaluations, legal costs, and general office expenses.

On behalf of the City of South Sioux City we applaud the efforts of the
county to keep property taxes down and I wish to express by wholehearted support
for the transfer of these duties in the best interest of taxpayers in Dakota
County.

Commissioner Huggenberger stated that since he has been on the board he has seen
a lot of changes and worked through many budgets. He said that this is the
first time that the board is able to do something that has a major impact on the
budget, such as this.

Betty O'Neill, County Assessor, asked to say something. She said that when she
had her working budget meeting with the finance committee, Mr. Bobier mentioned
how frugal she was with her budget. She added that she had spent monies for
updating, (carpet, lights, etc). She concluded by saying that she had always
watched her expenditures and did not spend monies unless necessary.

Lyle Todd mentioned that if we give it up we can't retrieve it.

Paul Culbertson reiterated the fact that if we loose this office, then we will
never get it back.

Gordon Krogh opposed losing the local control. He agreed with Larry Morgan and
Lyle Todd that things can be done cheeper at the local level. He added that ten
Senators endorsed LB1085, but not one county that they represent are considering
this action.

Mr. Donner mentioned that it is a financial issue with the counties that are
contemplating this action.

Arlyn Wilson spoke and said that we are the only county that is likely to give

up the office. He felt that once the state got the office their attitude will

be the same as my bat, my ball and my game. He opposed giving up the assessors
office.

Commissioner Hartnett thanked everyone for coming. She said that LB1085 is the
only bill requiring a public hearing to search for ways for consolidation of
offices. She said that they (the board) don't have any control now. We feel we

can't loose.

Vern Larson opposed turning the assessor's office over to the state. He said
that he had been in government or been with public figures for 20 years. The
number one subject is that we don't have enough local control.

He addressed the TERC Board losing 75% of the cases before them, and that Great
Plains is paid $20,000 annually for the maintenance contract. They were paid an
additional $15,000 for something. He again added that he was opposed to the
change.

Commissioner Meinen said that any thoughts of hers have been done in good faith.
She said that her feelings are based upon what the law says would act on good
faith.

Lyle Todd asked what the state is going to do.
Jane Krogh said that it was beyond her comprehension how the county could move
anything from local control and urged the county to keep the office.

Vincent Kramper said that he has a success story of a merger. He mentioned
Papio and Missouri NRD's merger and said that it is a good story. As Missouri
NRD they were not able to get enough money to do the things necessary and now
they are able to do some things in this area.

He concluded by saying mergers are not always bad.



Commissioner Bobier said a decision has not been made. He appreciated what he
had heard tonight, but the state mandates where we have to be.

Stan Binkley mentioned the newspaper article that said it was four in favor and
one against giving the assessors office to the state.

Commissioner Meinen said that, that was not a quote from her and the board
assured the public that a vote or even a straw vote has not been taken.

Commissioner Engel spoke out that he was in opposition to turning the assessor's
office over to the state and will vote that way.

Arlyn Wilson spoke out and asked the board to remember the golden rule, whoever
has the gold rules. He mentioned he knew of people moving to South Dakota to
get away from income tax.

Jerry Gunsolley asked what is local control. It was reinterrated that there
really isn't any local control.

Chairman Huggenberger switched the subject matter to the County Attorney's
Office and asked Mr. Finney to explain what his office does and he did.

Commissioner Huggenberger said one of the problems is that we inherit all the
criminal activity from across the river.

Dan Hartnett said that his personal opinion was that it is too much to ask
someone to keep up a private practice and to be the chief prosecutor of the
county and he cited reasons why.

Vincent Kramper asked if a full time county attorney could maintain a private
practice and the answer was no.

Arlyn Wilson asked if anyone in the County Attorney's Office could speak bi-
lingual and Mr. Finney informed the public that his office was one of the few
that has an attorney who speaks multi language.

Lyle Todd asked if LB1085 required us to do it right away and the discussion led
back to the assessors office being the responsibility of the state.

Jim Hartnett briefly mentioned the TIF Districts and how they deprive monies
from added value to go to the schools and counties.

Arlyn Wilson explained what he knew about tiffing districts said that they were
legal for 15 years. An attorney in Norfolk, who speaks on TIF Districts said
that they should sunset after 5 years and 3 if you can.

Chairman Huggenberger closed the hearing at 9:02 p.m.

ELIGIBILITY REPORT
DOWNTOWN REDEVELOPMENT PLAN
SOUTH SIOUX CITY, NEBRASKA
NOVEMBER 10, 1997

Introduction

This report presents the findings of a study conducted by Siouxland
Interstate Metropolitan Planning Council (SIMPCO) and authorized by the City of
South Sioux City. The City directed that this study be prepared in order to
determine if its downtown contains blighted or substandard conditions as defined
in Section 18-2103, RRS Neb. 1943. The results and recommendations concerning
findings of substandard and/or blighted conditions, an opinion as to whether the
area 1is in need of redevelopment and possible designation of a community
redevelopment area, are also discussed.

Purpose of Study

The State of Nebraska has declared the elimination of substandard and
blighted conditions as a matter of public policy and concern. Sections 18-2101
through 18-2144 RRS 1943) allows studies to be conducted to determine if
substandard conditions exist. Cities may make a formal declaration of
deteriorated conditions and designate a community redevelopment area where
blighted and substandard conditions are found. Within officially constituted
redevelopment areas, the City may prepare a redevelopment plan that describes
one or more redevelopment projects in order to reduce or eliminate the effects
of blight or substandard conditions.

Study Area

The City of South Sioux City has authorized a study of conditions to
determine eligibility of an area located on Dakota Avenue and one block on
either side between 9th and 29th Streets (See Map). Note, however, that from
9th to 17th Street the block sizes on the east side of Dakota Avenue are
unusually large and are more than double the size of standard city blocks. For
purposes of this study the term "downtown" will be used for this area,

The City 1is concerned that conditions in the downtown may be creating
barriers to sound economical community growth and is preventing the community
from developing in accordance with the adopted comprehensive plan. In order for
a Blight Study to be complete, the study should take into consideration both
blighted and substandard issues. Therefore, this study is divided into two
parts A. Substandard and B. Blighted.

A. Substandard Conditions: Analysis

There is a predominance of buildings and improvements, both residential and
commercial, which are deteriorated, older than 40 years, overcrowded, and in non
traditional lot configurations along this narrow "strip" on Dakota Avenue from
9th to 29th Street. Because of these conditions, there is a higher probability
that these condition are conducive to endangering life or property by fire,
crime, juvenile delinquency and in general hinder public safety.



Methodology

In order to determine substandard properties, consideration was given to
the following factors:

1. The age of structures (over 40 years)

2 Population densities (overcrowding)

3. The condition of structures and vacant lots (visual deterioration).

4. Lot and street layouts (non standard and/or conducive to danger to life
or property).

Study area conditions

Using the City of South Sioux City's general comprehensive plan, a
comparison could be made against what is currently the conditions of downtown
and what is ultimately planned. It is clear that the current conditions are not
what is ultimately desired for the downtown and significant efforts would need
to be made to achieve a more conducive and cohesive downtown able to remain
economically stable.

Results of the study using the methodology described above resulted in the
observation and discovery of a predominance of structures over the age of 40
years. In addition, review with the building inspection division produced the
existence of a doubling up (sometimes tripling up) of families in sub standard
residential rental units behind and adjacent to commercial properties. Visual
"windshield" surveys and discussions with City staff also confirmed a
predominance of structures which are deteriorated or deteriorating. Lastly,
using plat maps and visual surveys it was confirmed that in key areas, lot
layouts and land uses were non standard and could allow for a higher incidence
of accidents, crime and other incidences which could endanger property or
citizens in the downtown area.

Conclusions.

Based upon the methodology set for determining substandard conditions, it
was concluded that the combination of population densities, deterioration of
structures/ abandoned vacant lots, high number of older structures and the
presence of non standard street and lot layouts, the downtown is substandard to
the point that barriers to sound, economic and community growth exist and the
downtown is not in accordance with the adopted comprehensive plan and,
therefore, meets the definition of substandard.

B. Blighted Conditions: Analysis

As was observed in the Substandard Analysis, there is the presence of a
substantial number of deteriorated or deteriorating structures in the downtown
area. In addition there is an existence of defective or inadequate street
layouts and some lot layouts which are non standard which impair accessibility
or usefulness. The presence of some potential fire hazards from the result of
deferred maintenance and the presence of a majority of structures being older
than 40 years also were observed and can be detrimental to downtown.

Methodology

In order to determine blighted conditions, consideration was given to the
following factors:

1. The age of structures (over 40 years)

2. Lot and street layouts (non standard and/or possibly dangerous)

3. Condition of properties (lots and structures)

Study area conditions
Results of the study using the methodology described above resulted in the
observation of the existence of defective or inadequate street and lot layouts



in relation to the size, use and accessibility of properties in downtown. These
observations were confirmed I cooperation with City building inspection
officials. In particular, because of the overcrowding in residential units
discovered by City officials in the Substandard Analysis and because of the
density of commercial properties so near Dakota Avenue, parking and pedestrian
traffic appears to be congested and in places unsafe or dangerous. Combined with
the fact that a predominance of structures are over 40 years old (see sample of
100 contiguous properties obtained from County Assessor) and deteriorating the
downtown struggles to comply with what is set out in the comprehensive plan
adopted by the City Council. The presence of a record high water table from the
nearby high Missouri River level has also begun to compromise the foundations
and basements of much of the older buildings in downtown nearer the northern end
of Dakota Avenue. It has been over 100 years since the water table has been this
high and the stress on structures continues.

Conclusions

Based upon the methodology set for determining blighted conditions, it was
concluded that the combination of the high number of older structures in
downtown, the presence of non standard street/lot layouts and the deterioration
of structures, the downtown blighted to a point that it would substantially
impair the sound growth of the community. In addition, these existing conditions
retard safe housing environments and constitutes an economic challenge to the
community. This downtown "strip" is also detrimental to public safety as a
result of non standard parking situations near high traffic areas. As a result
of a combination of these findings, the downtown meets the definition of
blighted.

Findings

Based on an analysis of conditions in the downtown, substandard and
blighting conditions exist as defined by Nebraska LB 875 adopted by the 1997
Session of the Nebraska Legislature. The existence of these conditions has
resulted and will continue to result in making the area an economic liability
harmful to the social and economic well being of the entire community.
Moreover, the combination of these conditions has and will confute to impair the
sound growth of the community in accordance with the adopted comprehensive plan.

Conclusion

Based upon the results of this study, the City Council of the City of South
Sioux City, Nebraska can declare, by resolution, the downtown (9th to 29th
Street and one "block" either side thereof) substandard and blighted in
accordance with Nebraska Statues.

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The following redevelopment plan for the business district in South Sioux
City is being created by the South Sioux City, Nebraska Community Development
Agency (CIDA), acting as the Redevelopment Authority for the City of South Sioux
City, Nebraska. The area for which this plan is developed has been identified as
an area that is blighted for purposes of designating the area a Community
Improvement Financing (CIF) district in order to provide public improvements
necessary to encourage economic development in the subject area. The area will
be known as the South Sioux City Business Improvement District. The
establishment of a CIF district is allowed under the Nebraska Community
Development Law, Chapter 18, Article 21, and appearing as Sections 18-2101
through 18-2144 of the State Code and amendments thereafter.

Bordering on Dakota Avenue and one block on either side between 17th and
21st Streets (running north and south) is the South Sioux City Business
Improvement District Substandard and blighted conditions in this area may be
creating barriers to sound, economical community growth.

This plan provides a method of financing public improvements needed to
encourage private development. Revenue obtained from the projected increases in
property taxes, which would naturally result in newly developed areas, will
finance all or a portion of the planned public improvements

In addition to the appendix which includes attachments that detail specific
items which describe the South Sioux City Business Improvement District, the
plan includes supporting informational documentation such as boundary
description, current land use, population and building densities, current
zoning, site description and a description of the improvements.

I. Boundaries

The area which is designated the Community Improvement Financing (CIF)
district, and is to be known as the South Sioux City Business Improvement
District, involves 8 blocks. It is located in an area that has met the
definitions of substandard and blighted. The area is described as follows:

The area which is bounded by 17th Street on the north from 2nd Avenue
to "A" Street; on the east by "A" Street from 17th to 21st Streets; by 21lst
Street on the south from 2nd Avenue to "A" Street; and on the west by 2nd Avenue
from 17th to 21st Streets.

The boundaries are shown on the Attachment "A" in the appendix of this plan.

ITI. Land Use

Attachment "B" is a map of the existing land uses in the South Sioux City
Business Improvement District. The uses include residential and commercial
properties. There are no vacant lots. More than half of the commercial
properties, along with a predominance of the residential properties, are
classified as sub-standard in this area. Land uses are expected to be affected
by this redevelopment plan since anticipated redevelopment should focus entirely
on business and professional office buildings while eliminating a large portion
of the residential properties. A continuation of commercial and professional
properties would seem likely and would be consistent with the recommendations in
the 1997 Dakota County Comprehensive Plan. While specific development in this
area cannot be defined at this time, private sector proposals might be sought
and each considered in light of community plans and priorities. Attachment "C"
is a future land use map.

III. Building Densities

The South Sioux City Business Improvement District consists of a generally
developed area. The area has a predominance of structures over 50 years old, and
the average age is 54.6 years. Residential units are located behind and adjacent
to commercial properties.



Densities are expected to remain about the same as a result of
redevelopment. A majority of the residential property will be replaced by
medium density commercial and professional properties. In other words, the
number of residential properties will be reduced, as shown on Attachment "C",
the future land use map. Businesses and professional offices will be built in
their place. In addition, the current sub-standard parking situation will be

improved.
The level of redevelopment is not expected to place a burden on city
services or facilities. Redevelopment will result in more efficient delivery of

municipal services since the present system has been designed for higher
densities. Anticipated redevelopment will reduce the cost per unit of service
provided in this area. Development standards in place through the city's land
use and zoning controls, as well as the building permit process, will assure
densities compatible with existing and future planned development

IV. Zoning Ordinance
South Sioux City's current zoning ordinance is a variation of a pyramid

model with certain step-down properties. The South Sioux City Business
Improvement District includes the following step-down districts:

* Business - A

* Business — B
A map reflecting current zoning districts within the area is included as
Attachment "D".

V. Site Plan

This redevelopment plan identifies a blighted and sub-standard area and
lists various public improvements felt to be necessary to stimulate
redevelopment. It does not, however, identify specific redevelopment proposals.
These are expected in response to city requests for developer proposals within
the area. As a result, this plan is more area specific than site specific.
Developer proposals will be evaluated for conformance and acceptance with the
city's long-term comprehensive plan for the area. Contracts will be negotiated
for those proposals which are accepted as being appropriate for the area.

Public improvements which are identified in this plan are area
improvements. It is believed that many of these will become requirements of the
city in those redevelopment contracts anticipated subsequent to adoption of this
plan and solicitation of developer proposals.

VI. Schedule of Improvements and Financing Plan

A review of the South Sioux City Business Improvement District indicates
certain blighting influences which are thought to retard development and which
will likely need to be remedied as a prerequisite to area redevelopment.
Following are improvements anticipated to be undertaken in response to developer
proposals to be solicited following establishment of the South Sioux City
Business Improvement District.
Implementation of these improvements or others which may later be added through
modification of the plan will be dependent on specific development proposals
received.

The improvements are to be provided by the public sector and will be
financed entirely or in part by tax increment financing, wherein an ad valorem
tax levied upon real property in a redevelopment project for the benefit of any
public body shall be divided for, a period not to exceed fifteen years after the
effective date of such a provision by the governing body, as follows: 1) that
portion of the ad valorem tax which is produced by levy at the rate fixed each
year by or for each such public upon the redevelopment project valuation shall
be paid into the funds of each such public body in the same proportion as are
all other taxes collected by or for the body, and 2) the portion of the ad
valorem tax on real property in the redevelopment project in excess of such
amount, if any, shall be allocated to and when collected, paid into a special
fund of the South Sioux City Community Development Agency to pay the principal
of, the interest on, and any premiums due in connection with the bonds of,
loans, notes or advances of money to, or indebtedness incurred by, whether
funded, refunded, assumed, or otherwise, such authority for financing or
refinancing in whole or in part, a redevelopment project. When such bonds,
loans, notes, advances of money. or indebtedness, including interest and
premiums due, have been paid, the agency shall so notify the county assessor and
county treasurer and all ad valorem taxes upon taxable real property in such a
redevelopment project shall be paid into the funds of the respective public
bodies. The effective date for purpose of the Community Development Law
including the tax increment financing shall be the date of this plan's adoption
by the City Council of South Sioux City, Nebraska, that date being in December.

Bruce Davis, Mayor of South Sioux City, spoke on the re-development issue.
Chairman Huggenberger asked to be excused from the meeting as he was not feeling
well and Vice Chair Hartnett declared a 5 minute break at 2:45 p.m.

The board reconvened at 2:50 p.m. with Vice Chair Hartnett residing.

Scott Ford, Bruce Davis, Wayne Boyd, Bob Finney, Sheriff Wagner and Lance
Hedquist appeared before the board per the board's request to discuss Juvenile
Boarding costs with the Boys and Girls Home.

The session was referred to as a brain storming session and some ideas and
thoughts were expressed.

Mr. Finney expressed the crux of the problem with juveniles. They have no
respect for the law and think they are untouchable. In other words they don't
think any thing will happen to them because they are under age. He can charge
juveniles like adults, but there still has to be site and sound separation
between them and adult prisoners. Until we can hold them as with adults he felt
that housing them is going to be very costly especially adjoining another state
like we do.

Mayor Davis suggested that the Department of Justice be contacted to see if
there is money available. They may look favorably at a grant since we are in a
three state area that aids in restricting law enforcement.



Mr. Ford said that whatever we do sends a message to these young people and they
pick up on it quick.

Ideas were discussed, but nothing was decided.

Commissioner Meinen moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier to send a letter to
the Nebraska Commission on Law enforcement and Criminal Justice advising them
that Dakota County is intending to apply for Title V Incentive Grant for Local
Delinquency Programs.

Chairman Huggenberger called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PRESENT: Commissioners Bobier, Huggenberger, Hartnett, Meinen, Engel and Ted
Piepho, Secretary.

Diane Lutt appeared before the board and introduced herself as the DCIT
Coordinator and handed out a pamphlet hy-liting what Dakota County Interagency
Team does.

She spoke on what issues they are working on with the State of NE Dept of Health
and Human Services; Youth Issue, Children 0-5, Neighbor helping Neighbor, D GAP
(deposit for rent and utilities) and transitional housing, Transportation at
Freeway, Dakota County Juvenile Plan, Single Law enforcement entity, unified
gang response, Public safety plan, Development of forms.

Ms. Lutt added that DCIT has put together their budget that they will submit to
the State of NE. In the budget they are asking for a $15,000 local match. There
is already some local match taking place the school provides, (office space, and
meeting space) the City of South Sioux City provides meeting space and copying,
Dept. of Health and Human Services (mailings and copies). The match request for
1998 will be from the City of South Sioux City, South Sioux Community Schools,
and Dakota County Commissioners. As the expansion of the programs continues
DCIT will request local match from other cities and/or villages in the county.
We certainly do need to demonstrate our commitment to the State of Nebraska. If
we take $15,000 and divide by the 3 major state holders, that request becomes
$5,000. In our new budget we have requested that our program developer position
be increased to a full time position. We do not receive new money from the
State, to continue the growth we need to be writing for more grants. SIMPCO has
a grant writer that writes on issues of economic development. With the Juvenile
concerns this county has- Example the $5000.00 a month increases. This increase
certainly needs to be turned around. Having the DCIT Program Developer
assistance with grants written to Dept. of Health and Human Services, (this
includes the following 5 agencies Aging, Health, Public Institutions, Social
Services, Juvenile Services. This will give a more direct line to these funding
sources. At $25.00 an hour for the grant writer, given 200 hours annual, 16
hrs. a month, figures a additional cost of $400.00 month.

County Clerk, Ted Piepho, left the meeting at 10:40 a.m. for a doctors
appointment. Deputy County Clerk, Joan Spencer assumed the responsibility of
Secretary at said time.

Chairman Huggenberger reminded the board that they were in the process of
developing policies for upgrading a minimum maintenance road for those people
who build along a road. He said that he had informed Arnie Mellick to develop



such policy and that Mr. Mellick is in the county attorneys office with Bob
Finney discussing the matter with him.

The board briefly discussed the comprehensive plan and the fact that the
Planning and Zoning Board was considering to reduce number of acres from 20 to 5
for new construction in ag related zoning.

Arnie Mellick, Road Foreman, appeared before the board and told them that he
added a claim to the claims amounting to $1,235. He said that one hundred
dollars of it was for interest because the state had not paid the contractor on
time.

Mr. Mellick said that Mel Harden informed him that the fine print said that the
county was responsible for all interest. Mr. Harden suggested that the county
may want to bring the matter before NACO because the county should not be
responsible for that interest. Mr. Huggenberger suggested that we may want to
take it before the Legislature.

Arnie Mellick said that he also talked to Mel Hardin and asked him whether the
county was obligated in upgrading a minimum maintenance road or building a new
road for a developer. Mr. Hardin provided him with copies of Nebraska statutes
which said that the county was not obligated to construct a road, however, the
county should have a policy.

Arnie Mellick informed the board that it cost less for the tires to be picked up
than what originally was estimated.

Commissioner Engel told Arnie that Ray Bradish had informed him that there were
two plugged tubes on his road and he was wondering if they could be opened. It
was determined that they were talking about road No. 37 and Mr. Mellick told him
that there was nothing he could do.

Commissioner Engel also told Mr. Mellick that the VFW is complaining that they
are experiencing a lot of flat tires as result of the crushed concrete that was
placed on the road south of freeway trailer court. Mr. Mellick said that he had
put the crushed concrete other places and that has not been a problem. He also
said that the road would be Bo Magged next year.

Commissioner Meinen informed Arnie Mellick that she received a phone call this
morning and said that the caller informed her that someone was thinking of
putting in a hog confinement just on the other side of the Dakota county line.

A brief discussion was had concerning this type of operation but in speaking
with Mr. Mellick it did not appear that anything could be done because Thurston
County does not have any zoning regulations and a hog confinement would probably
be on the Indian Reservation which Thurston County has no Jjurisdiction over.

The board recessed for lunch at 11:45 a.m.
The board reconvened from lunch at 1:30 p.m. with all members present.

Judy Reinart and Leo Miller appeared before the board asking for a grant for
mileage. Judy Reinart is a private individual that tracks gang members. She
had appeared once before to ask the county for radios. Leo Miller is a member
of law enforcement in Sioux City, Iowa and she brought Mr. Miller along because
she has been working with him for some time. Mr. Miller lent support for what
Ms. Reinart does.

Chad Lingenfelter, SIMPCO, appeared before the board. He said that South Sioux
was very interested in proceeding with a Corridor Study for River View Drive
Extension and I-29. He said that South Sioux and Dakota City is heavily
pursuing it. It would cost about 80,000. and at a council meeting they
committed sharing the study at 8.1% for Dakota City, 45.7% for South Sioux City
and 46.2% for Dakota County.

At a meeting November 18, 1997, the Department of Roads gave them what you would
call a happy list and gave them a feed back from other projects that they have
done.

The item left is the funding. The 46 or so percent would not be needed the
first year, but that the project would take two to three years.

Mr. Lingenfelter said the most important part of the study, he thought, was
public involvement. Then the Feasibility study would make sure that the
corridor was needed. An environment statement would be taken. Public
involvement, Environment, Feasibility and Functional Plans are the four areas of
the study. Public, Environment and Feasibility will be about 50% of the cost
and Preliminary Design will be about 50%.

Commissioner Hartnett said that the development could happen down the road, but
asked When is down the road?

Mr. Lingenfelter said that it could be anywhere from 6 to 25 years. He
explained that each highway bill is usually 6 year. Right now South Sioux City
is borrowing ahead Federal Money to build River View Drive, so in their own
efforts may come closer and closer to being an interchange. Right now we can
just talk about it. We need the study to actually develop it and guide us with
it.

Chairman Huggenberger tabled action until the next meeting.

The Board met with the county officials.

The conversation was around the Veteran Service Officer needing a secretary and
they briefly discussed whether the court house should be closed Friday the day
after Christmas.

The board did not think that was necessary.

Bob Finney appeared before the board and informed them that the property that
was deeded to them from Region IV in 1992 was for financing terms only and that
it saved Region IV about $50,000. He said that the county should not just deed
the property back because it would look like the county sold it to them and that
is not the procedure outlined by statute for the sale of property. Therefore
the county should be cautious in deeding that back.

Commissioner Meinen moved, seconded by Commissioner Hartnett to Authorize the
Chairman to execute a Quit Claim Deed and necessary documents to Region IV
Office of Developmental Disabilities releasing the county's interest in the
property described as follows:

Chairman Huggenberger called the regularly scheduled meeting to order at 1:30
p.m.

PRESENT : Commissioners Huggenberger, Hartnett, Engel, Meinen and Bobier and
Nanci Walsh, Board Assistant.

Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by Commissioner Engel, to approve the
minutes of December 15, 1997 as typed in the official record.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Engel- Yea; Meinen- Yea; Bobier- Yea; Huggenberger- Yea;
Hartnett- Yea; UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

Rod Krogh representing the group CITIZENS regarding the TRS Regulations and a
lawsuit filed by IBP against the Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality.
Mr. Krogh presented a letter from the Nebraska Appleseed Center for Law in the
Public Interest. Mr. Krogh would like the board to reaffirm the statement the
Board made in June and to join the case with the State as citizen interveners.

Bruce Smith then addressed the board on behalf of IBP. Mr. Smith stated that if
the permits had not been delayed, IBP would already have covered lagoons in
place. IBP does not disagree that there should be a standard, only what the
standard is, how and when it is implemented, and what industries are affected.
IBP would like the time and permits to be able to comply with the standard.

Mr. Smith asked that the board contact the Governor and EPA to ask them to move
the permit process along. He also asked the county to check to see what other
cities, counties or other political subdivisions had become interveners in the
lawsuit. He then reiterated that IBP does not object to TRS standards, they
just want time to meet the standards.

Mr. Krogh gave a brief rebuttal stating that the figures have not changed since
March 1, 1997 and that the welfare standard was eliminated. That the current
standard is a health standard only.

There was a brief discussion on the tannery.
The matter was tabled to allow the board to talk to the county attorney.

Lance Hedquist, City Administrator; Bruce Davis, Mayor; and Bill McLarty,
Councilman; of the City of South Sioux City, appeared before the board regarding
the redevelopment plan for Dakota Avenue. Mr. Hedquist presented the following
information:

TO: Dakota County Commissioners

RE: Downtown TIF District

DATE: December 29,1997

The City of South Sioux City appreciates the past support for the Tax Increment
Financing Districts as we all seek a brighter future. The city would likewise
request your support for this TIF District one block either side of Dakota
Avenue from 17th to 21st Streets. This area has had no construction in the
1990's and 3 in the 1980's, 4 in the 1970's and 1 in the 1960's. Thus 92% of
the buildings are pre 1960! Most of the property owners have seen no increase
in valuation for 5 years! Letting the tax base remain stagnant forces other



residential, commercial, and agricultural properties to pick up the slack. This
trend needs to be reversed.

Commissioner Hartnett requested that the Community Development Agency consider
closing down the Riverfront TIF early. This study has been started and we have
asked the county and the school district for information for this report. As
commissioners, you may be interested to note that the resident and businesses of
South Sioux City EXCLUDING the TIF districts have increased their share of
county taxes from 43% in 1985/86 to 52% in 1996/97.

1985/86 1996/97 Percent
City 139,229,810 312,296,153 124%
County 321,223,216 605,704,331 89%
Percent 43% 52%

As can be seen if the City of South Sioux City wvaluation had remained at 43%,
the county would have had a $50,000,000 decrease in valuation. Clearly,
regardless, of the TIF Districts the City residents continue to pick up more of
the costs of the county.

The TIF District has the support of the South Sioux City Chamber of Commerce,
South Sioux City Planning & Zoning, Cardinal Development, the South Sioux City
Business Improvement District, and the South Sioux City School District. We have
had several public hearings and public meetings on this subject and feel
confident that the project has community support.

Today we ask your support to:

1. Reverse the trend of valuations in this area;

2. Seek to improve the image of South Sioux City and Dakota County;

3. Assist the City and Community Development Agency in seeking new private
sector investment in our downtown area;

4. Build a community of which all county residents can be proud.

While the county vote is not necessary to proceed, we feel that our past and
continued cooperative efforts have improved the efficiency of government for all
taxpayers and this represents another step in the right direction.

Linda Modlin: I know, I got a phone call though. If it is in appropriate at
this time..but it

would save me four phone calls.

Jackie Hartnett: Sure, come on up Linda.

Nanci Walsh: Let me take the roll on the motion, now.

Roll Call Vote: Bobier- Yea; Huggenberger- Yea; Hartnett- Yea; Engel- Yea;
Meinen- Yea; UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED at 3:43 p.m.

Linda Modlin: I apologize, I couldn't get here at one thirty, I shouldn't be
here right now. I am doing a bid that has to be in by five. I didn't know...I
was hoping that Rod could just handle this, because...

Jim Huggenberger: He did a good job.

Linda Modlin: Okay, because I have spent since December 1lst. We were going to
take the month of December off, Donna and I. And then all of this intervention



came in. I didn't know if Rodney had shared with you that I had gotten a phone
call from the governor. And I am kind of glad if he didn't, I am kind a glad
if he didn't with who else I heard was in the audience. Christmas Eve
afternoon I received a phone call from Governor Nelson and ...IBP... We think
what happened and since we never know but that they got wind that we were going
to intervene, which is no problem because Milo Mumgaardner from the Appleseed
Center has been going to Columbus, Norfolk, Lexington, to get people to sign on
with this. But whatever, whatever the reason was, IBP has decided that they
want to go into arbitration. And Governor Nelson's phone call to me was that

he felt that we were important stake holders in this process, because we in
reality are the reason the process ever got started in the first place, this
standard. And so he has asked us to sit in on the arbitration the morning of
January 15, 1998. I really don't want to go just a citizen with five people, I
really want to walk in the door as a representative of the community. Moreso,
than I have ever done before. And that is why I would really like to see your
name on this.

What they are questioning, and that's, I think, the most important thing here.
Is they are questioning the process by which this standard was set. And in the
whole scheme of things is questioning any process that goes through anywhere in
the United States where the public has a part of it. They had more of part of
it, they meaning IBP, meaning the o0il industry, the cattlemen, then the five of
us who worked on our own without an attorney, on our own money, on our own time.
I mean they have got a whole floor of attorneys, I think what happened, they
never thought that five people could pull it off. They never dreamed, and then
when it did happen, it was like oh, my god, we've got a problem, what are we
going to do with this, so throw it in the courts. In the meantime, if this
goes...arbitration .. there is no way of knowing what the...look at my hands,
I've been handling blueprints, I didn't even wash my hands, forget this image,
just listen to the voice....If this goes to court, I think we have a very good
chance of winning but I really would like to see it handled in arbitration. And
we would have more power in the arbitrary part of it if signed on with us is the
county commissioners, the city council of South Sioux, the city council of
Dakota City. that's sending a statement that this community respects what we
have gone through, respects the process that the State of Nebraska set aside for
us, the twelve hours whatever it was that we were in the hearing and that the

process does work. And give the State of Nebraska then the right... as it is
now we're still two years away from a fix. I have had, since Thanksgiving,
bronchitis, laryngitis, two migraine headaches, I am ready to move. If I move
this will end and you guys will be back to square one. Because Donna....
Commissioner Bobier: Don't tell Iowa Beef, they'll buy your house.

Linda Modlin: Oh, I tried that a year ago, December.... a year ago, November,
Jack,

when my grand baby was on oxygen Thanksgiving night, I tried that with Lochner.
I invited him over, I thought he needed to see a four year old with a full blown
asthma attack and I invited him at four o clock in the morning and then I said
to him, vyou know I'm as sick of phone calls to you as you are from me, just buy
me out, get me the hell out

of here. that's all I'm telling you. So that when my grand babies come home.

Our son, you know I don't mean to be...I'm so tired of being a whiner, I am not
a whiner, but that seems like for seven years since we moved into this house
that is all I have become. Our son did not come home at Christmas, you know

why, because last year we rented a motel room for them because they can't stay
overnight at our house with



seventeen-eighteen month old baby. You know guys, and I am only one of the few
that knows I'm sick. We don't even know how many people are sick that don't
know why they are. You know , this is going to sound kind of gross, but other
women keep track of their periods on the calendar, I keep track of the damned
wind, because my life depends

on whether I can have company for supper, whether my grandson can sleep in the
guest room, in the family room. But we got... I need help. 1I've.. I don't
think I have ever begged for help before. I have worked really diligently for
seven years, even as city council member, I never used my role as city council
in this fight. I have asked for a little money, to help pay for Donna's

expenses but the majority of the money has been Ken and I's. I have got the
canceled checks. I am begging now. I am.. I need you people.. I need
to know that every body cares. This is a moral responsibility, it is a health

based standard.

We're not fighting IBP here guys. We are fighting the way the process works in
the United States of America. that's what we're fighting. They are trying to
tell us that the process doesn't work, they're really ticked that five plain
people beat'em and got the process done. And we..you know..we can't go back. I
don't want to go back three years again. I won't, I don't have the energy any
more, I'm running out of steam. I'm...

Commissioner Engel: Is South Sioux interested or hasn't signed on with you
yet?

Linda Modlin: We're going ...and I'm going to go tonight with Rodney, I hadn't
planned on it, but I am now going. And Dakota City we've already gotten the
okay from Wayne Boyd. We took in...you know because...and we knew this before
because Milo says you know... that was the first question we asked Milo when we
talked to him. Is what are we, what could we be setting ourselves up. And
you know that's been my worry from day one, is that someday I was going to have
a subpoena on my doorstep and it wouldn't take them very many months to have Ken
and I Dbroke. Then he says absolutely not, the Appleseed Center is representing
us, matter of fact we have two attorneys that will be representing us. The
Appleseed Center, I don't know if you understand how it works, their money comes
all from the East Coast. It is from some retired Harvard attorneys that fund
the Appleseed Center and their reason is that they got, they have received more
than

they thought they should have in and this is their way of giving back. To
represent the public in situations where the public can't afford to represent
themselves. You know and I trust your County Attorney, that he'll see the same
thing ... Wayne Boyd, the city attorney, has it in his hands right now and what
he has looked over, I am supposed to get back to him tomorrow morning. But what
he had looked over so far, he couldn't see anywhere where we were committing.
Where the city could be committed. Basically, it is no different then you
writing a letter saying yes, we need a standard, Governor, 1let's get this in
gear and get it going. And I really think that the Governor said that by his
phone call to me the 24th. The Governor said you are a part of this and we
want you at that table. I don't want to be at that table alone, I want to know
if maybe not physically you aren't there, but that spiritually I have more than
just me there.

Commissioner Bobier: I think we talked a little while ago and we're pretty
much in agreement, aren't we ... and we didn't delay it for the sake of delaying
it, we just thought we had better have the attorney look at it. But I think we
are all in agreement that..



Linda Modlin: 1Is there any way we can get it through a little.... Milo....and
the reason is that in order to be in arbitration at 10:30 a.m. on the 15th, Milo
has to get all the papers ready and was hoping to have them by the 5th. Is
there any possible way?

Commissioner Hartnett: I think our only hangup, Linda, and that's why talked
about the county attorney is would we be a partner to the lawsuit by coming on
board?

Linda Modlin: What... How Milo explained it to me is the two attorneys
representing all of us as the Appleseed Center, and you would be enjoining with
the Appleseed Center. All you would be doing is signing. No, the county
attorney would not be there. How they explained it to me is that we would be a

second set of attorney generals sitting at the table. We are just offering the
attorney general help. We have already been welcomed with open arms by the
attorney general. He is already aware of it, he has sent his blessing.

He said that this will, will just do nothing but strengthen his case, the fact
that he has citizens of the state of Nebraska that are backing his decision,
because he wouldn't have been in this position. You know IBP is questioning
what he has okayed and what the Governor has signed. They're questioning the
whole process. The Attorney General said it never would have gotten signed if
the attorney general didn't think it was done correctly, it never would have
gotten signed.

Commissioner Meinen: Aren't we questioning, just safeguarding whether by coming
on as a Board, are we putting the county in any sort of liability situation.

Linda Modlin: That I understand, the only thing I am asking is if there is any
way it could be done before the 13th. I do not want an answer now, today, at
all, by no means.

Because I want you to do that, but I

Commissioner Meinen: We don't have a meeting before then.

Linda Modlin: That was my concern is you don't have a meeting until the 13th
and I don't know if....

Commissioner Bobier: Could we do a telephone survey?

Commissioner Hartnett: Well, we could certainly do a resolution still,
supporting it depending upon what the county attorney says.

Commissioner Huggenberger: I think we can still vote on it contingent on the
county attorney's approval.

Commissioner Hartnett: Right, because it was on the agenda.

Commissioner Huggenberger: We can endorse this. But the county attorney will
have the final say whether we're on board.

Linda Modlin: Right, yeah, and that might help move it along and...
Commissioner Hartnett: Yeah, we'll be glad to do that.
Linda Modlin: If you could do it that way...

Commissioner Huggenberger: I don't have a problem with that.



Linda Modlin: And that's the only urgency, and I really apologize if this is
inappropriate to come back in. I never quite know whether Rodney has... and I
didn't know if he had told you about the governor and maybe he didn't feel that
he had the right to do that since it was a phone call between the governor and
I.

Commissioner Engel: But he did a good job.

Commissioner Hartnett: Yeah, he always does.

Linda Modlin: Good.

Commissioner Huggenberger: We have to talk to our county attorney in executive
session since then, since they made their presentation..

Linda Modlin: And he is going to go take a look at it?
Commissioner Huggenberger: He has all the materials.

Linda Modlin: Good. If there is anything else to, please have him feel free to
get a hold of Milo. Milo will...

Commissioner Huggenberger and Commissioner Hartnett: He has his name.

Linda Modlin: Yes, and also, I know one of the attorneys will be representing
us 1is Greg Lobby from Lexington, Nebraska, which is really a plus. This is the
first time that we have seen Lexington actually come on board with Dakota
County.

This... again... again it could be one of the first times
something like this has happened. I really appreciate it. 1I'll get out of your
hair and I'll go back to my work.

Commissioner Hartnett: We could pass a resolution right now and you would know
that

Linda Modlin: Okay.

Commissioner Hartnett: ....when you go to South Sioux.
Linda Modlin: OH

Commissioner Engel: Yeah.

Linda Modlin: Yes, that would be wonderful.
Commissioner Bobier: Do we have a resolution to pass?

Nanci Walsh: You should have the county attorney spell out what that should
say.

Commissioner Hartnett: ...what it should say.
Linda Modlin?: Yeah, your right.

Nanci Walsh: He should word that....the way he feels it should be done...



Commissioner Meinen: So that we're legal.

Linda Modlin: I think that first... on the top of Milo's letter, the memo part
of it, doesn't that kind of explain what they are doing and that is probably, I
would assume, how it will be addressed.
