Commissioner Engel moved, seconded by Commissioner Meinen to approve the minutes
of December 28, 1998 as typed in the official record.

Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

Commissioner Hartnett opened nominations for Chairman.

Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Meinen to nominate
Commissioner Hartnett to serve as the 1999 Chair of the County Board of
Commissioners and the secretary cast an unanimous ballot for Ms. Hartnett to be
1999 chair.

Commissioner Hartnett occupied the seat reserved for the chair.

Chairperson Hartnett called for nominations for Vice Chair.

Commissioner Meinen to serve as the Vice Chairman to the Board of Commissioners
for 1999 and the secretary cast an unanimous ballot for Ms. Meinen to be Vice
Chair.

Commissioner Hartnett moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier to designate the
following banks as depositories for Dakota County with the maximum deposit being
governed by securities pledged by each institution:  First National Bank, Dakota
County State Bank, Nebraska State Bank, and Siouxland National Bank.

And
finally be it resolved that the chair designate other meeting dates as necessary
to conduct county business one month in advance of the month in which the
meetings are changed.

Jim Wagner and Linda Carson appeared before the board concerning the handling of
stray animals.  Ms. Walsh, board assistant, reported that the Sioux City Humane
Society would take the animals and charge the county $28 for each animal.  The
drawback from the county's side is the transportation of the animal to the
Humane Society.  It was mentioned that the Humane Society would take them from a
private person if the county would call there first.
Mr. Wagner said that most of the problem with animals roaming at large in the
county's jurisdiction is in the trailer courts and they have their own contract
with whomever for that problem.  The county does not get involved with those
situations unless an animal has bitten someone.

The board asked Mr. Wagner about being short of help.  This resulted from
discussion by the union representatives when they met with the board on
grievance 002.

Mr. Wagner suggested that he did not want to talk about it in open session, but
if the board wanted to convene into closed session, he could then discuss it.
Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Engel to convene into Closed
Executive Session.

The subject of how health insurance was paid was discussed.  The county clerk
explained that he wanted the board to clarify how his office should treat
insurance premiums when an employee terminates his/her employment.  He said up
until six years ago or so the county paid the insurance premium for an employees
single rate of insurance for the end of the month in which the employee
terminated his/her employment.  For Example:  The health insurance premium for
employees is due the first of every month or contract period.  The premium for
that contract month is not paid until after the 2nd check of the month has been
paid to the employees because if they have family insurance then half the
insurance premium is withheld from their 1st check and the other half is
withheld from their second check.
Mr. Piepho explained that up until 6 years or so ago, the county would pay the
single rate of insurance for the balance of the month.  The reason for doing
this was because the premium is due prior to the time period of coverage and the
county should have made payment prior to the employee ever leaving.  He said
that somehow through turnover the administration of this has strayed from that
and the single rate was prorated on the basis that the county would pay for the
first half and the employee pay for the second half. Mr. Piepho felt that this
the premium should be paid by the county because the handbook identifies that
the single rate will be paid by the county and techically the premium should be
paid prior to the 1st of the month anyway, but solicited the board feelings and
asked them for clarification.  Ms. Walsh felt that we should continue the same
as we have been.

Mr. Bobier said that he did not feel that the taxpayers should be responsible
for paying the premium for the time that the terminated individual was not
employed.
Commissioner Engel moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier that the premium for
Single rate of insurance be the employee's responsibility for the part of the
month in which they do not work when they terminate their employment with the
county.

Chair Hartnett called their regular scheduled meeting to order at 10:08 a.m.
PRESENT:  Commissioners Hartnett, Engel, Meinen, Bobier, and Ted Piepho,
Secretary.  Commissioner Denker arrived at 10:13 a.m.

The board reviewed the claims submitted by the county clerk.
Commissioner Denker arrived at 10:13 a.m.

The board discussed animal control.

Commissioner Engel reported that the owner of the property west of Dakota City
that the county is looking at to purchase for a county maintenance yard, would
be willing to take $170,000.; however, she is selling 6 acres to Glenn Donnelly,
which would be 6 acres less than the appraisal included.
The board directed the county clerk to write a letter to the county attorney and
ask him to provide the board with everything that the board should do to
purchase the property.

The board discussed a claim costing the county $2000. to repair or replace the
engine in a 1992 Corsica that Linda Carson drives.  They directed Nanci Walsh to
write the Sheriff's Office to get board approval before authorizing expenditures
of more than $1000 on vehicles.



Chair Hartnett recessed their meeting at 11:30 a.m. to tour the jail.

The board reconvened their meeting at 1:30 p.m. with all members and the county
clerk present.

The boards comments on the jail was that the jail appears to be very well kept
and very clean.

Arnold Mellick, Road Foreman, and Don Prenger, Dakota Flats Developer, appeared
before the board concerning the county removing the snow on the road through
Dakota Flats.  Mr. Mellick cited Section 611 out of the Planning and Zoning Sub-
division regulations in connection with removing snow off the road and it does
not prohibit the county from doing so.
Commissioner Bobier asked if there were any problems with removing snow off the
Dakota Flats Road.
Mr. Mellick said not, except that Milton Peters may request the county to remove
the snow off the roads in his subdivisions.

Robert Giese, County Treasurer, appeared before the board and asked them to
approve the Treasurer's Semi-Annual Report.
Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Engel to approve the Semi-
Annual Report submitted by the County Treasurer for the six month period ending
December 31, 1998.
ROLL CALL VOTE: Hartnett- Yea, Engel- Yea, Meinen- Yea, Denker- Yea, Bobier-
Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

The board addressed the subject of the County Treasurer's Bond as listed on the
agenda.  The County Clerk addressed the board and said that a one time the
Nebraska Revised Statutes R.R.S. 1943 as amended mandated that individual bonds
for the County Officials had to be purchased and filed, with either the county
clerk or county court, prior to being sworn in.  He said the law has changed and
that the officials may be covered under a blanket bond.  That prompted him to
solicit a County Attorney's Opinion whether or not the officials had to have
individual bonds.  The county attorney verbally told the county clerk that if
the total bond amount required for all county officials was less than the amount
of the blanket bond, then the individual bonds would not be required, but if the
amount combined for all the elected officials would exceed the amount of
coverage identified by the blanket bond, then they would have to have individual
bonds.
The County Clerk said at one time the board required the county treasurer to
provide a larger bond, but through the years it was reduced to $50,000.  He
therefore felt that the board should designate an amount that they require for
the Treasurer to prevent any complications down the road.
Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Engel that the Treasurer's
Bond amount be set at $100,000. to satisfy the ability of determining whether
individual bonds are necessary. BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this is not to be
considered the maximum bond in the case a larger blanket bond is available.
ROLL CALL VOTE: Engel- Yea, Meinen- Yea, Bobier- Yea, Denker- Yea, Hartnett-
Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

Duane Upton, Highway Supt., and Arnold Mellick, Road Foreman, appeared before
the board and presented the preliminary One and Six Year Road Improvement Plan
for Dakota County.  They answered questions that the board and asked and
suggested that the county have One and Six Year Road Hearing, February 16, 1999
at 2:00 p.m.



Mr. Mellick asked the board if it was okay to have the with having an appraiser
appraise the right-of-way, which is necessary to purchase for the the Hubbard-
Jackson Road paving project.
Commissioner Bobier and Meinen felt they would like him to get estimates in
writing from several companies.
Commissioner Denker mentioned a firm in Emerson that could possibly do it and
may be available to do the appraisals prior to the time frame that other firms
would be available.

The board considered the appointment of the County Surveyor.
Alpha Land Surveying was the only firm that submitted a proposal as discussed in
the last meeting.

Commissioner Engel moved, seconded by Commissioner Denker to appoint Alpha Land
Surveying, Fred M. Franklin, PLS as the County Surveyor for 1999 with the rates
outlined in his proposal as follows:
     Licensed Professional Surveyor - $35.00 per hour
     Instrument Technician          - $15.00 per hour
     Office Computation & Drafting  - $35.00 per hour
     Two Man Survey Crew            - $50.00 per hour
     No Charge for mileage or equipment.
ROLL CALL VOTE: Meinen- Yea, Bobier- Yea, Denker- Yea, Hartnett- Yea, Engel-
Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

Pam Feilmeier and Rob Wood, with Smith Hayes, appeared before the board and
explained the savings if the board were to recall and refinance the LEC and the
Road Improvement Bonds.

This Agreement effective the 25th day of January, 1999 is entered into by and
between the SIOUXLAND HUMANE SOCIETY, INC. (hereinafter "SHS"), and the COUNTY
OF DAKOTA, state of Nebraska (hereinafter "County").

WHEREAS, SHS is a nonprofit corporation which maintains facilities for humane
shelter, care and disposal of dogs, cats and other animals; and

WHEREAS, the County has certain responsibilities to enforce its Resolutions and
state laws pertaining to stray or unleashed animals; and

WHEREAS, the County wishes to use the services and facilities of SHS, from time
to time, to assist the County in the enforcement of said ordinances and state
laws and in the humane treatment of animals.

IT IS THEREFORE AGREED as follows:

1. Impoundment. Upon delivery of any animal to SHS by any authorized
representative of the County, SHS shall provide humane shelter services,
including feeding and medical care and, if necessary, isolation, for a period of
at least three (3) days. If the animal has not been retrieved by its rightful
owner by the end of such period, the animal shall be disposed of as determined
by SHS, in its sole discretion.

2. Authorized Representative. For purposes of this Agreement, an authorized
representative of the County shall mean any sheriff of sheriffs deputy, any
police officer, any animal control officer or any person authorized by telephone
by County personnel.

3. Fees for Services. SHS shall be paid the following fees for its services;
   a.  For each animal brought to the shelter, an incoming fee of $l0.00;
   b.  For housing each animal, $6.00 per day, for a maximum period of 4 days.
(In accordance with SHS policy, each animal will be held for a minimum of three
(3) days for a minimum housing fee of $18.00.

4. Responsibility for Fees.
   a.  In the event the rightful owner of the animal retrieves the animal from
SHS, all fees shall be collected from the owner prior to release of the animal.
In addition, SHS reserves the right to charge additional fees to such owner.
SHS shall make a report to the County of all animals retrieved by their owners.
   b.  In the event the rightful owner does not retrieve the animal within 4
days, the County shall be responsible for such fees upon submission of an
itemized statement from SHS. Fees are due within ten (10) days of billing.

5. Animals Captured or Impounded by County. The County agrees to turn over to
SHS for adoption or disposal any animals impounded by the County which are not
claimed by the rightful owner within the time period provided by County
Resolution.



6. Right to Euthanize.  Notwithstanding any minimum holding period provided
herein, SHS reserves the right to euthanize at any time any animal which SHS
determines, in its sole discretion, is suffering needlessly and will not benefit
from medical treatment.

7. Hold Harmless.  The County agrees to hold SHS and its employees, volunteers
and directors harmless from any right, demand, claim or cause of action arising
from any wrongful receipt, impounding or disposition of any animal which is
sheltered, retrieved, euthanized or disposed of under this Agreement, so long as
SHS complies with the terms of this Agreement.

8. Representations. The County represents that it has been duly authorized to
enter into this agreement by the proper body and that the person executing the
same on behalf of the County is authorized to do so.  SHS represents that it has
been duly authorized to enter into this agreement by its board of directors.

9. Term of Agreement.  This agreement shall remain in force until properly
terminated by either party.  Termination shall be effected by either party
giving written notice to the other at least thirty (30) days prior to the date
of termination. For the purpose of giving notice, the addresses of the parties
stated below are sufficient until such time as a party notifies the other of a
change in address,

    I have again submitted a claim for payment of premium of malpractice
coverage through the National Association of Salaried Professionals. Enclosed
herewith please find a photocopy of an Attorney General's Opinion, which would
seem to indicate that the County Board is without authority to deny specific
claims once an aggregate budget has been set.  This is also the opinion of my
attorney, the Honorable C. Thomas White (Ret.).  I visited with Judge White on
January 18, 1999.
     In addition, I have consulted with other members of the Bar as to the
sufficiency of the policy in question.  Specifically, I contacted Lawrence



Raful, the Dean of Creighton's Law School.  He is a former Public Defender and a
member of the Ethics Committee of the State Bar Association.  He advised that in
his opinion, many of the policies, such as NIRMA employs, are painted with a
"broad brush" and do not provide sufficient coverage for Public Defenders.  I
also visited with Professor Robert Works, of the University of Nebraska College
of Law.  Professor Works wrote the section for lawyer's malpractice insurance,
for the Nebraska Lawyers How To Manual.  Professor Works suggested that I
contact Denzel Busick in Grand Island.  Mr. Busick specializes in the defense of
Professional Liability cases and is quite familiar with Professional Liability
policies.  Mr. Busick advises that he holds the same opinion as Dean Raful.  He
further advises that there are many nuances in the GO-PRO policy, which subject
my office to greater exposure than the policy which I desire.  One specific
instance was the exclusion of punitive damages. While punitive damages are not
allowed in Nebraska State Courts, they are allowed under Federal Law.
Therefore, should this office be sued in a Federal forum, there is greater
exposure.
     In conclusion, Ms. Walsh, if this claim is denied, I will instruct Judge
White to file for a mandamus against the County Board.
     The Commissioners may, therefore, govern themselves accordingly.

         1. I am the president of Barney G. Inc., a Nebraska corporation.

         2. Barney G. Inc. is the owner of Westwood USA Mobile Home Park, 421
Dixon Path, South Sioux City, Nebraska located outside the city limits in Dakota
County, Nebraska.

         3. The corporate office for Barney C. Inc. is 9708 N. 300th St.,
Valley, Nebraska 68064.

         4. South Sioux City has zoning jurisdiction over Westwood under Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943 16-901. Zoning regulations; building ordinances;
public utility codes; extension. Any city of the first class may apply by
ordinance any existing and future zoning regulations, property use regulations,
building ordinances, electrical ordinances, plumbing ordinances, and ordinances
authorized by section 16-240 to the unincorporated area two miles beyond and
adjacent to corporate boundaries with the same force and effect as if such
outlying area were within the corporate limits of such city, except that no such
ordinance shall be extended or applied so as to prohibit, prevent, or interfere
with the conduct of existing farming, livestock operations, businesses, or
industry....

         5. Westwood started out with 22 mobile home lots in the late 1950's
then was expanded to over 100 lots between 1975 and 1977. The Westwood property
was rezoned from Agricultural to Residential B Modified passed and approved on
September 2, 1975 by South Sioux City Council-Ordinance 75-21.

         6. A public hearing was held by the Board of Adjustment of the City of
South Sioux City on May 4, 1977 for Ralph Muff property for variance of



Ordinance #10-444 for variance to allow 20 ft asphalt street instead of 30 ft
and eliminate curbs (3' concrete sidewalks without curbs) for the property
legally described as: The 270' of Government Lots 3, Sec. 17 Twp 29 N, R 9 E of
the 6th P.M. lying N of the county road which runs E and w thru Government Lot
3, all located in Dakota County, Nebraska, now Westwood USA Mobile Home Park.
Voting Aye: Dawkins, Johnson, Matney and Rector. Voting Nay: None.

         7. The Westwood expansion was constructed as per South Sioux City
Mobile Home Park Ordinance 70-23, passed and approved on October 20, 1970 by
South Sioux City Council. Muffs obtained the agreement with South Sioux City to
connect to the South Sioux City Sewer Service. Vincent Kavanaugh overseen the
construction of sewer lines to the municipal sewer lines. Kavanaugh overseen the
installation of water lines to each mobile home lot and over saw the
installation of a State Certified Well for water service. Apr-08-99 23r33 Dakota
County Comm P.04

         Kavanaugh oversaw the installation of electrical service lines and
obtained electrical service from Northeast Nebraska Public Power District,
Emerson, Nebraska until late 1981. Propane was used for gas service.

         8. Application was made for the Nebraska Department of Health license
on September 15, 1997 for over 100 lots, inspected by Nebraska Department of
Health inspector, Skip Quady on October 25, 1977. All plans and construction
completed was approved by the State of Nebraska on November 21, 1977 based on
the October 25, 1977 inspections of the mobile home park with these Westwood
plans submitted to South Sioux City officials per newspaper articles and
Engineer Richard Raymond. In 1977, 80 trailers were placed on Westwood lots,
supported South Sioux City Star newspaper article.

         9. After the Westwood expansion had been completed South Sioux City
passed a new mobile home park ordinance 77-25 on November 15, 1977. Zoning
regulations must give reasonable consideration to the character of the district
and should conserve the value of buildings and encourage most appropriate use of
the land, Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, 23-114, 23-163, Crane V Board of
County Com'rs of Sarpy County, 122 NW2d 520, 175 Neb. 568.

         10. A zoning ordinance of South Sioux City may not operate
retroactively to deprive an owner of a use to which his property was put before
enactment of ordinance. Schlientz v City of North Platte, 110 N.W. 2d 5B, 172
Neb. 477.

         11. Mark Dorcey (also the register of deeds) acted as the real estate
broker, when Barney G. Inc. purchased the property in 1985.

         11. Westwood is licensed by the State of Nebraska Department of Health
for 101 lots.

         12. South Sioux City officials asked us to open Westwood in 1991. These
officials claimed a housing shortage existed. "People Were sleeping in cars", a
quote of City Manager, Lance Hedquist.

         13. Westwood USA Mobile Home Park offers multi-family housing that
accommodates low and moderate income households. Westwood rents to persons of
color, who are mainly families and American citizens,



          14. South Sioux City through its officials and employees have
interfered in the daily business operation of Westwood and currently the city
will only allow 41 lots of Westwood to have mobile homes with families. Westwood
has 60 more mobile home lots available, but South Sioux City will not allow the
owners to rent their property. This is Apr-08-99 23r33 Dakota County Comm P.05

          while we are paying real estate taxes and are licensed by the State of
Nebraska Department of Health for 101 lots.

          15. South Sioux City has imposed ordinance 77-25 to deny owners the
use of their property.

              In the case of City of Columbia v Alexander, 125 S. C. 530, 119 S.
E. 241, 243, 32 ALR 746, held that, where an ordinance attempted to prevent one
from engaging in a lawful and legitimate occupation, such and ordinance could be
impeached as unreasonable. "It cannot be denied that the enforcement of the
ordinance will seriously impair, if not destroy, the defendant's lawful
business. Upon its face that appears to have been the purpose of the ordinance.

          16. South Sioux City has imposed ordinances to deny owners of Westwood
the right to income from their lawful business.

              From the Supreme Court of Nebraska, March 29, l940, Jewel Tea Co.
v City of Geneva, 291 N. W. 664.

              The exercise of the police power by a municipal corporation must
be directed towards and have a rational relation to protection of a basic
interest of society, rather than the mere advantage of particular individuals,
and must be reasonable and free from arbitrariness.

              A municipal ordinance which attempts to prevent one from engaging
in a lawful and legitimate occupation can be impeached as unreasonable,
unconstitutional, and void.

              A state may not, under the guise of protecting the public,
arbitrarily interfere with private business or prohibit lawful occupations or
impose unreasonable and unnecessary restrictions on them. (Jay Burns Baking Co.
v Bryan, 264 U. S. 504, 44 5. Ct. 412, 68 L. Ed. S8l3, 32 ALR 661.

          17. South Sioux City officials have used excessive force in the
private property or Westwood by having the Dakota County Sheriff escort South
Sioux City Building Inspector, Kent Zimmerman, while he was red-tagging Westwood
Mobile Homes, Stating that he would force these residents to move from their
homes. South Sioux City has red-tagged electrical and plumbing installed at the
factory by HUD Inspectors. South Sioux City building inspectors are not Hun
certified inspectors and imposed single family dwelling codes on manufactured
homes.

          18. I believe South Sioux City with the cooperation of Dakota County
through its officials and employees violated Public Law 88-352, Title VI of the
Civil Rights Act of Apr-08-99 23r34 Dakota County Comm P. O6

           1964 (42 U. S. C. 2000(d) et seq. (24 CFR Part 1). The law provides
that no person in the United States will, on the grounds of race, color, or
national origin, be denied the benefits of, be excluded, from participation or



be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity receiving federal
financial assistance. Since 1991, South Sioux City and Dakota County have
received funds from federal sources.

           19. South Sioux City has controlled and interfered with our business
operation by lack of retention of the records and plans of the mobile home park.
South Sioux City has interfered with the sale of our mobile home lots advising
the Dakota County Register of Deeds not to accept any deeds for the Dakota
County Record, denying persons of color ownership of their mobile home lots.

           20. The Records Management Act designates the secretary of state as
the state records administrator. The act requires the administrator to establish
and oversee a records management program for state and local government
agencies... Record retention is an essential part of good government.

           21. Sioux City Council and Mayor and that South Sioux City allowed
for mobile home lots sales by South Sioux City Ordinance 81-23 passed and
approved on October 20, 1981 pursuant to LB 298 of the Nebraska State
Legislature by Attorney Sandra Inkster for the Westwood property. South Sioux
City claims they do not have any of these records and/or plans with municipal
records.

           22. South Sioux City claims they have no plans approving the mobile
home park. We have letters and plans approved by the State of Nebraska
Department of Health for November 21, 1977 with Skip Quady as the State
Inspector. South Sioux City claims Westwood cannot sell their mobile home lots
without making a subdivision of the mobile home park.

           23. South Sioux City manager, Lance Hedquist, had advised the Dakota
County Register of Deeds, Mark Dorcey not to record any deeds for Westwood.
Deputy Register of Deeds, Margie Rahn has refused to place deeds of Westwood of
record.

           24. South Sioux City officials and the Dakota County Register of
Deeds claim we must change Westwood into a real estate subdivision in order to
sell our lots. This is a misrepresentation of the true facts. South Sioux City
resolution adopted by city acquiescing to county zoning authority is invalid on
its face, where resolution purported to amend city's asserted zoning authority
without public hearing. Neb. Rev. St. 14-106, 16-901, 23-114. County of Dakota
v. Worldwide Truck Parts and Apr-08-99 23r34 Dakota County Comm P.07

           Metals, 511 N. W. 2d 769, 245 Neb. 196.

           25. South Sioux City officials has allowed for the sale of mobile
home lots in mobile home parks under South Sioux City Municipal Code #11-305,
which is supported by South Sioux City Ordinance 81-23 passed for the Westwood
property with Attorney Sandra Inkster representing the property owners. South
Sioux City, manager, Lance Hedquist has advised the Dakota County Register of
Deeds not to accept any Westwood deeds for record, denying Hispanic Americans,
Jose Lopez, Maria N. Lopez and Alejandro Curiel their rightful title to their
lots and real estate, because South Sioux City claims they do not have records
of these proceedings.

           26. The current South Sioux City Municipal Code filed with the Dakota
County Clerk of Court does not require a subdivision to sell Westwood lots per
South Sioux City Municipal Code #11-305 and/or South Sioux City Ordinance 81-23.



           27. South Sioux City officials is deliberately creating blighted
areas by enforcing ordinances and demands under their police power that are
unlawful and unconstitutional.

           28. I believe South Sioux City has violated Public Law 90-284, Title
VIII of the Civil Rights Act <R> of 1968. (42 U. S. C. 3601, et seq.) as amended
by the Fair Housing Amendment Act of 1988, because

           (a) South Sioux City has red-tagged every mobile home moved into
Westwood owned by a person of color since 1991.

           (b) South Sioux City has denied natural gas service for persons of
color with delays up to 6 months before service was provided.

           (c) South Sioux City has denied and is denying electrical service to
Black Americans, Hispanic Americans and American Indians.

           (d) South Sioux City has shut off the municipal water service off
many times since 1991, denying residents of Westwood, the necessary of life-
water. One period of time was for 3 weeks.

           (e) No South Sioux City building inspector is a HUD certified housing
inspector for manufactured homes. South Sioux City has imposed single family
dwelling municipal codes upon manufactured housing. Manufactured housing is
inspected by HUD inspectors at the factory. South Sioux City has demanded
changes in the electrical and plumbing that has been previously approved by HUD
inspectors.

29. I believe South Sioux City has violated the Nebraska Civil Rights Act of
1969, 20-105, 48-1102 and 48-1116, because South Sioux City has denied fair
housing to low-moderate income families that ate American Indians, Black
Americans and Hispanic Americans the rental of lots in Westwood, ordered the
Dakota County Reqister of Deeds not to accept deeds from Hispanic Americans,
Jose Lopez, Maria Lopez and Alejandro Curiel and denied the rental of mobile
home lots to American Indians, Hispanic Americans and Black Americans.

            30. south Sioux City and Dakota County has denied these persons of
color of Westwood and prospective residents due process and equal protection of
the law with impartial hearings before a impartial tribunal because when a
mobile home is condemned by South Sioux City, the city has the policy that the
law enforcement officer (Kent Zimmerman escorted by Dakota County Sheriff's
deputy, Kent Zimmerman, Building Inspector, acts and the judge and jury in any
hearing opposing the condemnation of the property.)

            31. I believe South Sioux City and Dakota County have violated the
Community Development Law, Neb. Rev. Stat., 18-2101 to 18-2144 (R. S. Supp.
1982) because the quality of life in our communities depends not just on
beautiful buildings, parks and efficient services but requires too that all
Americans have equal rights and opportunities. These rights, of course, are
guaranteed to all citizens in the Constitution of the United States. South Sioux
City has designed blighted areas on Dakota Avenue where mainly persons of color
(Hispanic Americans) have located their businesses. In the recent Dakota County
Comprehensive Plan, Westwood is cited as a blighted area, in order to collect
more federal funds. It appears HUD is rewarding South Sioux City and Dakota
County with grants for discrimination against American citizens who are persons



of color in housing and low-moderate income families for the creation of
blighted areas by their own design.

            32. An article appeared in the Sunrise Edition, of the Omaha World
Herald, Monday, January 19, 1998, "Recognition Comes With Basketball Titles"
comments of South Sioux City Mayor, Bruce Davis and City Manager, Lance Hedquist
are very disturbing to me. "There still is a lot of racism in the community.
People don't like outsiders coming in." Lance Hedquist.

            33. Westwood has been the victim of numerous vandalisms. Mobile
homes have been shot at. Loads of trash and old concrete have been dumped on the
grounds. Old cars have been dumped on the grounds. Sabotage has been done to the
sewer lift stations. Holes have been drilled in the water lines and much more.
The most recent is that someone pushed over the electrical meter box pads on all
lots west Apr-08-99 23r35 Dakota County Comm P. O8

            of lot 23. It is apparent that the Dakota County Sheriff has not
made an arrest on this vandalism.

            34. After an act of vandalism (March 31, 1994), where trash was
dumped on the Westwood grounds, the Dakota County Highway Superintendant, Arnold
Mellick, was proudly pictured on the front page of the South Sioux City Star,
stating unfounded untruths about Westwood and its residents. Dakota County
Sheriff James Wagner brought in pictures to the County Commissioners Board
meeting about Westwood's trash. A point of interest is that the papers that
blowed into Westwood came from the South Sioux City Recycling Center.

            35. I have numerous reports that these persons of color are stopped
by police and sheriff's officers for no apparent reason.

            36. As an inactive real estate broker (State of Iowa) and a business
person, I have had many experiences with city, county, state and federal
agencies and records in my 60 years. Never before have I requested to inspect
municipal records that I had to go to the City Attorney to get permission. Never
before have I ever experienced municipal government records thrown in large
cardboard boxes in such a haphazard condition. We are currently suffering great
economic losses because of the lack retention and record keeping of South Sioux
City and the cooperation of Dakota County with South Sioux City.

            37. As a real estate broker, I have never before had the experience
of a register of deeds refusing to place in the public record any document for
recording. Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, 23-1311, 23-1506 and 23-1507.

            38. I urge you to have this situation investigated at once, for our
protection and that of the public. Anything you can do to resolve this problem
will be greatly appreciated.

Chair Hartnett declared that the board take a jail tour at 11:22 a.m.
The board recessed for lunch at 11:43 a.m.

The board reconvened at 1:30 pm with all members present.

Rick Jensen appeared before the board and requested permission to remove the
bushes around the building.
He also asked that he hire a part time person to spend one day a week, primarily
for mowing.  There was a short discussion whether Mr. Jensen should take on the
added duties.
Commissioner Meinen moved, seconded by Commissioner Bobier to include the lawn
maintenance within the Building and Grounds Supt. duties.

The board considered the Haz Mat contract with Sioux City.

Robert Finney, County Attorney, said that he agreed with NACO's memo's and that
the county has no responsibility for Haz Mat cleanup other than our own.  He
said that was the legal side of it and would not address the political side.
Jason Clancy, NIRMA's insurance administrator, concurred that the county does
not have any legal responsibility for Haz Mat spills, other than the ones they
create on their property.  Mr. Clancy said that the insurance would cover that,
but he said that the county would not be insured if the Sioux City Team were
called into Dakota County.

Mr. Denker said that he had spoken to Larry Nedrow, ph.# 402-471-7414, at the
State Civil Defense Office and the following is the basis of their conversation.
1. Haz Mat situations are real threats.



2. Who is liable? (No law says you have to respond to a Haz Mat situation.)

3. If I asked you to show me where it says the county is required to respond to
a Haz Mat situation, you can't, it doesn't exist in State or Federal law.

4. Lincoln, Omaha, and Bellevue have teams. Grand Island and North Platte
started but have backed off. Norfolk may have a limited team and trying
something now.

5. Haz Mat teams are jurisdictional responses. All above teams are city
operations. No county in Nebraska has a team. (Possibly now Dixon County but
Larry can't understand why.)

6. Local Fire Departments are responsible to decide how and if they want to
respond.

7. Having said all this, every county and city should have a plan to protect its
people. This is simply nothing more than a plan of evacuation. Accordingly,
Dakota County and South Sioux City do not have a ready plan of evacuation in
place.

8. Instead of signing a contract, we should be looking at what we can do for
ourselves.
   1. What is the protocol?
   2. Look at evacuation plan or get one made.
   3. Offer training to county employees likely to be involved in Haz Mat
situations.
   4. Encourage the City, Village, and the Rural Fire Department to get their
people to Haz Mat awareness level.

9. Appreciate one concern of the people, but the bottom line is the shipper and
transporters of Haz Mat material are liable and responsible. Large cities may
start teams or contracts, but counties have, with their limited funding sources,
no place in the Haz Mat situation arena.

Bill McLarty, City of South Sioux City Mayor, spoke in favor of the county
entering into the contract for Public Safety.  He mentioned the time response
and he said if we save just one life, it would be worth it.  He explained that
not just anybody can go into a hot area and turn off a valve.   The response
would be much faster from Sioux City than waiting for a team within Nebraska.

Keith Buck echoed the same concern about Public Safety that Mayor McLarty
expressed concerns with.

Greg Koinzen said that the Bellevue Team would respond, but that he felt that
Sioux City would provide Dakota County with a more rapid response.

Bob Hamilton from the Sioux City Fire Department addressed the board and
informed the board that this all comes under OSHA.
Chair Hartnett read into the record the following that was given her by a member
of the Dakota Covington Fire and Rescue member.

The Dakota Covington Fire District has two railroads and three state highways
crossing the district.



Because of these I visited with Chief Hamilton of Sioux City as to what his
hazmat units would do for us if called.

He said they would work under the chief of the local fire department.

Actual work would be at the most to help dike liquids and the absorption of
spills.

Any cleanup would have to be done by specialty crews duly licensed by proper
federal authorities.

What they would do is nothing the local fire department is able to do.

As to movement of citizens to safety that should be supervised by the county
emergency management person along with law enforcement personnel.

With the limited tax receipts this county has, I think we can do without an
agreement with Sioux City.

If any money needs to be spent maybe a supply of diking equipment and absorbent
materials might be kept for emergency management to supplement fire department
supplies at the scene.

Commissioner Denker moved, seconded by Commissioner Engel that the County not
enter into the Agreement for the provision of Hazardous Materials Response
Services with Region IV Hazardous Materials Response Commission.
ROLL CALL VOTE: Denker- Yea, Hartnett- Yea, Engel- Yea, Meinen- Yea, Bobier- No,
MOTION CARRIED.

The board asked Robert Finney, County Attorney whose, jurisdiction World Wide is
in.  Mr. Finney said that the Supreme Court ruled in a 1994 case that they were
in South Sioux City's Zoning jurisdiction.

Arnie Mellick, Road Foreman, appeared before the board to see if the board
wanted him to go ahead and purchase land to be used as the county shop.
One board member suggested that they consider advertising to purchase land in
the Hubbard Area.  The board concluded that they should wait until the bids come
in on the building as advertised before a final decision which option they go
with.

THIS JOINT CONTRACT made and entered into this 3rd day of May, 1999, by and
between THE CITY OF SOUTH SIOUX CITY, DAKOTA COUNTY, NEBRASKA, and THE COUNTY OF
DAKOTA COUNTY, STATE OF NEBRASKA.

WHEREAS, the parties hereto have entered into an understanding regarding the
maintenance of certain streets, highways and rights of way within their
respective jurisdictions due to the specialized nature of the equipment owned by
each entity; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of each of the parties hereto to enter into
this joint contract to avoid the purchase of additional specialized street and
road equipment; and

WHEREAS, the governing body of each of the aforesaid governmental subdivisions
has duly adopted an ordinance or resolution authorizing the execution of this
joint contract pursuant to the provisions of the Interlocal Cooperation Act
(Sections 23-2201 to 23-2207, R.R.S., 1943, as amended).

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority of said act of the legislature of the
State of Nebraska and pursuant to the authority and direction of the ordinances
and resolutions hereinabove referred to adopted by each of the governmental
subdivisions who are parties hereto and in consideration of the mutual covenants
and undertakings herein contained:

IT IS HEREBY AGREED by and between the aforesaid governmental subdivisions, and
each of them, and each of their successors, as follows:

1.  Duration.  The term of this joint contract shall be for a period of ten
years from the date of execution hereof, unless sooner terminated.  This joint
contract may be terminated prior to the expiration of such term by adoption of
resolutions to that effect by either of the governmental subdivisions
participating herein who have executed the joint contract.  The termination of
the joint contract shall not be made effective earlier than sixty days after
adoption of the resolution by the governmental subdivision.

2. Administration.  Due to the nature of the contract and the responsibilities
of each governmental subdivision, it is determined that it is not necessary to
create any separate legal or administrative entity for administration of the
joint contract.  In the alternative, administration of the joint contract shall
be the responsibility of the City Street Superintendent or designate of South
Sioux City, Dakota County, Nebraska, and the Highway Superintendent or Road
Foreman of the County of Dakota, State of Nebraska.

3. Purpose.  The purpose of the agreement is for the maintenance of certain
streets, highways, road and rights of way for the use and benefit of each
governmental subdivision.  The responsibilities of each of the parties hereto
shall be as defined in this joint contract.

4. Duties of The City of South Sioux City, Dakota County, Nebraska.  The City of
South Sioux City, Dakota County, Nebraska, agrees to perform the following:

   a)  Apply necessary salt and sand to IBP Avenue as it presently exists
between South Sioux City, Nebraska, and Dakota City, Nebraska.

   b)  Remove snow from said IBP Avenue on "light snow days" as determined by
said Highway Superintendent or Road Foreman;



   c)  Maintain all trees and shrubs planted in the medians on said IBP Avenue
including, but not limited to, watering, fertilizer, insect control and
trimming;

   d)  Purchase salt and or magnesium chloride for the County of Dakota, State
of Nebraska for the maintenance of IBP Avenue, and other roads and highways with
the County of Dakota, State of Nebraska, for the cost thereof based upon the
amounts used.  Provide equipment for the county use when requested and is
available.

   e)  Providing all equipment and personnel necessary to conduct the activities
herein described and is available.

5. Duties of County of Dakota, State of Nebraska.  The County of Dakota, State
of Nebraska agrees to perform the following:

   a)  Maintain all gravel streets within the corporate limits of the City of
South Sioux City, Nebraska;

   b)  Provide dump trucks and other equipment for use on streets within the
corporate limits of the City of South Sioux City, Nebraska.

   c)  Providing all equipment and personnel necessary to conduct the activities
herein described.

   d)  Provide sand and gravel for the City of South Sioux City up to $2000
yearly.

6.  Reimbursement of Costs.  All snow removal performed by each party and the
street sweeping performed by the City of South Sioux City, Nebraska, shall be
reviewed by December 1 and each governing body may determine whether
compensation should be addressed.

7.  Insurance.  Each party shall provide comprehensive general liability and
property damage insurance, automobile insurance and workers' compensation
insurance in the following amounts:

    a)  Comprehensive General Liability Insurance (Including Property Damage).
Each party shall provide comprehensive general liability and property damage
insurance in the amount of not less than $1,00O,000 per occurrence and
$2,000,000 in the aggregate per policy term

    b)  Automobile Insurance.  Each party shall furnish and maintain at their
own expense comprehensive automobile liability insurance covering the use of all
owned, non-owned or hire motor vehicles.  The limits shall be not less than
$1,000,000 CSL for each person and included for each occurrence of bodily injury
and included for property damage for each occurrence.

    c)  Workers' Compensation Insurance.  Each party shall procure and maintain
during the life of this contract, workers' compensation insurance as required by
applicable state law for all of their employees to be engaged in the work under
this contract. (Statutory)

8.  Joint Duties.  The parties hereto shall jointly provide employees and
equipment for the striping and painting of paved streets and highways within
their respective jurisdictions.



9.  Acquisition and Disposition of Property.  It is not anticipated that it will
be necessary to acquire, hold or dispose of any real or personal property to be
used in the joint undertakings pursuant to this contract.  Such acquisition will
be made only upon approval of both governing bodies and amendment of this
contract.

10. Budgets.  It is not necessary to create a separate budget for this joint
contract and each party hereto shall include their share of the expense involved
in their respective budget.

11. Severability.  If any provision of this contract is determined to be
invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this contract
which can be given effect without the invalid provisions.  Each provision of
this contract is declared to be severable.

They briefly discussed the one from Great Plains Appraisal.  They billed the
county for past invoices not paid dating back to 1997.

Chair Hartnett recessed their meeting at 11:55 a.m.

Chair Hartnett reconvened their meeting at 1:30 p.m. with all members present.

Arnold Mellick appeared before the board and gave an overview of the situation
on the Simmons Project.
He handed out a copy of a page from the Fabrication Notes on the print requiring
a watertight tube.  He called attention to the fact that the tube was leaking
water and Commissioners Bobier and Denker were called out last week to visit the
site.  They verified that the tube was leaking and it was mentioned that water
was leaking out of one of the rivets where the end of the tube was exposed.

He also submitted a letter received from Charles Leinen, the Civil Engineer,
NRCS, Omaha Center, addressed to him dated May 17, 1999 as follows:
This is a notification for condemnation of the pipe installed at Simmons Road
Structure located in Dakota County, Nebraska.  Observations made upon inspection
of the 48 inch CMP have shown the pipe seams are not watertight as specified on
the Fabrication Notes on the plan.  Fabrication Notes 5 and 6 on sheet 9 of the
drawing specify the fabrication requirements for the pipe.  It specifies that
"Riveted seams shall he caulked with an asphalt or tar base material meeting
ASTM A849 to provide a watertight seam."  It further specifies this compound be
placed "such that when the rivets are in place, all voids are filled."  The
rivet spacing meets the requirements specified.  Although the workmanship of the
riveting is less than desirable, it was considered sufficient to not compromise
the strength or the watertight seams.



When water was introduced to the pipe, under little to no pressure, it was found
to flow freely from two seams near the pipe support. Inspection of the inside of
the pipe revealed several other smaller leaks found in the saturated upstream
portions of the fill. Pressures in this area are also considered to be low. The
structure was designed to operate at more than 30 feet of head. The concern is
that if leaks similar to those found at the outlet were to occur within the fill
that erosion could occur that would jeopardize the integrity of the structure.

The contract states, "All materials used and all completed work by the
Contractor shall be subject at all times to the observation, test, and approval
of the Engineer.  Any materials, equipment, or work which do not satisfactorily
meet the Specifications may be condemned by the Engineer by giving a written
notice to the Contractor.  All condemned materials, equipment, or work shall be
promptly taken out and replaced with materials, equipment, or work acceptable to
the Engineer."

In reference to the pipe of compromised watertight integrity on this project, we
feel the options are as follows:

1). Remove and replace the existing pipe with pipe in conformance with the
drawings.
2). Excavate the existing pipe and wrap with a geomembrane. The geomembrane
would need to be High Density Polyethylene at least 20 mm (.5 mills) thick,
Gundle HD or equivalent.  This comes in 22.5 wide rolls, so it would be
convenient for wrapping 24' pipe lengths.  It would need to be double wrapped,
since seaming would be difficult for this type application.  The coupling bands
and anti-seep collars would have to be removed, the pipe wrapped and these
appurtenances replaced, with inevitable rips and tears sealed with asphaltic
mastic material, or an appropriate sealant recommended by geomembrane supplier.
Double-wrapping the pipe would require approximately 920 square yards of
material, including the riser and outlet section wrapped 2-1/2 times around, and
adding 10% for wastage.  Total earthwork yardage is dependent on depth of
current fill.
3). Excavate the existing pipe and bed in a sand filter-drain as indicated
below, using our standard 3/8" down sand drainfill gradation.  This works out to
2.83 cubic yards per foot of pipe, or approximately 545 Cu. Yds. for the pipe.
Pipe earthwork would be dependent on depth of current fill. The riser would be
similarly bedded in a cone-shaped configuration, 1-1/2:1 side slopes, 1' out
from riser at base, approximately 120 Cu. Yds.  The bands and collars could be
left in place for this option. Riser earthwork would be approximately equivalent
to drainfill yardage.

I suggest that a Suspension of Work be issued until the decision on the
condemnation of the pipe is concluded or the contract is terminated. The
contract states, "All materials used and all completed work by the Contractor
shall be subject at all times to the observation, test, and approval of the
Engineer. The construction, fabrication, and manufacture of any equipment or
materials specified herein may be inspected by the Engineer at the plant or
factory and the Engineer shall have free access to make such an inspection."
Therefore, if the option were to replace the pipe, then we would request to
exercise the right to watch the manufacturing of the replacement pipe.

He then stood corrected that if there were more
pressure on the inside of the tube then it would be reversed.  The problem with
this is that it could cause cavities.

Chair Hartnett spoke and said that she did not see why the board was forced to
make the decision.

Charles Leinen said that there were three parties to this and they should all
make the decision.  Actually it is the Contractors decision.
The board asked the Contractor, Dave Jensen, what he felt should be done and he
thought that the pipe should be replaced.

The board concurred with that.

Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Denker and to accept the
recommendation by the Civil Engineer on the Simmon's Project (to remove and
replace the existing pipe with pipe in conformance with the original drawings.

A delegation from the Sheriff's Office appeared before the board concerning the
communications between the dispatchers at the LEC and Sheriff's deputies.  They
included Randy Walsh, Rod Heron, Gary Powell, Jerod Junge, Jeremy Bermel, Ken
Mertes, the CWA Union President, and Sheriff James Wagner.
Jerod Junge, Gary Powell and Randy Walsh addressed the board.
Mr. Junge cited a chemical spill that he did not feel he had satisfactory
communication and cooperation from the LEC dispatchers or the Civil Defense
Director.  "We're looking for some answers," Deputy Jared Junge said. "Every
time we turn around we're hitting a brick wall."  Mr. Junge said that he called
the Law Enforcement Center (LEC) to talk to Greg Koinzan, Director of Emergency
Management.  Mr. Koinzan told him to rehydrate the spill.  Mr. Junge said he was
not sure that was the proper procedure so he checked another source who said
rehydrating the area would make it worse. When he tried to call Koinzan again,
he could not be located.  Junge said this was only one of many occasions where
communications with the dispatchers at the LEC are not getting properly handled.

Gary Powell cited different complaints that they have experienced with the LEC
Communications.  Mr. Powell said they consider their concerns being safety
problems for officers and the agencies that are served by the LEC Communication
Center and that their issues are not being addressed despite two letters of
concern.
The deputies related a number of occasions where they felt that communications
from the LEC Communications Center was not satisfactory and jeopardized the
safety of officers had the situations been more serious.



On one occasion a call for assistance went unanswered and an officer was
assaulted on the scene.  Citing Pat Bargers incident near Homer where a fellow
deputy stopped a lady for DUI and the passanger got out and Mr. Barger placed
the individual under arrest and when attempting to hand cuff the individual, the
individual hit him knocking him to the ground knocking off his glasses.  Deputy
Barger, not being able to see without his glasses, got a lucky swing in and
broke the guys nose and he took off running.  He was apprehended however, but
had this not been taped by the cars video, Pat would have been in a lot of
trouble because they maintained Deputy Barger drug the passenger out of the car
and the deputy hit him.

Mr. Walsh said that Officers and Emergency Personnel have to have priority and
it is not happening,"
Complaints of too many smoke breaks and that the dispatchers having visitors
were heard.  Complaints of the dispatchers having to go outside the secure area
of the room was also considered a factor.  Possibly the most important problem
is the squelch problem that is experienced on the system on certain channels.
   Commissioner Jack Bobier said, "We've presented Greg (Koinzan) with these
problems before they should have been taken care of."
  "It sounds like we're getting the run around here," said Commissioner Bill
Engel. Greg (Koinzan) says 'we're going to take care of it' and nothing
happens."
  Commissioner Fred Denker said, "I've been on the board for six months and it
seems like we've been dealing with complaints about the LEC dispatchers since I
started.  Denker added that he has heard complaints from the volunteer fire
department in Emerson about the center as well.
  Mayor "Bill" McLarty said, that he thought these concerns should he taken up
with the LEC board and not the Board of Commissioners.
  The deputies said that going to the LEC board has gotten no results and the
safety of officers is at stake.
  Mayor McClarty said the safety of officers was his main concern, but following
the proper procedures remained important.
  Deputies assured Mayor McClarty that going to the Board of Commissioners was
the proper procedure for sheriffs office employees to follow.
  "It will be taken care of," said Commissioner Marge Meinen.  "There needs to
be a formal plan suggested to take care of it (the communication problems).
Someone on LEC Board needs to say this has been done.  If there is no follow-up
its just going to go on and on."

Commissioner Engel reported that he had received unfavorable comments concerning
the spreading of sludge in the hills and stockpiling of sludge.

A short discussion was had along those lines.

Rod Krogh, a South Sioux City resident, expressed his concerns about the Dakota
County Planning & Zoning board's proposed sludge rules and regulations.  He felt
they were very inadequate and somewhat inconsistent with the previous sludge
regulations passed by the 1986 Board of Commissioners.

The primary focus of Mr. Krogh's remarks related to soil and potential water
contamination with sludge application in the county, but he also advised the
Board to abstain from relying on state guidelines or federal regulations to
enforce environmental laws in Dakota County.  Krogh stated, "At the present time



the Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality does not have any rules or
regulations regarding sludge.  They merely have 'guidelines,' and those are
unenforceable.  In my conversations with the Department, the state is at least
TWO years away from any regulations being promulgated and sent to Nebraska's
Environmental Quality Council for consideration."

Showing how lax the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency [federal] sludge
regulations are, Krogh read a statement from the article, "U.S. industry
currently uses roughly 70,000 different chemicals. Any of these may be found in
sewage sludge, depending upon what chemicals local industries and households are
using. In 1988, EPA sampled sludge from 180 sewage treatment plants, but they
only looked for 409 chemicals, without sampling for the roughly 69,600 others
that they might have looked for. The 'detection limits' for many organic
chemicals were set so high that few were detected even though many were
doubtless present. Of the original 409, EPA narrowed the list to only 28, which
were labeled 'of concern,' ignoring the other 381. From that list of 28, EPA
then picked 10 metals that they would regulate: arsenic, cadmium, chromium,
copper, lead, mercury, molybdenum, nickel, selenium, and zinc."

Krogh criticized the U.S. EPA and read another comment from a recent publication
stating the seriousness of the problem regarding enforcement of sludge
regulations [40 CFR, Part 503 "Clean Water Act"].  It stated, "...Towns and
cities have every inducement to cut corners, skimp on tests, fudge the numbers,
claim that their sludge is cleaner than it really is. Farmers have no capacity
to analyze sludge independently; they must rely on the word of the sludge
supplier. Only an aggressive, independent oversight agency can protect public
health. Where can such an agency be found? Who has confidence that their state
government, or U.S. EPA, will play that role?  EPA has acknowledged that it
hasn't adequate funding to oversee the nation's sewage sludge management
program.  'At headquarters, staff has been cut dramatically over the last year,
and we can only do so much,' one EPA official told BIOCYCLE magazine. And a
Washington state official said, '...with EPA cutting back from financing the
sludge program, the problem will be whether state or local officials have the
resources to adequately oversee every [sludge] application site.'"

Krogh expressed many concerns about the proposed Planning & Zoning
recommendations.  Some included:  1) Absence of the establishment of setback
requirements from a dwelling/residence.  2) Absence of a prohibition of sludge
application on frozen ground.  3) The ambiguous wording requiring sludge to be
incorporated "as soon as possible," even though NDEQ guideline state 24 hours.
4) Failure to preserve sludge application records after five years.

Krogh further cautioned the Board to understand the differentiation between
sewage [municipal] sludge and industrial sludge, such as that generated by heavy
industry, namely IBP, inc. of Dakota City.  One of the heavy metals used at
IBP's hide tannery, trivalent chrome (chomium III), when combined with the
manganese oxides in the soil will form hexvalent chome (chomium VI) - a known
carcinogen to humans.

Given the repeated loadings to certain properties, improper application rates,
and the stockpiling by some farmers, Krogh cautioned the board to consider the
impact on future generations.

Krogh respectfully requested the Board to table the Planning & Zoning
recommendations and review the matter in greater detail prior to making an
unwise (non-environmentally friendly) decision.



Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Engel to table action on the
spreading sludge.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Engel- Yea, Meinen- Yea, Bobier- Yea, Denker- Yea, Hartnett-
Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

The chair opened the Public Hearing to accept or reject the recommendation of
the P&Z Commission in regard to amending Section 500.2 (3) under AG Zoning at
2:00 p.m.
Leourieta Glass asked to be heard in opposition to the change and addressed the
board.
1.  My name is Leourieta B. Glass. Most people call me Rita. I am president of
Barney G. Inc., owner of Westwood USA Mobile Home Park, located at 421 Dixon
Path, South Sioux City, located in Dakota County, Nebraska.

2.  As an owner of real estate in Dakota County, I wish to file this opposition
to the P & Z commission recommendation to amending Section 500.2 #3 under AG
Zoning to read: "Single family residences including mobile homes for relatives
of consanguinity and marriage, provided that only one such dwelling is allowed
on each farmstead and is considered temporary, with a permit to be renewed
yearly. Mobile homes placed in this matter are subject to Section 950.2 of these
regulations." (Amendment underlined) and to add this as an addendum to the Ag-
Residential Regulations Accessory Use Section 550.2. Published 7/29.

3. My opposition to the proposed amendment is because Dakota County has not
received an exemption from the Nebraska Acts; the Uniform Code for Manufactured
Homes and Recreational Vehicles Act, the Uniform Standard Code for Mobile Home
Parks, the Nebraska Uniform Standards for Modular Housing Units Act and the
Nebraska Fair Housing Act to enforce said amendments and Zoning.

4. The greatest power in this land is the United States Government, thru
Congress and Senators has allowed the rights of States of the United states of
America.

5. The State of Nebraska makes acts and laws for the protection and rights of
the people by the legislature.

6. The legislature makes the laws governing counties and the Uniform Standard
Code for Manufactured Homes and Recreational Vehicles, the Uniform Standard Code



for Mobile Home Parks, the Nebraska Uniform Standards for Modular Housing Units
Act and the Nebraska Fair Housing Act. All are equal in that each obtain their
power to exist from the State of Nebraska. All are subject to and are required
to obey (comply with) state laws.

7. The State of Nebraska has recognized Dakota County as a political subdivision
of the State government. This county is subject and
required to operate under the laws of the State of Nebraska.

8. The legislature has passed four (4) acts regarding manufactured (mobile) and
modular homes in this state, Uniform Standard Code for Manufactured Homes and
Recreational Vehicles, the Uniform Standard Code for Mobile Home Parks, the
Nebraska Uniform Standards for Modular Housing Units Act and the Nebraska Fair
Housing Act.

9. The enforcement of this amendment would be costly to the taxpayers of Dakota
County. Dakota County could only enforce said amendment only after an exemption
was granted from the state of Nebraska from the Uniform Standard Code for
Manufactured Homes and Recreational Vehicles, the Uniform Standard Code for
Mobile Home Parks, the Nebraska Uniform Standards for Modular Housing Units Act
and the Nebraska Fair Housing Act.

10. No amendment, ordinance, resolution, zoning codes, or regulation within the
jurisdiction of any city, village, or county which provides for the regulation
shall become effective until a certificate of exemption has been issued. Such
certificate of exemption shall be available for inspection in the office of the
city or county clerk as the case may be.

11. The enforcement department of the State shall determine at any time the
issuance of such a certificate that such amendment, ordinance, resolution,
zoning codes, or regulation is being enforced in a manner contrary to or
inconsistent with the standards or otherwise being improperly enforced by any
city, village or county holding a certificate of exemption, the state department
may revoke the certificate of exemption, and the Uniform Standard Code for
Manufactured Homes and Recreational Vehicles, the Uniform Standard Code for
Mobile Home Parks, the Nebraska Uniform Standards for Modular Housing Units Act
and the Nebraska Fair Housing Act, shall apply in such city, village or county
until such standards are met and enforced and a new certificate is issued.

12. Any city, village, or county desiring a certificate of exemption shall make
application for such certificate by filing a petition for a certificate of
exemption with the state department. The department shall promptly investigate
such petition. If the recommendation of the department is against granting of a
certificate of exemption and the applicant requests a formal hearing be held, a
formal hearing shall be held on the questions of whether (a) the amendment,
ordinance, resolution, zoning code or regulation is being enforced in a manner
contrary to or inconsistent with such standards or is otherwise being improperly
enforced, and (c) adequate provisions have been made for enforcement. The burden
of proof thereof shall be upon the applicant. A like formal hearing shall be
held upon any proposed revocation of a certificate of exemption upon the request
of the holder thereof. The procedure governing a hearing authorized by this
subsection shall be in accordance with the Administrative Procedure Act. The
decision to deny or revoke a certificate of exemption may be appealed, and the
appeal shall be in accordance with the Administrative Procedure Act.

13. Also, if said amendment to Section 500.2 is approved by this commission, it
would have to be uniformly applied to homes in Dakota County.



14. Clearly, Nebraska Statutes state that counties commissioners may divide the
county districts of such number, shape, and area as may be deemed best suited to
carry out the purposes. It may regulate and restrict the erection, construction,
reconstruction, alternation, repair, or use of buildings, structures, or land
within the districts. All such regulations shall be uniform for each class or
kind of buildings throughout each district, but the regulations applicable to
one district may differ from those applicable to other districts.

15. The county shall not adopt or enforce any zoning ordinance or regulation
which prohibits the use of land for a proposed residential structure for the
sole reason that the proposed structure is a manufactured home if such
manufactured home bears an appropriate seal which indicates that it was
constructed in accordance with the standards of the Uniform Standard Code for
Manufactured Homes and Recreational vehicles, the Nebraska Uniform Standards for
Modular Housing Units Act, or the United States Department of Housing and Urban
Development. The county may require that a manufactured home be located and
installed according to the same standards for foundation system permanent
utility connections, setback, and square footage which would apply to a site-
built single-family dwelling on the same lot.

16. The county may not require additional standards unless such standards are
uniformly applied to all single-family dwellings in the zoning district.

17. Subdivision regulations and building, plumbing, electrical, housing, fire,
or health codes or similar regulations shall not be subject to manufactured
homes.

18. Dakota County may not require additional standards unless such standards are
uniformly applied to all single-family dwellings in the zoning district.

19. Courts may find this amendment discriminatory.

20. The legislature has provided the law for counties.  It is time Dakota County
complies with Nebraska laws. County officials only have immunity when they
comply with state statutes. County officials and employees have no special
privileges.  We are all created equal.

No one else was present to offer testimony in favor of or against the proposed
change.
Chair Hartnett closed the hearing at 2:18 p.m.

No action was taken and Ms. Glass'es testimony was given to the County Attorney
for him to evaluate and give his opinion on.

Madelyn Thorsland, Deputy State's Assessor for Dakota County, appeared before
the board with several tax list corrections that were necessary due to TERC
action.

Ruth Warnock, Deputy Treasurer, appeared before the board concerning a letter
that they received asking for a tax refund for tax years 1997 and 1998 because
the assessors office had measured their lot in error.

Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Engel to refund Owen and
Rolene Smidt $99.62 for Tax Year 1997 and to refund them $94.24 for Tax Year
1998 because the measurements on their lot size was in error.
ROLL CALL VOTE: Denker- Yea, Hartnett- Yea, Engel- Yea, Meinen- Yea, Bobier-
Yea, UNANIMOUS MOTION CARRIED.

The board opened the lone bid received from DSN, Inc. to construct and finish a
20' by 48' area in the new county shop for the Road Secretary's Office and a
break room for the Road Employees.

The bid received from DSN, Inc. to construct and finish a 20' by 48' area in the
new county shop for the Road Secretary's Office and a break room for the Road
Employees was $29,500.00.

The chair referred the bid to the road committee for evaluation.

A delegation from the rural community appeared before the board concerning the
condition of the county roads.  In attendance was: Jim Olson, Ron Eriksen,
Leighton Maurice, Donald and Ila Miller, Lester and Joanne Albrecht, Judy Renkel
and a couple others.
Lester Albrecht and Terry Dolezal addressed what they felt were badly maintained
roads.
Several others spoke from the back of the room.

Fred Franklin, County Surveyor, appeared before the board, informing them of his
surveying plans and to find out how much money he would have in his budget.  He
offered a suggestion that he do the surveying for Road projects and that would
save the county money because now it has to be done twice.  JEO sends their
survey crews out and then he has to confirm it.

The board met with several officials in an informal hearing concerning their
budgets.
Lynette Beermann appeared before the board and she was concerned about the
board's proposal of her deputy's salary in the Clerk of the District Court 99-
2000 budget.  The board was proposing $1000.00 under the other deputies pursuant
to the Employee Handbook.  Ms. Beermann said that she also wished to give her
employees a 50 cents an hour increase instead of 40 cents per hour.

Robert Finney, County Attorney, appeared before the board and said that 80% of
his budget is for Personnel.  He wanted the third deputy put back.  He conceded
that Line 3 of his budget could be reduced from $36000 to $29,000.  He also
wanted to pay Deb Fergen $31,153.  He said that the budget reflected an $864
increase over 18 month period and he did not feel that was adequate for a
professional person.
He said that since they were without the third deputy that things are not
getting done.

Scott Dugan, Public Defender,  appeared before the board and he was concerned
about his legal secretary's salary.  He referred to the Clerk of the District
Court's starting her employees at $9.00 an hour and his secretary is not getting
close to that with her tenure.  He then compared her to the lowest paid gal in
the County Attorney's Office (Rita) who has been here 6 months longer and felt
that his legal secretary should be paid comparable to her.



Mr. Dugan also said it was time to hire a deputy.  He saw that the deputy's
salary was reduced from $28,000. to $17,659.58.00.  The board explained that
they were proposing $28,000 annual salary; however, by the time he got hired
etc. the figure that the board is proposing would be what was paid out in the
fiscal year.

Frank Morse, Extension Agent, appeared before the board concerning the increase
in one of the line items.  Ms. Walsh said that was because there were 27 pay
periods in this budget year.

Virginia Piper, Associate Judge, appeared before the board to confirm that she
could go over on a single line item, but if she remains under the total budget,
that is okay.

Chair Hartnett recessed their meeting at 3:55 pm.
The board reconvened at 4:10 p.m.

The board discussed Ms. Beermann's concern with her deputy's pay.  It was
discussed that they could pay her deputy more and as long as they stayed under
what the other deputies got, the board would still be in compliance with the
Employee Handbook.

Commissioner Bobier moved, seconded by Commissioner Denker to convene into
closed executive session to discuss personnel.

The Dakota County Public Safety Committee, a citizen based group serving
voluntarily at the request of SIMPCO, Dakota County, and the City of South Sioux
City, recently held a series of meetings involving citizen volunteers and
members of the law enforcement community in Dakota County

As chairman of the group I am writing to you to express a concern that surfaced
as a result of these meetings. Presently there is no written agreement between
the Dakota County Sheriffs Department and the SSC Police Department regarding
joint coverage, cooperative enforcement, or emergency assistance.  We, the
members of the committee, view this lack as a potentially dangerous oversight.
There is, unfortunately, already confusion and suspicion relating to the joint
activities of Dakota County's two primary law enforcement entities. We view this
as a detriment to the safety and security of all the citizens of Dakota County,
urban and rural.

We respectfully request that the Dakota County Commissioners and the South Sioux
City Council immediately begin construction of a joint deployment and support
agreement that will be designed to offer the law enforcement officers of both
organizations...the Dakota County Sheriff's Department and the South Sioux City
Police Department...a clear blueprint for mutual assistance and support to the
degree that public safety officers in Dakota County may be deployed to insure
the same level of comfort and confidence they enjoy when backed up by fellow
officers intradepartmentally.  We strongly feel such an agreement will provide
the citizens of Dakota County a quality of law enforcement that will not rely on
happenstance especially during vacation or sick leave periods.

                                      INTERLOCAL COOPERATION ACT AGREEMENT
                                    COUNTY OF DAKOTA AND CITY OF SOUTH SIOUX
     THIS AGREEMENT is entered into as of this _____ day of _________, 1998, by
and between the County of Dakota and the City of South Sioux, Nebraska.
     WHEREAS, certain geographic areas of Dakota County are periodically annexed
to the City of South Sioux; and
     WHEREAS, major road construction projects may temporarily make travel
access in an annexed area mote difficult; and
     WHEREAS, the County of Dakota and the City of South Sioux desire to offer
the citizens quality administration and operation of law enforcement patrol
functions and responses to calls for emergency police services; and
     WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the County of Dakota and the City of
South Sioux to enter into a Cooperative Agreement whereby the citizens can best
be protected and served by Law enforcement.
     NOW, THEREFORE IT IS AGREES as follows;



     1.  Parties.  Pursuant to the Interlocal Cooperation Act found at Neb. Rev.
Stat. 13-801(1991), the  County of Dakota has entered into an Interlocal
Cooperative Agreement with the City of South Sioux, Nebraska. The specific
departments involved in this cooperative agreement are the Dakota County
Sheriff's Department and the South Sioux City Police Department.
     2.  Authority.  The authority for the parties entering into this Agreement
is that authority granted by the Nebraska Legislature, including the general
powers of the parties and the Interlocal Cooperation Act, found at Article 8,
chapter 13, Neb. Rev. Stat. (1991)
     3.  Purpose.  The purpose of this Agreement is to improve the public safety
and welfare for the citizens of South Sioux and Dakota County, Nebraska, by the
cooperative efforts of the parties in the administration and operation of the
patrol functions and response to calls for emergency police service.
     4.  Agreement.  It is hereby agreed by both parties involved that the
County of Dakota, Nebraska, and the City of South Sioux. Nebraska, shall
establish;
         A.  Patrol Districts. In order to remain consistent with current
operating procedures and to support the current communications department CAD
operating system, the Dakota County Sheriff and the South Sioux Police
Department will continue to patrol in their designated areas.
         B.  Patrol Protocol. The South Sioux City Police Department shall
continue to have primary responsibility for all patrolling in the geographic
boundaries of South Sioux City. In addition as staffing permits the South Sioux
City Police department shall respond to emergency calls for service in Dakota
County when requested by a Dakota County Deputy in need of immediate backup.  As
staffing permits, the Dakota County Sheriff's Department shall respond to
priority calls from the South Sioux City Police Department.
         C. Criminal Investigation.  Each department shalt retain responsibility
for all criminal investigations which occur within its geographic boundaries of
responsibility and shall notify the respective department (supervisory
personnel) prior to going into their jurisdiction so that each others
investigations are not compromised.
         D.  Emergency Communication Systems.  The Dakota County Sheriff's
Department and the South Sioux City Police Department shall continue to use the
Law Enforcement Center for there communications.
         E.  Standard Operating Procedures. Both departments shall maintain
their own identity but shall closely coordinate procedures in all aspects of
emergency operations within the cooperative areas of response.
         F.  Forms and Reporting System. Each department shall maintain its
current forms and reporting system until such time as operational policies and
procedures are adjusted as a result of the merger between the Dakota County and
City of South Sioux Communication Departments systems.
     5.  Financing and Budget.  Both the Dakota County Sheriffs Department and
the South Sioux City Police Department shall continue to maintain separate
budgets.  Both parties shall continue to fund and finance their operations
separately.  The budgeting process shall be coordinated between the parties in
an effort to avoid duplication in the purchase of equipment. Purchasing shall be
consolidated to the extent possible to minimize expenses.
     6. Administration.  This Cooperative Agreement shall be administered by the
Sheriff and the Chief of Police or their designees, that will meet at least
quarterly in order to coordinate activities related to this Agreement.
     7. Terms of Agreement.  This Cooperative Agreement shall become effective
upon the execution by the second party hereto. This Agreement shall remain in
effect for ten (10) years from the date of execution.  This Agreement can be
terminated by either party provided written notice is given to the other party
three (3) months in advance of the intended termination date.



     8. Insurance.  Each of the cooperating departments agrees to maintain a
self insurance program.  Each department's insurance shall cover acts and
omissions of its officers while performing services under this Agreement.

I am responding to earlier conversations with members of the Dakota County
Commissioners regarding contracting my services for Program Planning/Grant
Management for the county. First, I would like to extend my appreciation to the
Board of Commissioners for your faith and belief in my abilities to assist you.
As you are aware, I am currently providing private consultation services in an
interim period. I am currently contracted with the Dakota County Interagency
Team as well as the State of Nebraska (short-term project) My long-term plan is
to obtain full-time employment soon after the first of the year as I have
several pending options. My proposal to the Dakota County Commissioners would be
as follows:
OPTION 1: Contract for via Dakota County Interagency Team (This would not be any
different than how T have been able to assist the county previously.) Current
rate: $19.00/hour with 24% Lax/benefits + 10% administrative:
--$25 .92/hour.
Beginning January 1, 2000, base rate rises to $22.00/hour for a hourly rate of
$30.00.
OPTION 2: Contract direct with Pat Somsky The same rates would apply as
described in Option 1.
RECOMMENDATION: Given the collaborative nature of most grants these days, I
would suggest the board consider the first option. We can continue to work
through the Dakota County Interagency Team Public Safety committee or other
committees as needs and opportunities arise for the county. This would offer
continued continuity as well as collaboration efforts.



After the first of the year with the probability of full-time employment, the
two jobs I am seriously considering at the present time would allow me to
continue the contract with DCIT; hence, the contract with Dakota County.

and between the SIOUXLAND HUMANE SOCIETY, INC (hereinafter "SHS"), and the
COUNTY OF DAKOTA, state of Nebraska (hereinafter "County") -



     WHEREAS, SHS is a nonprofit corporation which maintains facilities for
humane shelter, care and disposal of dogs, cats and other animals; and
     WHEREAS, the County has certain responsibilities to enforce its Resolutions
and state laws pertaining to stray or unleashed animals; and
     WHEREAS, the County wishes to use the services and facilities of SHS, from
time to time, to assist the County in the enforcement of said ordinances and
state laws and in the humane treatment of animals.
     IT IS THEREFORE AGREED as follows:
1. Impoundment. Upon delivery of any animal to SHS by any authorized
representative of the County, SHS shall provide humane shelter services,
including feeding and medical care and, if necessary, isolation, for a period of
at least three (3) days. If the animal has not been retrieved by its rightful
owner by the end of such period, the animal shall be disposed of as determined
by SHS, in its sole discretion.
2. Authorized Representative. For purposes of this Agreement, an authorized
representative of the County shall mean any sheriff or sheriffs deputy, any
police officer, any animal control officer or any person authorized by telephone
by County personnel.
3. Fees for Services. SHS shall be paid the following fees for its services;
a. For each animal brought to the shelter, an incoming fee of $10.00;
   b. For housing each animal, $6.00 per day, for a maximum period of 4 days.
(In accordance with SHS policy, each animal will be held for a minimum of three
(3) days for a minimum housing fee of $18.00.
4. Responsibility for Fees.
    a. In the event the rightful owner of the animal retrieves the animal from
SHS, all fees shall be collected from the owner prior to release of the animal.
In addition, SHS reserves the right to charge additional fees to such owner. SHS
shall make a report to the County of all animals retrieved by their owners.
    b. In the event the rightful owner does not retrieve the animal within 4
days, the County shall be responsible for such fees upon submission of an
itemized statement from SHS. Fees are due within ten (10) days of billing.
5.  Animals Captured or Impounded by County- The County agrees to turn over to
SHS for adoption or disposal any animals impounded by the County which are not
claimed by the rightful owner within the time period provided by County
Resolution.
6.  Right to Euthanize. Notwithstanding any minimum holding period provided
herein, SHS reserves the right to euthanize at any time any animal which SHS
determines, in its sole discretion, is suffering needlessly and will not benefit
from medical treatment.
7. Hold Harmless. The County agrees to hold SHS and its employees, volunteers
and directors harmless from any right, demand, claim or cause of action arising
from any wrongful receipt, impounding or disposition of any animal which is
sheltered, retrieved, euthanized or disposed of under this Agreement, so long as
SHS complies with the terms of this Agreement.
8. Representations. The County represents that it has been duly authorized to
enter into this agreement by the proper body and that the person executing the
same on behalf of the County is authorized to do so. SHS represents that it has
been duly authorized to enter into this agreement by its board of directors.
9. Term of Agreement.  This agreement shall remain in force until properly
terminated by either party. Termination shall be effected by either party giving
written notice to the other at least thirty (30) days prior to the date of
termination. For the purpose of giving notice, the addresses of the parties
stated below are sufficient until such time as a party notifies the other of a
change in address.
