The County Board of Equalization may direct that any protest filed in 
accordance with Section 77-1502 shall be heard in the first instance by the referee in the 
manner provided for the hearing of protests by the County Board of Equalization. Upon 
the conclusion of the hearing in each case, the referee shall transmit to the County Board 
of Equalization all papers relating to the case, together with his or her findings and 
recommendations in writing. The County Board of Equalization, after considering all 
papers relating to the protest and the findings and recommendations of the referee, may 
make the order recommended by the referee or any other order in the judgment of the 
Board of Equalization required by the findings of the referee, or may hear additional 
testimony, or may set aside such findings and hear the protest anew.
